(Statement of May 20, 1970)

A new upsurge in the struggle against U.S. im perialism  is now em erging throughout the world. Ever 

since World W ar II, U.S. im perialism  and its followers have been continuously launching w ars of aggres­

sion and the people in  various countries have been continuously waging revolutionary wars to defeat the 

aggressors. The danger of a new world w ar still exists, and the people of all countries m ust get prepared. 

B ut revolution is the main trend in the world today.



Unable to win in Viet Nam and Laos, the U.S. aggressors treacherously engineered the  reactionary 

coup d’etat by the Lon Nol-Sirik M atak clique, brazenly dispatched their troops to invade Cambodia and 

resum ed the bombing of north  Viet Nam, and this has aroused the furious resistance of the three Indo- 

Chinese peoples. I w arm ly support the fighting spirit of Samdech Norodom Sihanouk, Head of S tate of 

Cambodia, in  opposing U.S. im perialism  and its lackeys. I warm ly support the Joint Declaration of the 

Sum m it Conference of the Indo-Chinese Peoples. I w arm ly support the establishm ent of the Royal Gov­

ernm ent of National Union Under the Leadership of the  National United Front of Kampuchea. S trengthen­

ing their unity, supporting each other and persevering in  a protracted people’s war, the three Indo-Chinese 

peoples will certainly overcome all difficulties and win complete victory.

W hile m assacring the  people in o ther countries, U.S. imperialism  is slaughtering the w hite and black 

people in its own country. Nixon’s fascist atrocities have kindled the raging flames of the  revolutionary 

mass m ovem ent in the United States. The Chinese people firm ly support the revolutionary struggle of the 

American people. I am convinced th a t the American people who are fighting valiantly will ultim ately win 

victory and that the fascist ru le  in the U nited States will inevitably be defeated.

The Nixon governm ent is beset w ith troubles in ternally  and externally, w ith  u tte r chaos at home and 

extrem e isolation abroad. The mass movem ent of p ro test against U.S. aggression in Cambodia has swept 

the globe. Less than  ten  days after its establishm ent, the Royal Governm ent of National Union of Cam­

bodia was recognized by nearly 20 countries. The situation is getting better and better in the w ar of resist­

ance against U.S. aggression and for national salvation waged by the people of Viet Nam, Laos and Cam­

bodia. The revolutionary arm ed struggles of the people of the Southeast Asian countries, the struggles 

of the people of Korea, Japan  and other Asian countries against the  revival of Japanese m ilitarism  by the 

U.S. and Japanese reactionaries, the struggles of the Palestinian and o ther Arab peoples against the U.S.- 

Israeli aggressors, the national liberation struggles of the Asian, African and Latin American peoples, and 

the revolutionary struggles of the peoples of North America, Europe and Oceania are all developing vigor­

ously. The Chinese people firm ly support the people of the three Indo-Chinese countries and of o ther coun­

tries of the world in their revolutionary struggles against U.S. imperialism  and its lackeys.

U.S. imperialism , which looks like a huge m onster, is in essence a paper tiger, now in the throes of 

its death-bed struggle. In  the world of today, who actually fears whom? It is not the Vietnam ese peo­

ple, the  Laotian people, the Cambodian people, the Palestinian people, the Arab people or the people of 

other countries who fear U.S. im perialism ; it is U.S. im perialism  which fears the people of the world. It 

becomes panic-stricken at the m ere rustle of leaves in the wind. Innum erable facts prove tha t a just cause 

enjoys abundant support while an un just cause finds little  support. A weak nation can defeat a strong, a 

small nation can defeat a big. The people of a small country can certainly defeat aggression by a big coun­

try , if only they dare to rise in struggle, dare to take up arm s and grasp in their own hands the destiny 

of their country. This is a law of history.

In May 1948 U.S. imperialism single-handedly created Israel 
in Palestine in order to dominate, plunder and enslave the Arab 
countries politically, economically and militarily. Instigated and 
supported by U.S. imperialism, Israel time and again launched 
wars of aggression against neighbouring Arab countries and 
occupied by force large tracts of Arab territory.

In 1967 U.S. imperialism and its collaborator dished up in

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In June 1970 the Nixon government dished up the “Rogers’ plan” for the 
“peaceful settlement” of the Middle East question, aiming to break the unity 
of the Palestinian and other Arab peoples and strangle Palestine’s revolution. 
The awakened Palestinian and other Arab peoples are firmly opposed to the 
“Middle East Munich” plotted by U.S. imperialism and its collaborator.

In September 1970 U.S. imperialism instigated and supported the reaction­
ary military government of the Kingdom of Jordan in flagrantly dispatching 
large numbers of armed forces to launch frantic attacks on an unprecedented 
scale against the Palestinian guerrillas. In such critical circumstances the 
brave Palestinian guerrillas rose in self-defence and resolutely fought back. 
Filled with hatred for their common enemy, the Palestinian people are carry­
ing out struggles together with the Jordanian and other Arab peoples.

The Palestinian people who have suffered deeply understand 
from their own experience over a long period of trial and struggle 
that to take up guns and wage resolute armed struggle is the only 
road to their liberation.

The Palestinian guerrillas have steadily grown and matured in 
the fight against aggression. The spark of armed struggle kindled 
in January 1965 by a small “Fateh” team of two men and a rifle 
has today developed into a prairie fire. The flames of armed strug­
gle are now raging from the Israeli-occupied Golan Heights of Syria 
in the north to the Israeli-occupied Sinai Peninsula of the United 
Arab Republic in the south, from the Baisan river valley and Nablus 
mountain area west of the Jordan River to the suburbs of Jerusalem. 

They have spread as far as the vicinity of Tel-Aviv, seat of Israel’s 
rulers.
