Battle of Beverly Hills

In December 1977, 12 Iranian stu-
dents, members of CISNU, forced
their way through the gates of the
Iranian in Rome, and com
Pletely ransacked the inside of the
hree-story building. At their trial, the
Italian defense attorney delivered an
impassioned speech recalling the Ita-
lian_peoples’ struggle against the
fascist dictator lini. On the
question of violence by CISNU against
the Iranian Embassy, he declared that
their assault and “takeover of that
building wes “the very least violence”
that should be done” against such a
regime. The students were acquitted
all charges.

BEVERLY HILLS: IRANIAN
STUDENTS vs. THE PAHLAVIS

On January 2, a demonstration of
2,000 Iranian students and their Ameri-
can supporters marched through Los
Angeles and towards the wealthiest

neighborhood in the country—where
two members of the Pahlavi ly had
been given “safe refug?e’f from the
storms_of popular revolution against
their 50-year reign of terror in lran.
The Ipurpose this demonstration wes
not only to expose the fact of continuing
official U.S. government and corporate
support to these brutal rulers—who
have brought destruction and misery and
despotic tortures to the Iranian people;
it was also intended to arouse the
outrage of the American people at the
harboring of these vile rulers in their

midst.

The confrontations that occurred a
round the mansion belonging to the
Shah’s mother and older sister should
not have surprised anyone. It is official
U.S. government policy that is *“bringing

the Iranian revolution to the U.S.” by

bringing these hated champions of cor-
ruption, decadence and mass murder
into the USS. It is a direct attack on the
American people, not only on us.

While the newspapers ran front é)age
photos of blood soaked Iranian students
In Beverly Hills who were run over by
police cars speeding 50 miles per hour
Into the demonstration, they also ran a
story about a SAVAK official's house in
Tehran where foreign correspondents
had found mangled pieces of bodies of
litical ﬂ_rlsoners tortured by this SA
/AK in his own home.

But of course we do not expect such
truth from Carter. Two days after the
demonstration in Beverly Hills, Carter
let loose with a blast against all Iranian
students in this country who oppose the
Shah and ordered the Attorney General
'gg thlreaten us with deportation imme-

lately.

In the meantime, we intend to conti-
nue our efforts in the U.S. to reach the
American people with the facts about
Iran. And not only Iranians, but Ameri-
cans as Well will 'see to it that the past
history of harboring murderous rulers
who have been kicked out of their royal
pits by popular will, the past practice of
%vmgt ese criminals “safe refu%e” in

e US. will not be alloned to be
repeated with the Pahlavis.

The panic and fear of Carter and
Company over increasing exposure of
their military plans for Iran can be seen
not only in Carter’s order to the State
Dept, t0 stop talking to the press, but
also in this attack on Iranian students.
The arrest of several Iranian students in
Los Angeles has already taken place. But
this cannot silence the lranian students,
nor can it prevent the American people
from realizing their common interests in
fighting against U.S. intervention in

ces and police backing for 37 years to the

torious Pahlavi barbarians 1o a “safe
sanctuary” in the US.

Instead, as they have done regularly
throughout this past year of upheaval in
Iran, the “opinion makers” of the media
tried to divert the entire issue away from
the political question of official govern-
rrentsgp t for despotic and tyrannical
rulers of Iran and to turn the attention of
the American people to a different issue.
Unable to hide the fact that these corrupt
Pahlavis have ALREADY taken up re-
sidence in Beverly Hills, Carter and Bell
and Company immediately let loose with
ablast at progressive Iranian students in
the US. and tried to direct the senti-
ments of American people against us,
instead of where those sentiments na-
turally would fall: against the Pahlavis
and Carter hinmself.

While local reporters and photo-
graphers recorded the facts of police cars
ramming into the demonstration at 50
miles an hour, hurling students 20 feet
into the air and then running over
several who had been thrown to the
ground, the editorial pages rushed to
attack the Iranian students and raise the
banner of Center’s pious indignation at
our supposedly “terroristic” activities.

