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On February 21 a

Lybian civilian plane with
113 passangers was shot
down by the Isracli Air
Force, killing 106 passengers.
The lIsraelis shot the plane
down because it flew inside
the Israeli controlled border
of Sinai.

A few days later Defense
Minister of Israel Moshe Dyan
said that the incident was an
“error of judgement,... but
that does not put us on the
guilty side.” He added that
the Israeli planes (U.S.
phantom jers) had
misinterpreted the nature of
the mission into the Sinai
territory, that there was a
possibility that a Tybian
civilian airplane could come
into their territory on a
“hostile mission. "’

What Mr. Moste Dyan did
not tell us was: (1) that the
passenger  plane  was  not
warned by the Isracli planes
of being inside the Sinai
border, (2) thar the plane was
3o close to the Egyptian
border and the Cairo airport
that it had dropped its flags
and was about to land when
the Israeli planes opened fire,
and (3) thar the lsraeli planes
were flying so close to the
Lybian plane that they
could have wery easily seen
inside women and children
and other passangers in the;
plane. (This information was
made public from a recording

of the communication
between the pilot of the
plane and the Cairo

In the last issue of Palante
I discussed the changes within
Chile and how they affected
the world. The people of
Chile had united and waged
struggle to free Chile from
the foreign control that the

international U.5.
corporations like Kennecott
and LT.&T. The
nationalization of Chile's
copper and other foreign

interests put Chile in sharp
contradiction with the U.S.
government which serves the
interests of the large
corporations. Because of this
fight for economic
independence, Chile is now
part of the ant-imperialist
camp and supports other
people such as the people of
Vietnam and Puerto Rigo
who are fighting for their

independence  from  the
United States. The struggle to
transform Chile has in
international aspect where
the overwhelming majority of

the people can agree to
expelling the foreign
companies. The

transformation in Chile also
has a national aspect where
correct leadership must be
found to:

' 1. Abolish the handful of
millionaire families in Chile
who sold -our country to the
United States and who have

airport.) On March 2, a few
days after the Isrash army
invaded the border of
Lebanon killing 7 people and
wounding many others, a
group known as the Black
September Movement took
over the Saudi Arabian
Embassy in the capital of
Sudan (South of Egypt),
seizing over 13 hostages. (A
party was being held by the
Saudi Arabian Ambassador in
honor of George C. Moore,
American Charge of Affairs
who was being replaced by
Cleo A. Noel, both prominent
C.LA. agents in the Middle
East).

The Black September
group demanded the release
of  Palestinian comrades
{members of the Palestnian
liberation front) held in
prison in Jordan in return for
the hostages.

60 hours later when the
demands were not complied
with, two American
diplomats, Cleo A. Noel and
George C. Moore, and one
Belgian diplomat Guy Eid
were executed. The next day
the group surrendered to the
Sudanese authornities,

The tuth is that the
people of Palestine have 2
long history of persecution in
the hands of the Israelis,
Since 1947 the majority of
the Palestinian people have
been driven out of their
lands; their homes have been
burned down. Many if they
are not in 3 cﬂnpcntranan
camps, are dead victims of

napaim  boms and other
terrorism against them tha-
was committed by the Israeli
Zionist government.

The **Seven Days War" of
1967 is an example of this.
During this invasion the
Israelis took control of the
Sinai Penninsula, other land
in Jordan, Syria and
Lebanon. And most of all
they drove nearly three
million Palestinian people out
of the rich fertile lands and’

out of the city of Jerusalem

The Israclis with U.S.
imperialist backing have been
carrying attacks of aggression
not only against the Arabian
people but against many
African nations. In the last
couple of years, five nations
have broken relations with
Israel,

The United: States
government has been trying
to make us believe that the
“real” enemy are the Arabs
and the “‘terrorists,” are the
Palestinian Liberation Front.

