THATCHER'’S

Of all the sick stories that
have come out of the four years
of Thatcher rule,none tells us
more about the character of the
women than the story of the sink
ing of the General Belgrano,

It has now been well establi-
shed that at the time of the
sinking that (1) the ship was
moving away from the falklands
and was outside the 200 mile
exclusion area,and (2) Eritain
and Argentina were on the verge
of signing a peace treaty that
had been succe =fully negotiated
through the Peruvian government,

As part of the treaty the Ar-
gentinians hao agreed to with
draw their troops from the
Islands

Thatcher and her war cabinet
could not possibly have been ig
norant of the talks or of the
stage that they had reached,
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The Belgrano could only have
been sunk for one reason,bec-
ause Thatcher and her cronies
wvanted wvar.A good old war to
whip up a bit of the patriotic
spirit.Tories have allways been
quick to celebrate a bit of a
battle.Not so quick to go and
fight in it,but then they don't
have to.There's plenty of work-
ing class kids in the army to do
their fighting for them,most of
them probably joined to get away
from the dole queues that they
created,

Ihatcher got her war and a big
boost in the opinion polls that
might well carry her through to
another term of office.,Not a bad
deal in exchange for the odd
thousand or so lives,

OR IS IT ALL RUBBISH ?

But what use is an extra couple

Anybody that took an objective
view of the four years of Marge-
eret Thatcher's reign would
surly come to the conclusion
that the marority of people are
far worse off,The most obvious
example is the two million or
so people who have lost their
jobs,but there are plenty of
others

Prescription and dental char-
ges have more than doubled,house
building is an all time low,
council rents at an all time
high,The waiting list for hosp-
ital treatment grows and grous,
The whole thing is one big
catalogue of disaster with the
lower income bracket (who can
least afford it ) the worst hit

The tories have given a coup-
le of pounds to the poor in tax
cuts but have cut vital services
to pay for it,The rich of course
get thousands in tax relief,

If you are a couple of thous-
and pounds better off,you don't
really mind having to go priv-
ate to get health treatment
especially as your allready on
30 or 40 thousand a year anyway

of pounds to a small income fa-
mily in the face of the extra
charges for rent,food,gas,elec=-
tricity and prescriptions,

ELECTION

And so we look to the elec-
tion.Is this the chance to cha-
nge things for the better

This issue is mow in the fore=-
front of everybody's minds,This
is ogur chance to use the little
pit of democracy we are allowed
i.,e, to vote for the govern=
ment once every 5 years.ls it
worth using? (this will be
discussed elsewhere in the
issue).l1f so,uhat can we expect
to see come out of it?

1t becomes gquite apparent
that victory in parliamentary
elections does not lead to
any real major change,The
structure of society remains
the same.Uhat we mean by this
is that people who are rich
are still rich.They still own
the factories,banks,land,etc.
whieh is the source of that

wealth,And no matter whether
it is Labour,Tory,Alliance
there 1s not going to be a

concerted attack on that pri-
vilege,
This we see as part of tne

problem with elections.The
economic control of & nmation is
a far more powerful weapon than
326 seats the House of
commons,This economic control
is not not suject to elector-
control

If,or when a government is g
elected that tries to challenge
that power,or modify it, the
ruling class will use any meth-
od apen to them to resist
challenge,

ways.They can use their econom=-
power by means of i1nvestment
strikes whlch starves 1noustry
of cash,or they may mowe their
money to angther countiry uhere
there is less control on tnem

fither way the economy is
disrupted and the government
weakened,

tain way or else,This happened

Pil companies pulled the same
stroke,refusing to develop the
North Sea oil fields unless the

FORCE

Another more ominopus threat
that the rich are prepared to
use if all else fails is that of
force.This is exactly what happ-
ened in Chile in the early sev-
enties,when a democraticly elec~-
ted left wing government,was
opverthrown by an armed coup
backed by the American government

there is no doubt that Catn-
olics in Northern Ireland were
left in no doubt about the
inability of a Labour govern=-
ment to secure for them the
most basic rights,

