But, we are told, this 1s pre-
ferable to Fascist ownership. An
attractive 1idea---especlally for
people who  are relatively well-
off under "democratic" capitalism.
But 1t ignoregs  the fact that the
"democratic" nations stand them-
selves on the Dbrink of fascism.
Let us see for ourselves the bas-
ic economic difference between
the "democracies™ and the fascist
nations, and why that difference
is dwindling.

Democracy was the polltical
form most favorable for emergent
and maturing capitalism. Germany
and Italy, however, arrived late
on the capitalist scene, when
France, Britain, and even America
had got a head-start 1n develop-
ing great 1industrial economles
and in securing the foreign mark- .
ets that feed capitalism and hen-
ce enable 1t to afford democratic
concessions to the working class.
