" The 76-year-old widow was dragged from
her house by two white thugs. She was
shoved in the garden shed and her clothes
set on fire.

Then, with three-,
quarters of her flesh
burned away, she was
bundléd back into the
house to die.

Her murder s the result
ol a campaign of rucist filth
which has been stirred up
by Enoch Powell und the
fascists of the National

Front und National Party.

Shock
Mrs  Gautam's  son.
Sadhu, in an eéxclusive

interview with  Socialist
Worker, said:

‘My  mother told me
before she died that she
had been sitting in the
dining room when two
white  vouths  wearing
gloves and masks burst in
the house, One covered her
mouth with his hand while
the other searched the
house and gathered some
old papers into a bundle,

Horror

‘They took her through
the kitchen to the shed at
the back, piled up the
papers and lit them, then
sef fire 1o her sari.

*Her legs and her top and
her face were all burnt.
You could see her ribs at
the back. But she was still
CONSCIOus.

*The doctors were amaz-

ed that she did not dic
immediately,
‘When the two men

pulled her back in the
house they put her on the
couch, They shook their
lists at her before they left.
They never spoke once’,
The behaviour of ithe
police has outraged the
local Asian community.

They have denied
that the murder is

connected with
racism, just as they
denied that the Gur-
dip Chagger murder
in Southall was racist.

They have suggested
that Mrs Gautam may have
committed suicide. They
have asked neighbours it
they know of any family
problems.  Finally they
hinted that it may be a case

THREE Injusticesof the Peace
gave their verdicts in the first
Right to Work trial at Hendon
Court in North London on
Monday.

Despite the mass of evidence given
by witnesses of how the police at-
tacked the Manchester to London
Right to Work march at Staples
Corner in March, they found in favour
of the police.

Magistrates mix with the police every
day and they were doubtless determined to
protect them,

They found Mike Lvnch, an unemployved
miner cand  Labour Party member  from
Dunferlmine. guilty of assaultand joiled him for
six-moenths

They refused to suspend the sentence because
Mike, like thousands of other working-class
kids, had a few previgus convietions, all from
more than four vears ago when Mike was under
20,

Ihe three injustices even seemd anixious o
wvoid eiving Mike bail pending appeal. Yet if
they had got away with refusing it. he would
have served hall his sentence helore he even had
the chance Lo uppeal

Thanks to the angry scenes in the court, they
eventually granted bail, So Mike didn’t go
down

Nor did Mike Alderson. from Bristol, Dave

Why Stalinism?

‘ARE WE to accept the in-
evitability of events and deny
the ability of the individuals to
influence them . . .”

Last week, in discussing this
question from a reader, | tried to
show why marxists have tended to
stress  the importance of cir-
cumstances and deep-seated
causes, rather than individuals, in
determining what happens.

The point being to show the
shallowness of the view that makes
evervthing hang on the ‘good’ or ‘bad’

is really one of the weapons of the
conservatives in any society,

(Incidentally. relving on memory, |
made an absurd mistake last week
about  Alfred, Aethelred and the
Danes—it does not affect the argument
though.)

Pursuit

But this emphasiy on . underfving
causex. und ‘forces’ can, if pushed too
far. lead (o equatly wrong and rea
tipnary ideas. After all, peaple make
things huappen.

*History is nothing but the activity of

circumstances be right?

Here is Marx’s best known statement
on the matter: ‘Men make their own
history, but they do not make it under
circumstances chosen. by themselves,
but under circumstances directly en-
countered, given and transmitted from
the past.'

uman activities, the activity of
individuals (or. equally important,
their lack of activity) decides what
happens, for good or ill.

But the ¢ffecrive choices open to us
are limited, restricted by previous
events and their consequences—by
circumstances., And the pressure of
circumstances is normally an immense-

qualit?es of individuals.

Consider, for example, the Russian
revolution und its outcome~—the even-
tual Toss of power by the working class
and the creation of a-bureaucratic
dictatorship; the development of
Stulinism. Suppose Stalin had been
killed by a sniper's bullet at Tsaritsynin
1918. Would the outcome have been
very different?

