THE Third Congress laid down two principal tasks for the 
Young Communist International. The first of these was Ihf! 
active realiz...1lion of the slogan of the Communist Illltr­

untional - to collect a nd 1e.1d the masses of labor against 
the increasing and intensifying danger of imperialist war and 
of fascism ; to g h'c the Young Communist leagues a greater 
shore in all Party work and in al1 problems dc.11t wilh 
by the Party and by the Communist International. The 0100-
!asl was the establishment of shop nuclei, organizational work 
In the trade unions, and other methods of mass activity, for 
tbe purpose of penetrating into the masses of the working 
class youth. 

Since the TIlird Congress, the efforts of the Young 
Communist Intcnlational have met willi considerable sucttSS 
in some of these fields. Everywbere the Young Communist 
Leagues have carried out the political - instructions of the 
Communist InternationaJ. Their p<'lrticipation in Party work

It .\IIteres~s 
the membership and induces the officials to IIltcnslfy their 
work. Tltru the perSistent and interesting work in the shop 
nuclei· a great section of the working class )'outh w!lich. we 
could not previously rt:\ch is 110W joining our organ~z...'\hons 

By shifting Ute C('rlter of gravity of the work 111.'0 the 
industrial sphere, the first steps towards a social reorglHl17 .. 1hOIl 

of the composition of the membership ha\<'c been taken. 
Simultaneously with the rooting of our work in the shops 

the influence of the Leagues has gre.1tly increased in all the 
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slruggks of the working class youth, and thereby in thc 
I4rugglG of InOOr as :t. whole. In th~ political sp~erc, and 
csptri.1l1y ill the rronOIltIC, the Jradt.'rslup has betn gwen Ol.-·cr 
1lI10 tbr h.1ltds of the shop nuclei to ;HI extent hithcno unknown. 
In cast$ of strikes it has not been necessary, as formerly, to 
ask for the directions of Ute org.'\111Zc-1tloli III special branch 
...ting< InslMd ille nuelci offidals .ded promplly and 
dirtclly. Tlte seH adivillCS of the: flt(.'1nbershlp have also 
wumt'd hitherto unknown proportiolls, and it was especially 
d~ to this fact that the Young Conununist leagues ha\'t! been 
ablr to Lt.\.ll Ihe greater number of Ule specific struggles within 
coolrol The confidena: of the young workers and of tlie Young 
Communist Leagues has increased in proporfron 10 the more 
conscious work done by the nuclei. With our rools sunk 
inl.o the factories and shops we shall have. in ca!C of being 
dn\'m underground, ,all lhe preliminary requisites for continu­
Ing work amongst the youth, keeping in close touch with them, 
and ~aintailling Our organisntion, and shall furthermore have

The 
w~y 10 OVercome all these difficulties is to begin the work at 
on~, and to utiliZe all those experiences which c,1n be gaint'd 
only in such work, and not from :l.bstmct discussions.. 

The Bureau Session instructs :\11 National Executhe 
Conuniitccs to p..1.y more attention and devote more cnctg)' 
to the nuclei problem. It points out that it is of special. 
importance to arouse the initiative of the rank and file :md 
of the officials everywhere, and to induce them to do indepen' 
dent work, that the best means of prop..1ganda is the formation 
of nuclei and the influence of the nuclei on the other activitics 
of the LCc1guej and that, altho all cfforts should be COllccnlraled 
on the initiation of the work, it must always be home in ~nil1d 
that this is not n temporary campaign or organizahonal 
work, but a tmnsformation of the entire League work and 
org:miwtion.

In order to co1lect experiences as qUlckl), 
as JY'Ssiblc. the nuclei must by m(':\ns of public m~ti llgs. and 
socials of all kinds '''ke steps to carry oul popular educafl?,!al 
work among the young workers of their shops. Th is :lchvlty 
of Ute nuclei must be supported by an c:densi\'c prop.1ganda. 

Olficials must be appointed by Ihe branch couunitt«.-'ts for 
p.uticipation in tbe nuclei work; however, these officials do 
not tlke the leadership of the nuclei work, but mcrely ~a\'e 
to support and influence it .

Tli E very fact that the athletic and sport movement includes

This 
nU.lst .be done fhru a careful usc of the social composition, 
bnRglIIg about a systt!matic disintegration by pitting the 
m('11tbers of the differe.nt classes against each other in their 
own :anks. The proletarian membership of all p~olelariall 
a.thlehc .md sport clubs, especially the youth must be cn· 
hghte~cd .as 10 the "neutrality" and the real altitude of these 
orgal1~z.1hons towards the proletariat. This is the only means 
by wlnclt some of their sections can be removed frolll' the fasas l 
c;\mp <lltd others be prevcnted from joinillg it . Our slogan 
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musl be -- Leave the bourgeois spor ts and join the labor sports 

mo\·~mtnt! 
But indifference is not the only reason why workers belong-

10 bourgeois sport and ath lelie organizations. The workers 
oflm prefer Ihe bourgeois organizations becausc of the superior 
quality of thei r sport facilities -~ fields, club equipment, 
lamonsiums, etc. To counteract this lendency Ihe labor and 
tspecially the proletarian youth elements must be convinced 
thai the main consideration is the interests of the \\orkiIlR 
class, and not the quality of the sport facilities. In cmph3sizing' 
the class character of all kinds of physical train ing- we must 
slress the technical equality of the labor sports movement with 
lite bourgeois organizations. 

In some countries there is no distinclh'ely labor sport 
1I10\'ctllent. In these countries the Young Communist Leagm>s 
IUcst take the initiative in founding them W'ill! this end in 
v!ew Ihe "class consciolls" proletarian members must be induced 
eIther to leave the bourgeois organizations and form Ulelr 
own - if their proportion to the whole membership warr.1nis 
such a course _ or 10 remain in them (or winning ~reater 
S«Iions to the proletarian viewpoint.

I. IMPORTANCE 
The importancc of the fourth Bureau Session of 

the Young Communist International is most apparent in 
a comparison with the Hamburg CongresS of the Socialist 
\'oung Workers' international. 

in the Socialist Young Workers' International there

III. SIX MONTHS WORK: PRINCIPAL ACHIEVEMENTS 
The crises - partly due to lack of political intcrc.'Si, 

partly to inaction _ mentioned at the Third World 
Congress, have been overcome. 

Rigid self criticLSIll and the decisions adopted han~ 
proved to be correct. Example: Gennany; lIere the 
manifestations of this crisis were most distinct . By means 
of an immcdiate putting into effect of the decisi?"s. of 
the Congress, it was overcome. With fhe reorganlUtlon 
on tbe basis of shop nucJti the work becanH: strongl)' 
rooted in the masses of Ihe working youth. New clemenls 
pour into the Leagucs. The Seventh National Congress 
was a sign of the surmounted crisis and showed progress.

There hove been 
great defects ill reporting and exchanging experiences. A 
special decision demands that this shall be remedied, by 
the Leagues.

months, supported by the experiences and theories of the past, 
form Ihe basis of valid and practical directions for all branches 
of work of the Young Communist l ntemational.
