DANGER OF FULL WAGES.

Some people will admit that Soclallsm will
do away with the fear of want, that it will
give the workers many times as much wealth
for their exertions as they now receive, but in-
slst that such an arraugement would not be
good, as it would cause them to be lazy, shift-
icss and unprogressive. This is asserting that
men would not work as willingly for the re-
sults of $8 a day as they do for $2! This does
not look reasonable to me.
not get $8 unless they produced its equivalent
any more than they could get the present $2,
and they would be under the samp necessity
to work well as they are now. Aill men ought
to be under the necessity of wvroducing an
equivalent of what they consume, but today we
find that those who have vast incomes do not
produce any equivalent, and therefore must
consume what others produce, and in every
such case the producers do not receive an
equivalent of what they produce. If unearnecd
wealth is & bad thing, and 1 belleve it is, then
is it not bad for those of todav who receive
unearned wealth by the millions? But cven
they do not become lazy and shiftless and stu-
pid. They are keen for mcere profits and put
forth much energy to get them, even when
they have more than they can possibly use,
To me it scems better that all the people have
plenty than that a few have more than they can
use while many who are willing to work, have
much less than they need. It is vseless to ap-
peal to the rich to make any change. You
know the king cannot be expected to look with
favor on any plan that will relieve the peonlo
from the tax that supports him. ‘The working
people are the majority ard In this country
have the right to make such laws as they can
agree upon. To blind them to the proper laws,
to prevent them at arriving at any agreement,
is the part played by the rich, ‘ust as it is by
the kings of the earth. The rich play ubon
the prejudice of the people in every concelvable
way. They use the religious feeling, the polit-
ical training, false system of instrection In the
schools, false ideas of patriotism and thus con-
trol the people and prevent any uuity of ac-
tion. And vet the desires of the people are
practically all alike. Each citizen desires in
abundance all the best food, best clothing,
best shelter, best instruction and entertainment,
each to his liking, and yet this being true they
disagree with cach other on non-essentials,
while the rich rule them with invisible refns.
it the people would taik over these matters on
their merits, not to dispute but to see which
had the best program to make a change, It
woald be no time until the whole carth would
present a different face, and it would be filled
with ~well-employed, well-attired and housed,
happy citizens. We can look over the ocean at
Russia and we say to ourselves: ‘How foolish
the people over there are to submit to such
tyranny.” but we have in our mind only the
political tyranny and not the industrial tyran-
ny which is really the cause of all thelr misery.
But the average Russian dces not see that he
is suffering from political or industrial tyr-
anpy any more than the American. Al tyr-

Extracts From Vander-
velde’s Collectivism

In proportion as socleties progress, as the re-
lations between men multiply, as commurica-
tion becomes easier and more frequent, the di-
vision of labor goes on always increasing.

But precicely because of this infinite dlvis-

jon apd subHvision of social  labor
the mutual dependence of the work-
ers increases  greatly. Farmers, mer-

chants, factory workers, those who puss thelr
whole lives sewing on the same buitons or
piereing the same button holes—all are bound
more and more closely to other producers in
proportion as their social function i3 more
specialized.

“Commerce,” says Considerane, ‘is useful
only to serve the needs of production and con-
sumption; it should be the servant of the other
two branches; its role is svbordinate. _l'npro—
dnctive in its nature, it adds nothing quher ia
quantity or quality to the objects which pass
torcugh its hands, Its operations ought to be
conductad with the smallest possible number
of agents. And this is realizable only by means
of an administration which puts the producer
directly in touch with the conznmer, and sap-
presses ail the intermediate robbers and para-
cites.”

“In a Socialist state,” exclaimed a promizing
young lileral at an electorate merting not
long ago, “we should all have to wear coats of
a cut designated by the government.” “But"”
interrupted a workingman qiite poorly dressed
who did not seem frightensd beyond measore
at this prospect, “are yon not & firm believer
‘n free secular education?” “Certainly!™
“Well then why do vou find it ro denlorable
that the stizte determines the cut of our gar-
ments, while you consider it quite natural that
it should attend to the intellectual shaping of
pur children? Whatever is capable of edueat-
ing Is amply capable of dressing and feeding
zlso.” i

In a word, the Socialist thonght must pene-
irate all Institutions, must filter into all brains,
nust dissolve all resistance. Even now, in-
lecd, this conquest is goi:mz on: and by the
wtual confession of one of its most intelligent
spponents, Sociallsm may approoriate the
vords which Tertullian, two centuries ufter the
leath of Jesus, addressed to the powers of ex-
niring paganism: “We are hut of yesterday, and
dready we fill your country, your citles, your
sirong places, your towns, your assemblies,
your armics even; the tribes, the decuries, the
Yalatine, the senate, the Fornm. Wae leave yon
nothing but your temples.” And cven these
temples begin to-be deserted.

This force then, this force that rnles the
world, the proletariat must conguer. The
workers, rallying under the emblem of the In-
ternational, must awaken, in those who still
sleep, the consciousness of their class inter-
ests, They must shatter by incessant mropa-
=anda the anclieat discipline which  imposes
vassive obedience wnon the armies. They
must hold themselves with unallerable patience
to the conquest of political power in all branch-
8 -of government. They must, by a constant
“flort over themsclves, raise their intellectual
and morel gtrength to the high level of their
hiopes; and they must prepare. by developing
the free and spontaneous orzanization of the
working class, generations which shall be ripe
for the republican organization of soclal labor.

“All men are created freo and uneqnal. The
aim of Hocialism is to maintain this natnral
‘nequality, and to draw from it the greatest
poesible benefit.” Thus Grant Allen begins a
charming and zuggestive study, in which he
shows that by cstablishing an eanal start, by
suppreseing the hereditary privileges which
assure indostrial and soclal leadership to so
nany mediocrities and incompetents, Social-
‘sm. far from bringing men down to the same
level would, on the contrary, establish the pre-
eminence of the strongest intellectually and
morally. Moreover, by gsiving the posstbility
of a complete developmneat to all, by rescuing
from ignorance and poverty thousands of noble
tntellects -which need only a little well-being
eni light to blossom out; by devéloping throngh
n systematic organization the general und tech-
nival capacity of all workers, it wonid earry
human knowledge to a maximum and develop
tho power of man over nature; and consequent-
1%, liberty in its highest sense. To ho froe in
fact, a constitution Is not encugh. Properiy
'a needed, individual or collective, He who
has nothing can do nothing. The workingman
who does not find in  some real right that
“pigce- of comstitntion” which Lassalle pre-
ferred to all written charters, remains, polit-
feally and socially in absolute denendence on
the purchaser of his labor power.

Pierpont Morgan is aceredited with saving
that he and men ke him are taking over the
means of dife of all the people, who will some
day take them over and thus nreduce Social-
'em. But <o not on this accotint assnme, sven
if he said it, that he or these like him can be
rolicd on te bring about the Co-Operative Com-
monweaith. While he is hurrving that event
it will never come until the people are mentally
ready to take the propecty from the capital-
isis. The peonle must do thia. And befare
this is dore the peoole will have to elect men
{0 office who want this done and who will make
laws to roceive and handle these vrimertios
when they are talen. As it stands feday (he
publie could not take and could rot hondle
them If they dia take them. Thes it requires
that Scelalists propagate their bdeas and elect
Soclalists to office. who will prenare the hob-
lic machinery to handle these grest engines