Let’s take a look at what Carter’s blast

[ét’s start with the most obvious gues-
tion: why, after our 15 years of political
activities in this country and countless
demonstrations—and frequent clashes
with police—has the U.S.. government
never succeeded in deporting us? Why

thout exception, the arrest of Iranian
students provokes intense debate and
political activities—and the main ques-
tion we bring to people is not the defense
of Iranian students, but the question of
what is haPpening in lIran. Without
exception, the American people are
drawn towards learning more about the
situation in Iran and not_only express
their support for our activities in the
US., but are taking sides on the
question of Iran themselves in complete
oppoasition to U.S. policies in Iran.

IS is the reason that while the
harrassments and threats have never
stopped, the deportations and the elimi-
nation of our activities has never been

Today, why is Carter suddenly making
the deportation of Iranian students an
official and openly acknowedged threat?

vhy does Carter’ suddenly make such a
stink about one demonstration?

The reason is that providing *“securi-
ty, safety, peace, and comfort” for a
ruling family, the Pahlavis, that has
been exposed for its torture chambers,
dru%dealmg,_ messive corruption, and
its 37 years reign of terror is a tough act
for “human rights” Carter to sell to the
American people. The demonstration
exposed the presence of the Pahlavis in
the US. and showed the American
people what Carter is up to.

The Carter Administration knows that
the activities of progressive Iranian
students has very broad support amon
the American people. They know thal
the presence of Qee Pahlavis in thlg
country is going to be exposed again an
again by our activities. And they know
this will draw more and more attention to
U.S. policies, tothe reactionary nature of
the U.S. role in Iran—past, present and
future. They know that the absolute
contradiction between the Pahlavi Court
and the Iranian people will be further
exposed right here and it will draw the
American people into the political issue
more directly—and on the same side as
the Iranian people. In order for Carter to
bring these Imperial Majesties to the
United States, he has to try to eliminate

the Iranian students and their influence.

Today, the Shah is under the gun from
35 million Iranians and even his closest
hatchetmen are trembllngshn their boots,
and Carter welcomes the Shah with open
ames.

Today, the Carter Administration is
tearing Its hair out and wringing its
hands_in despair over what “went
\Aﬁong” with their precious absolute
ruler.

Today, the entire executive committee
of the foreign policy *“establishment” is
frantically churning out one manoeuver
after {mother to buy themselves time to
organize more drastic actions. The State
Department contradicts itself every other
day; the CIA is blasted for not telling
Carter that the U.S. puppet and im
perialism are doomed in lran; Carter
orders the carrier Constellation to move

» The other side” of this pO|ILP/ of
actively encouraging students to leave
Iran isthe long-term program of training
a large strata of westernized, pro-U.S.
technocrats: engineers, computer pro-
grammers, nuclear technicians, and peo-
ple with the skills and pro-U.S. govern-
ment outlook needed to support and
implement American programs in Iran.
Students are sent to the United States to
study at the universities which maintain
special contracts with the Iranian regime
for such training programs: MIT, The
University of Chicago, UCLA and UC-
Berkeley are examples. More than 149
American universities operate reciprocal
programs or contracts with Iranian uni-
versities and receive huge sums of

from the regime.” In return,
members of the Pahlavi family and the
re%me were frequently trotted out to the
U.S. to receive “honorary degrees” for

their “humanitarian works.” Nonethe-
less, the Iranian student movement
outside Iran has continued to organize
against the regime. The reasons why our
people reject these “Americanization”
programs are now known to the whole
world. It is not anti-American people, it
is hatred of training and indoctrination of
our people to run Iran in the interests of
U.S. banks and corporations and military

rather than for our own people.
_» Thevast mgjority of Iranian students
inthe U.S. are here éntirely on their own
and their family’s support. Many fami-
lies save enolgh money with great
difficulty and send one son or daughter
to study outside Iran because there Is no
room for them to study in Iran. Most
students earn their own during
the summer by working here or in Iran to

pay for the next semester.