Bur,we see that Nixon and
Golda Meir are not two
angels. The arms tharthe U8,
gives to Israel, and their
plans to control the oil in the
Middle East are not just
dreams, Like in Vietnam they

say that they jare tying to
safeguard “‘democracy and

freedom.”

Bur we know that the
people of Palestine, like the
people of Vietnam, and the
Mative American Indians are
waging a just struggle fo
their liberaton.

While 1 was in Santiago, 1
interviewed a working class
leader, MNelson Munoz
Gutierrez. Listening to this
factory worker speak of the
changes he is fighting for in
Chile gives a good account of
the struggle of the Chilean
working class, and shows how
unity and self reliance can
transform hopeless poverty
into a promise of a better life.
Nelson Munoz is leader=of

165 working families who
under the old system had no
homes in which to live. They

either lived In

shacks with no facilities or
shuffled between the houses

of relatives and friends. After
the election three years ago,
sure thar the government
would not attack them, they
got together and decided to

solve their problem for
themselves.

PALANTE: What 15 the
name  of of the housing
settlement that you have
beilt?

MUNOZ: It is called

Proletarian Star, because we
are all proletarians (industrial
workers) and the star s
because we are the leaders of
the transformation in Chile,

PALANTE: How did you
organize yourselves to build
this settlement?

MUNOZ: Under the old

government  there were no
bouses for workers like
ourselves. S0 we organmized

into Committees of Homeless
Peaple. When Salvador
Allende’s government was
elected at least we bomeless
people could arganize
without fear of repressioh.

NATIVE AMERICANS DEMAND RIGHTS

On Thursday March 8th
representatives  from  the
Asian Community held =
press conference in suppor
of the heroic action of the
Oklala Sioux Tribe (Mative
Americans) at Pine Ridge,
South Dakota, occupying the
Wounded Knee settlement for
over 10 days. The Oklala
Sioux Indians together with
other mmembers of the
American Indian Movement
(A.LM.) applied pressure on
the American government to
meet the demands presented
by the Oklala Sioux Indians,

The demands are:

l. That the Senate Foreign
Relarions Committee hold
hearings on treatdes made
with the Indians.

2, That the Senate start a
full scale investgation of
government treatment of the
American Indians,

3. That there be better
educaton for their youth,
(They have 'a 63% drop out
rate and an average of 2
suicide attempts a year in
high schools). Also that the
youth be, taught their true
history before anything else.

4. That the health care
supposedly guaranteed by
their treaty in exchange for
land seized, be improved.

They also oppose the
tribal government by which a
small group (the tribal
council) run by one man,
Richard Wilson, the chairman
of the coungil. This same U.S.

government  which  has
historically built its wealth by
national
iberation struggles around
the world, responded to the
demands of the Oklala Sioux

Pablo’s Supreme
Court Appeal Denied

February 23, 1973 Pablo
Guzman's last_appeal to the
supreme court of the United
State was denied. This
decision of denial was
expected by our organization,
because .this was an unjust
issue: the failure of Pablo to
report to induction and his
failure .to appear for™a
physical, a_chargi:: used
against many of our brothers.
Pablo’s ' mal began on
January 25, 1972, The case
began with the judge in the
Federal Court of Mew York
City denying all our

motions. One of the motions
that was asked was that the
trial be held at night, so the
workers could come to watch
and testify. We also asked
that the trial be held both in
Spanish and English; o the
people would be able 1o
testify in which ever language
they were better able two
express themselves. In
the picking of the jury, the
Federal Marshels brought in
60 people to be jurors, 1

The prosecutor for the

Since May, 1970, Palante as a fullsize bi-monthly paper
has tried to represent the views of first the Young Lords
Party, now the PRRWO, has tried to report the struggles of
the Puerto Rican people and other working and oppressed
peoples in the United States and around the world.

It has not been easy publishing the paper wirh the
constant harrassment and arrests of our members by the
government, with very few resources, skills, and money. It
has been hard to publish a regular paper in addition to our
on-going work of organizing "and educating among the
people.