REACTIONARY

The reactionary side of
Latour has been shown by Home
Secretaries such as Merlyn
Rees and Roy Mason,It was Rees
wha,in 1976, took away the
political status for Republican
prisoners that had been granted
by a Tory government in 1972,
It was this action which led
directly to the blanket protest
and ultimately the hunger
strikes and the death of ten
young men,

The people of Ireland would
see very little difference
tetween a Labour and Tory gov-
ernment.In this country the
political situation is not
Quite so developed and many
people would say that there is
a great difference.It is rev-
olutionary socialists who look
ahead and say that in given
situations they act in much the
same way and we look to lreland
to prove this,

In the face of the political
realities of Ireland,lLabour
has been no more capable of
bringing justice to the
Nationalist people than King
Canute was of stopping the
waves,.Even the principled
actions aof people like Ken
Livingstone and Steve Bundreo
cannot wipe away labour's
failures,It is only the pol-
itical anZ milizary actions of
the Republican movement in the
last 13 yrars that “ave hrought
Ireland to the attention of
people like them,

Far S50 years the Catholics
were on their knees,oppressed
and humiliated,and not a sound
was heard from the Labour
Party.,It was only uwhen they
started to fig-t sack then-
selvaes in 1969 that Latour was
forced to abolish Stormont
(reactivnary Northsra Irish
parliament) which was seen as
a great victory at the time
and attempt some reforms,

STRUGGLE

Teday they are still opp-
ressed but no longer on their
knees,Their struggle has won
them worldwide support and
respect and they may uwell
achieve British withdrawal
in our lifetime,If they do it
will be for one reason and
one reason only,.They stopped
waiting for change from on
high and went out and fought
for it.

In fact things haven't
aluays been as they are now,
Modern history as we know it
today did not begin un%il! after
the industrial revolution <gme
730 years ago.

Until “hat time the major-
ity of people lived in villages
either working the land for
food,or wvorking as spinners or
weavers in theirown home,often
bartering instiad of using cash,

With the coming sof the ind-
ustrial revolution,new inventions
such as tha spinning loon and
the steam engine caused the old
one person machines to become
obsolete,Factories sprunyg up
and the cities of today began
to grow.What were kngcun Az
fnaclosure Acts forced many
people of f their land and they
hat to seex their living as
wage earners in the n24 cities,
The capitalist system and,
working class life as we know
it today began to take shape.

50 things weren't aluays as
they are today.Hut what about
the future? Is socialism just
a8 pipe-dream that will paver
work?

Well,if we look at the per-
Farmance of capitalism in the
last 200 years,the econumic
crises,collanse of governments,
unemployment, denressions,wars
and repression,ue could be
forgiven for concluding that
capitalism hasn't exactly
worked that well either,But
what about socialism? ‘Jhat arw
we talking about when we talk
af a socialist society?

It is of course impossible
for a small group of people
such as Red Action to say ex~
actly wvhat form a socialist
socisty is going to take
because when it happens there
are going to be a few million
athers involved.Ue can however
at this stage describe certain
features thatwill have to
exist before a society can
truly be described as socialist,

THE _COMMON CUNERSHIP OF THE
MEANS OF PRODUCTION

Under capitalism all of the
means of producing tha hasic

MASS ACTION

necessities of life,the lang
whiecn grouws the food, the
factories an! nachines that
produce the goods ue nved, the
materials to build homes and
hospitals,are all ounvd by
individuals or small groups of
people,

These people do not use them
with a view as to what is most
benaficial to the community,
but as to what will make them
the best profit,

If it is more srafitable to
build office blocks that uill
remain enaty *van it is to build
homes far the homeless, then
office blocks will ne auilt
an! pecple will remain homeless,

If it 15 more profitabile
for farmers to «e:3 up prices
by destroying meat,butter,or
apples, than it is to sell them
off cheazly then they will,And
pensioners and low ngoma
families stay on bread and
margecine,

If those that employ scien-
tists find it mors profitatle
for them to ressarch inta
nuclear weapons than finding a
cure for cancer,that wil)
happen,anz thousands of cancer
victims will die sach yesr,

0r top of all this,if the
individual nuners find that
they can't make engugh profit
they can,and often do, just
close the whole works doun,
taking away from thousands the
mo3 % produce what they nead
to live,

In a socialist society it
will be impossible for this to
happe~.The resources of society
unter common ownership will be
ap:olisd to the needs of that
society as a whole,Building
Jorkers will work on building
decent houses for all.factary
workers will produce more and
better goods,'/hen there is a
surplus of goods or food the
prices will Do cut or the goods
even given auay,

Because the factories and
machines will aluays ba in use
and not subject to being closed
down on one persons whim, the
amount of goods will grow.lLes:

will be needed and the amount
of working hours needed to
produce them will fall.The work
ing week can be cut and workers
will be able to take longer
holidays.That is the reality
of the common ownership of the
means of production.