Isolation

Hardly, unless much bigger changes
occurred elsewhere. Of course we
would not then talk of Stalinism. I
would be something else; Molotoyvism

It was not inevitable
because the isolation of the
revolution was not in-
evitahle.

The outcome of the Rus-
yian revolution depended, in
lurge part, on the outcome of
the revolutionary upheavals
in ¢entral Europe, above all
in Germany, in 1918-19,

That dependence was the
inevitable result of past
developments— Russian
backwardness, German in-
dustrial development and so
on. But in Germany real
choices, resl alternatives,
WEre Open.

The battle was in fact lost
but this was not aninevitable
defeat, And the victory of
the German revolution
would have transformed the
outlook for Russia.

Nor was there anything
inevituble  about Hitler's
victory in  Germany—an
example raised by owur
reader,

Options

The outcome of the class
struggle in uny place or time
is not determined in
advance—except  in  the
broad sense that some op-
tions are ruled out, that only
a limited number of
possibilities are open. There
can, for instance, be no
going back to feudalism.

Socialists,
revolutionaries, act on the
assumption that the effective
historical choices open now
are tnternational
socialism—or relapse into
barbarism via nuclear
holocaust or otherwise.

The outcome is not
predetermined. It depends
on human action, including
the activities of all of us as
individual participants.

This challenge to Health Minister David Ennals
from hospital shop steward Steve Ludlam brought a
huge cheer from the mass rally of health workers in
Hackney last Thursday.,

Four thousand hospital workers. black and white,
men and women, stopped work for half a day- - the
start of a campaign to stop savage cuts in the area.

Earlier Ennals said in a radio interview that there
were 'no cuts’, that money is simply ‘being redirected
1o areas of greatest need.’

In Hackney one of the country’s areas of greatest
need, that means 400 jobs lost, closure ol the
Metropolitan Hospital and Mothers Maternity
‘Hospital, and the closure of St Leonard’s casualty
‘wnit alter Spm and at weekends. It means cancelled
blood tests and a greater risk of infection.

The day of action, called by the white-collar
unton ASTMS and joined by the Public Employees
I'nion (NUPE), the Health Service employees union
{COHSE). the government workers’ union NALGO
‘and the General and Municipal Workers Union
{(GMWLU), was supported by Hackney lrades
Council and Hackney Right to Work Campaign.

Local teachers and members of the Electricians
‘and Plumbers Union (EETPU) joined the rally at the
‘Metropolitan Hospital, Workers at Queen
‘Elizabeth’s Hospital came out in support.

Who were these demonstrators?

It was because the ‘free
market' could not provide
decent housing at a reasonable
price that council houses were
built in the first place,

Selling off council houses
reduces the number of homes
available for rent, This will
mean even longer waiting lists
for the vast majority whe
cannot under any cir-
cumstances buy a home,

The cuts fanatics argue that
public spending must be cut—
vet  selling  council  houses
actually increases public spen-
ding by increasing the amount
of income tax relief paid out,

In 1975 tax' relief on
mortgages cost £1050 million,
The larger the mortgage the
higher the tax relicf—on a
£30.000 mortgage the hand-
out amounts to £42 a week.

The average council tenant
receives a subsidy of £3.50 a
week  compared  with  an
average £5.50 for the house-
buyer.

About 30 of us left the
vards. shouting to people to
join us. Near the Town Hall,
where we went to see the
mayor Walaszek, there wasa
police barricade. They were
armed with full riot gear,
pistols and machine guns.

The police then attacked
our march twice. The second
time we fought back. We
regrouped on #n empty piece
of ground.

GRANADA TV put out a
marvellous programme
last week—a re-
enactment of a shipyard
workers' strike. For once

Il was the
second time the workers
had struck. Their first
strike. a month earlier,
and the street battles that
accompanied it had led to
the fall of the country's
ruler. Gomulka, and his