Circulation of the paper has declined from a high of
10,000 to 13,000 in early 1971 1o a few thousand roday. The
direction and purpose of the paper has been unclear for
some time as we in the PRRWO have been reviewing both
our successes and failures, and have been changing and
developing our ideology and goals.

We believe that PALANTE as it exists now does not
serve the best function. we believe that there is needed a
newspaper among the Puerto Rican people in the United
States of a different type, different from PALANTE, or
UNIDAD LATINA, or CLARIDAD-a newspaper that
represents the struggle of the whole Puerto Rican minority
against discrimination and national oppression, a newspaper
that seeks to unite all persons and groups fighting for the
independence of Puerto Rico, against the growth of
fascism, against the oppression and exploitation of women,
against the artacks by the government on the living
standards of working people.

We believe a newspaper is needed to report and fight for
unity among all people fighting U.5. Imperialism, be they
nationalists, socialists, communists, or democrats.

We ‘commit ourselves in the immediate future to join
with others in a common effort to help build such a new
independent newspaper—a voice thar will grow louder and
clearer in the coming years in its call to all persons sincerely
dedicated to ending exploitation and oppression to unite,
all of us unire to defear andidestroyour common enemy=the
monopoly capitalist class of the United States.

In the furure, we will publish a new organ of the
PRRWO, a revolutionary journal, which will represent our

Every day the news gives a
brief report on the lack of
construction on Kawaida
Towers. Together with this
two people have been pushed
as the leaders of a group of
people that are divided,The
first one, Imamu Baraka,
afro-american  poet  and
spokesman of a separatist and
nationalist philosophy who in .
these: dmes has become a
prominent figure in the
political life of Newark. and
in the other corner Anthony
Imperiale, an Italian-american
who iz using the situation to
gain political power. These
two oponents have headed
the pros and cons of Kawaida
Tower.

The Black, White and
Puerto Rican people that live
in Newark share a city that
has been on the pathf
destruction. The 'ciry as a
’p:)pulxl:':ﬂn of 382,000, of
these 60% are Black and 12%
Puerto Rican and Cuban. 30%
or 114,000 are on some type
of public asistance programs
sometimes numbers hold a

coldness.to them.
But the truth is that these
figures indicate an alarming
rate of sickness, negligence,
poor housing, dependency

" and unemployement. 55% of

the jobs are held by
non-residents and 16% of the
residents cannot find work.
An estimated 30,000 units of
housing is beyond repair and
only 10% is owner occupied.
Mewark has the highest rate
of weneral disease ' in- the
nation; it also has one of the
highest mortality rate; of
tuberculosis and diabetes in
the nation.

Oportunist elements that
only look for their interests
and benefits organize and
agitate to demonstrate not
against  these  oppressive
conditions but instead against
the liousing units that will
give housing to Black and
Puerto Rican people because
according to the
demonstrators the Black and

Tea'chers Arrested In Strike
For Better Education & Wages

The strike of Philadephia
teachers is over, one day
short of the longest teacher's
strike in U.S. history
{Mewark). The next day there
would have been a general
strike called by the 325,000
member Philadelphia
AFL-CIO Council, as well as
unaffiliated union leadership,
in support of the teachers. No
doubt, this threat was what
‘all of a sudden’ got the strike
sertled, a sirike that looked as
though it would continue
through the school year. Had
the general strike occurred, it
would have given the working
class in Philly a serSe of its
strength and potental power
and for Mayor Rizzo, that
would never do.