DEMOCRATIC ELECTION OF ALL
N RS A

In capitalist society many
of the institutions and offices
are run by people who have
never been and never will be
sub ject to any form of
election,The most obvious case
of this is the legal system,
Judges make laws(or at least
interpret them at their oun
discretion and have great in-
fluence on how the law is
shaped)that all of us are
expected to live by,Yet over
997 of people have no say
whatscever over who becomes a
judge,

lwo years ago a Labour GLC
was cemocratically elected by
the people of London.One of
their election pledges was to
cut bus and tube fares,When
they did a single judge ruled
that it vas illegal,and over-
ruled the democratic decision
of the people of London,

In a socialist society all
officials and administrators
Judges, police chiefs, senior
civil servants, politicians
would be elected ang subject
to recall

There are many pegple in this
country who would agree with
most of the ideas of socialism
People who believe that every-
one should have the right to a
good healzih service,to secure
and well paid employment,and
agequate pensions,
Yet most of these people con=-.
tinue to lnok only as far as
the Labour Party,or have just
becsne cynical as to the poss=-
ibility of any real change.
The revolutionary left have
sp far completly failed to
convince any sort of number of
working class people of the
possibility cf an alternative,
In the Bermondsey bye election
the Raving Looney Party got
tuice as many votes as the
Revolutionary Communist,To say
that the working class hold
the ieft in low esteem is to
vastly overestimate it's stand=-
ing.

ABUSE

We cannot be too suprised by
this,Just about every left
group in this country have a
woefull record of using and
then abusing working class mil-
itants,casting them aside when
they have fufilled their duty
or had the insolence to quest-
ion the party line

Large popular movements such
as the Anti Nazi League,or the
womens movement,are either dis
missed as being to soft,or cyn-
icaly combed for recruits that
come up to the requred standard
and then dropped as quickly as
they were patronised,

Only thpse that are totally
ignorant of Gorking class men-
tality could hope to win large
numbers of them in this uay,

The whole basis of the capit-.
alist system is that some
people are worth more than
Othert.

Socialists reject this, In a
modern society all of us are
totally dependent on ecach other
for our various tasks, without

About the only ones who
wouldan't be missed by anyone
are the very rich and the Lorcs
and Royalty,

In a socialist society all
those that mace an equal con-
tribution will receive equal

WHATS LEFT?

to give up the small measure of
security that the system anpears
to offer and take the revolutie-
onary path,uhen the organisa=
tion seems to ce run by neuro-
tic intellectuals wno appear

to be totally incapable of re-
lating to working class culture
and approaching it on equal
terms,How often have we seen
the know 1t all middle class
lefty straight out of college
lay down the law for a couple
of years before disappearing
back to a cosy career and life-
style,

CLASS

That is why we in Red Action say
that a working class organisa-
tion must be led and dominated
by those from that class,if it
is to be receptive to the mooo
of the class,

To win the trust and respect
of the class,it is necessary to
not merely have the correct
political line,but to show cour-
age commitment anc consistency

It is no good just preaching
that facists should not be all-
owed to march,or pickets cross
the line,lJe have to show that
we have the courage of our con-
victions,and when we can take
what steps ue can to stop them,
That is the sort of action that
will win the respect of the
working class,

They arg the most cynical
audience of all,and to win thejr
allegiance will be no easy task
but it can be donme if we prove
that we are serious atout our
poiitics.