It seems thar it wouldn't
do for the Federal
government either. The threat
brought Assistant Labor
Secretary W.]. Usery, Jr,
qunning into town,

But beyond the point that
the teachers were shafted
after. all these weeks (the
contract they settled for is a
4 year vise, depriving thém of
their strike weapon until afrer
‘the next mayoral election; in
terms of money; inflation will
eat up their litde increase sc
that in two years they'll be
behind the eight ball again)
lies a much deeper, complex
story, one that affects every
city in America. That is, the
nature of a teacher’s swike
itself,

The antagonisms
many-sided. The first,
over-riding fact is the decay
of American cities. - Every
ugly sore of capitalism in
decay is an. evidence in the
cities, And the situation
promises to ger worse, not
better; you ecan't get blood
from a - stone, and the
workers’ limit has long been
reached by way of taxes.
With no help coming from
State or Federal governments,
the cities must either raise
taxes or cut services. In
Philly, Rizzo, posing as ‘the
worker’s mayor’ likes to tell
how he will never raise taxes
on the working class. But as
the $77 million deficit of the
school system showed, vital

The Kawaida Towers will
be a housing unit of 16
floors. It will accomodate
210 families of moderate
and low INCOMEs. The
construction will cost $6.4
million which is a state loan’
to the Kawaida Towers Inc; a
corporation  formed by
members of the Kawaida
TFemple, a religious
organization  headed by
Imamu Amiri Baraka. They
also got a tax abatement

‘whereby they will pay 15% of

the rents in lue of taxes.
After this was decided the
city council who voted for
the abatement tried to cancel
it, because of its own racism
and racists pressures .

Racism which for hundreds

of years has been implanted
in white people’s minds is
used to constantly divide us. This

phenomenom is happening in
every place where it can be
utilized {ex. of this can be
seen in the forest Hills and
Carnarsie).

All the weakness and
corruption of this nation can
be noted in one form ‘or
another, in the happenings
that have occurred in
Mewark. The Teamster Union
has refused ©o cross the
picket line and contribute
money to Imperiale’s groups.,

The Black people have not
gone to the strects to
demonstrate. But now Baraka
and his group have dedicated
themselves to fight this battle
through legal mMeans.
Presently this is not very
clear, One thing is clear that
many peaple believe and
support the construction of
Kawaida Towers and so far
the opponents have not given
any valid reasons.

Something tragically
similar oeccurred in Germany
when Hiter was searching for
power for himself and friends
The anti-semitism which had
been implanted _in _ the
German pesple by dominant
classes for centuries was
consequently inflamed dunng
Hitlers time to make of the
Jews the common people and
to blame them for everything
that was wrong in Germany.
There in Germany a was
ilogical and destructive. This
was one of the ugliest things
that happened in history, but
from this we have to learn.
The facists are dangerous
manipulators; they use the .
language of the people, their
doubts and their feas to
guide them along lines that
are Mok in their interests or,
benefits. There are people

Anniversary of the Ponce Massacre

Since the U.S. invaded
Puerto Rico on July 25, 1898
under the command of
General Nelson A Miles,
Puerto Rican people have
justly struggled to break the
chains of American
colonialism. With further
exploitation and enslavement
thecolonial = government, in
opposition to the people of
Puerto Rico, e 14
became necessary to develop
an organization to defend the
interest of the Puerto Ricans,
which is to liberate the nation
and its people from the hand}
of the U.5.government. This
organization became known
as the Nationalist Party and
its leader Don Pedro Albizu
Campos. Don Pedro and the
MNationalist Party realized that
the only way that the people
of Puerto Rico could free
themselves and their country
was through revolutionary
armed struggle. With the
conditions of  political,
repression, exploitation, and.
unemployment, revolufiopary
consciousness among the:,
people began to rise. In 1935
the U.S.-controlled colonial
police murdered Ramon
Pagan a member of the
Mationalist Party and three
students of the University ot
Puerto Rico.