When they are convinced they
will be the most steadfast,but
at the moment there is a long
way to go,

Anyone who has been politically
active during a Labour Governm-
ents term of office will have
many bitter memories of the
back peddling and sell-outs
that they are capable of, No
one is likely to forget that it

Thatcher and her co thinkers
cannot be seen as just prage
matic politicians trying to
oversee the ripping off of the
working class with as little
fuss as possible, She is an
idealogue on a moral crusade,
who is seeking to
change the whole social struc-
turs 3F the country,

'Jitness her many recent
comments about returning to
the values of Victorian
society, The same Victorian
society where workers had to
touch their caps to their
"superiors", where sex before
marriage and homosexuality
were sinfull cgrimes and where
the senile old men that make
up the clergy had the power to
influence tha laus people lived
by. That is the sort or Britain
that Thatcher wants to see.
Far fetched?

Consider the recent proposal
that the singie parent allou-
ance should be scrapped
because it is an encouragement
to promiscous behaviour.

FUTURE

Many of the Tory measures so
far have been merely laying the
groundwork for future plans,
The Tebbit bill is a good
example of this, It has been law
for some time now, and has been
defied on many occasions, but
the lau has not been used, The
govuerament have ghviogusly been
unsure of the amount of op osite
ion they may arouse and have
held back,

If they were wlectea again (4
would, be seen by them as a
vindication of all their police-
ies and put massive wind in the
sails of the far right of the
Tory Party, They would undoubt-
ably demand that the Government
begin to use leyislation like
the Tebbit 8ill.

The Labour Party is committed
to the repeal of the Tebhit

=

bill.It is also committed to thi
repeal of the prevention of
terrorism aét,unilateral
disarmement and a whole lot of
other things, Lven if they were
to renege on half of these, it
would still be worth voting for
them for the other half,

FEven though Labour have pre-
sided over woefully inadequat:
pensions and benefits and the
shamefull rundour of the Health
Service. It can not be compared
with the Tories plans for it's
total disbandment, or the
spite 11 malisous way thay
vrought in a tax on dole money
deliberatly hitting those that
can least afford it.

PRESSURE

thatcher is totally
unmoved by pressure from any
sort of preogressive social
movement,A Labour government is
at least sensitive to pressure
and can sometimes be pushed
into actiop. It was a Labour
government that legalised
homosexuality and saved thou=-
sands from being arrested and
maybe imprisoned,and it was
Labour MP's that eventually
stopped ‘the Corrie Bill (anti
abortion) becoming law.lf that
had become law,large numbers of
women would have been forced to
return to back street abortion-
ists with the resulting
fatalities,

If you do not vote against
the Tories then you make it
easier for a party that has a
lerge number of members who
can quite fairly be described
as closet fascists.

I am a socialist ang I do
not believe that a Latour
government will implement
socialismin this country,but
I am not prepared to stand
aside and see the rabid bastards
in the Tory party who person=-
ally hate me and all ! stand
for just strut back into power.
If people dont vote against
them how can you blame them for
thinking that people agree with
what they're doing,

ALTERNATIVE

Of course it would be better
if we had a real revolutionary
alternative to both Labour and
Tory but it does not exist
right now and it is no good
sulking and saying that if
you can't have the game your
way then ynu're not playing.
Quite simply,life is marginally
better for working class people
under a Labour government than
under a Tory one,

Capitalism is a painfull
illness that the working class
suffer and only the operation
of a revolution can cure.uUn=-
fortunately we do not have the
means of performing it right
now,but if a shot of Labour

As a young and idealistic
fiftean year old I joined the

It is true that reforms have

been implemented by lLabour
Govts, but reforms can be

It is also true
Labour govts, may well have
made more reforms but for the
pressures of big business and
threats of renoving capital
from the country by organis-
ations such as the Inter-
national Monetary FurZ.So why
haven't they used their
resources to build inter-
national solidarity with other
'socialist! parties inter-
nationally to stop these
threat:?/hy because like all
the sther 'socialist' parties
they are patriots who beliesye
in the natioral interest and
not in the interests of the
international working class,

The problem that we face as
revolutionary socialists is not
which governnent is going to
kick us in the teeth after 9th
June,but that people have no
faith in their collective
power to change their lives
the world that they live in,
This is the tas«< that Red
Actiorn should address itself
to.This is not a defeatist
attitude,this (s realisn.le
are farced to begin to builg
a revolutionary t-adition in
the working class,