This incident was followed
by the death of Colonel
Frances Riggs who was killed
by two pariots Elias
Beauchamp and  Hiram
Rosado. Riggs besides being
the one in command of the
colonial police, was sent to
‘Puerto Rico, to train the
policé in counter insurgency
tactics. Both Beauchamp and
Rosado were later killed by

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peaceful demonstration
demanding the release of all
polical prisoners and the
independence of Puerto Rico
was called for March 21,

1937 in Ponce, by the
Mationalist Party.. Major
‘Tormos had granted

permission for the peaceful
demonstration to proceed.
The  colonial  governor,
General BlantonWhinshiphad
decided to cancel the permirt
issued by Major Tormos,
Winship had decided to
cancel the demonstration one
hour before the actual event

would starr. This would mean
that most of the
demonstrators  were  not
aware of what was raking
place as far as Winship's
decisions to cancel the event.
The U.S. and the Govérnor,
had already ordered the
police at Ponce to take
possible secunty measures.
What was meant by this was
actually to arm the police
with machine guns, rifles, rear
gas bombs as the tactics to
destroy the Mationalist Party
and its supporters

The people started  to
gather to prepare for the start
of the march. At the start of
the march, the police forces
appeared and surrounded the
peaceful demonstration on all
of is sides. Coming foward
was the Chief of Police who
told the leaders that the
permit had been cancelled by
Major Tormos under the
direction of Governor
Winship. But the people were
determined to continue the
demonstration and moving
forward they began to sing
our national anthem "“La
Borinquena'. The chief of
police now had given the
order to open fire on the
demonstrators,
machinegunners were opening
and directing their shooting
at anyone necar them
regardless of participants and
non-participants. Men and
women and children young
and old were totally
massacred. Since it was Palm
Sunday many people coming
out of church were stuck
and killed and many injured.
The shooting lasted for over
15 minutes and when it was
all over 20 were left dead and
200 wounded. And if you-
were suspected of being a
Nationalist you would " be
further harassed and brutally
beat. The injustice of the
police was exposed once
again. 25,000 people attend
the funerals of those that
were  slaughtered, and the

* Mationalist Party was almost

completely destroyed, with
thousands of members jailed.
Such were the incidents
leading up to and resulting in
t h ¢ F. o nhess
Massacre.

BY DAN BROWN, MEMBER OF THE CENTRAL COMMITTEE OF THE

What is at the root, what is at the heart of racial
dis crimination? At the heart of the problem of working
people, at the heart of the problem of third world people
in the U.,S, lies racial discrimination, you can't
gseparate the two,

In the early 1950's black people in the U.S. led an
intense struggle against ‘inferior and segregated education.
I'm sure we all remember Little Rock, Arkansas and the
tremendous struggle that went down; 1955 and 1956 saw
Montgomery bus boycott, In the deep south in 1960, we saw
the voter registration drive, sit-ins, freedom rides, and
demonstrations against racial diserimination. During this
period we were involved in all kinds of struggles. Many
people who tried to vote were thrown off their land,
so we set up the tents and we had tent cities in three
or four places. We moved to independent political parties
and freedom organizations; we won some elections and we
lost some, most importantly we continued to struggle. In1
the cities in the south we struggled against discrimination
in hiring and in housing.

Then name Elack power; in essence the Black power
movemant mes .t that Black people wanted some kind of power
over ‘heir own lives. At first we thought that if we could
int. srate into America that we could solve the problem.
Mary people thought that whites just wanted to be mean to
Puerto Ricans, Blacks, Dominicans, and Asians. Some
people thought that that was just their nature.

Just what is racial discrimination? It has to do with
the probem faced by all Third World people everyday, but
we would like to focus in the problem of Black workers;
but that can't be separated from the general problems
of American society. It is the problem of who owns and
controls the means of production,

The boss pays you once a week or once eveIy two weeks,
and then out of that you get a token and a hamburger;
enough money to go home, a hamburger and maybe enough
money to come back to work on monday. You know that he
keeps the rest of that money you should be making, Its
not the working people who thought of speed-up, who do
you know that wants to work harder and faster to make

more money for the bass?

Black workers have the worst jobs, and the worst paid
jobs, They work only when they are needed, and suffer from
the highest unemployment, They suffer from the highest
