Ho& Socialism Would

Solpe the Coal Problem

Detroit Times, Formerly *‘ Today."

It is eusy to find fault. But the fault finder who does not suggest a remedy for every
error that he points out is not a useful member of society, except to the extent that his crit-
feisms may cause wiser men to think and ultimately solve the problem that he has falled to
grasp. 1t Is to the eternal glory of Soclalism that it HAS a remedy for each defect to which
it calls attention in the capitalist method of producing and distributing wealth,

Socialists fiud fault with the private ownership of coal mines and rallroads. They pro-
test against a condition of things that makes thousands of miners work for just enough to
keep soul and body together for the purpose of making a few {dlers like Baer and Oliphant
rich. They protest against a condition of things that makes it-possible for & handful of men
who control this particular public necessity to charge 39 a ton at the mines for coal that it
cost them only 31.25 a ton to mine. They protest against a condition of things that makes
it possible for unscrupulous speculators to connlve with the railroads in the manipulation of
the limited supply of coal for the purpose of extorting the greatest amount from the pur-

chaser.
/Now let us see what conditions would exist in the coal industry if the Soclalist plan of

4 co-operative commonwealth were applied to coal mines and railroads.

First of all, if the people through the government, owned the coal mines, better wages
would be pald to the miners. The miners now recelve 90 cents a ton. No one can tell what
wages the government could afford to pay, but it seems falr to assume that it could double
the miners’ wages and make the cost of bringing coal to the surface of the earth $1.80 a ton
instead of 90 cents,

Doubling the wages of tho miners would enable each man to support his own family,
The wife could remain at home attending to her duties, instead of doing washing for others,
as many have testified that they are now compelled to do, and the girld, instead of hiring
out as domestics, could go to school, or assist their mothers in their household duties.

There would be no more pitiful tales of brsaker boys working for a few cents a day dur-
ing years that should be spent in school and as a result there would be & better educated,
more sturdy, rising generation. ¥

The coal having been brought to the surface of the earth, the next step would be to take
it to market. There i{s where the railroads owned by the government would come into play.
It would te idle to try to give the exact cost of this operation, but some Idea of it may be ob-
tained from the amount of extortion that is now practiced by railroad companies owned by
private individuals. The testimony of a rallroad man before the interstate commerce com-
mission the other day is informative on this point. He said that the cost of hauling an av-
erage freight traln from New York to Chicago ia $240, while the rallroads charge $3,600 for
hauling the frelght that the train carrles, :

The rallroads now charge abont $1.50 a ton for hauling coal from the mines to Detroit,
s0 it may be said that about one-fifteenth of this sum, or 10 cents ts what it would cost the
government to ship coal to us over its own rallroads.

The next step would be to deliver it to the consumers in this city. Here again the gov-
ernment would take the place of the retallers TUnder private ownership thers is a great
deal of waste In this process, because there aie scores of dealers, each striving for his profit,
where one—the govérnment—would do better. They are under heavy expense for office rent,
advertising and 2 thousand and one other things that could be eliminated if there were ne
competition. y

Now let us see what would be the cost of taking the coal from the cars and dalivering it
to the consumers, the us¢less expenses of competition having been eradicated. :

In normal times, the private retall coal dealers, notwithstanding the hesvy burde: ‘
pense that competitfon places upon them, are satisfied with a profit of §1 & ton. Some of
them now.claim to be getting only 50 cents & ton, while some others are apparently getting
the last dollar that they can squeeze from their customers, but that doesn't matler for the
purpose of this fllustration. Inasmuch as $1 a ton profit to the retaller represents a sum
sufficiently large to make many coal dealers Wealthy, we will assume that 50 cents a ton is
about what it costs to take coal from the cars in Detroit and deliver it to the consumers,
though this s undoubtedly excessive.

THAT WOULD MAKE THE COST OF ANTHRACITE COAL
DETROIT, $2.40 A TON NOTWITHSTANDING THE FACT THAT THE MINERS' WAGES
WOULD HAVE BEEN DOUBLED. :

This is a practical lllustration of what Sociallsm would do for the coal Industry. Is
there any flaw in the reasoning? Is there anything visionary or Improbable about it? And
who would suffer and who would be benefited if it were to be applied? Let us see.

The miners would recelve double the wages that they now obtain, so they would not com-
plain. 'The public would get its coal for half the sum that is charged in normal times under
capitalist ownership, so the people would not complain.

The convention of the California State Fed-
eration of Labor defeated a resolution to send
a new year's greeting to Mayor Schmitz of San
Franeisco by a vote of 8,085 against 7,815. The
following resolution was also adopted by unan-
imous vote: “The California State Federation
of Labor urges thorough organization of wage
carners for political action to secure the rights
of labor as enunciated by the American Fed-
cration of Labor, separate and apart from reg-
ular unions.” The San Francisco Labor Clar-
ion calls this a notable victory of the conserva-
tive old-line unionists for unalloyed trade un-
ionlsm. Sounds very much like the usual plea
of the defeated prize fighter: *I licked him, but
he got the decision.”

Garnered From the Silence

terror,

My request for postal card opinlons, made in
this column two weeks ago, has met with the
exact response that [ anticipated. 1 am not
surprised at the many responses, but [ may say
that I am pleased. I had reached a point
where I wanted to come in conscious touch
with those who were attentively reading what
I was writing. The reason will appear when
all who are prompted to write have sent in
their cards, or letters as many prefer. [ am a
devoted student of the New Thought, and be-
cause I have found it a phllosophy that has
given me my first real happiness, since the
days of childhood, I am possessed with an in-
tense desire to bring others under its vitaliz-
ing Influence. My devotion is due, [ think, not
alone to my intense nature, but to the fact that
I had eaten of the husks of an unwholesome
materialism, untll there was a soul longing for
expression, that has made my later life more
ideally vital than could otherwise have been
the case, Furthermore I think the time is ripe
for the popularizing of the New Thought. The
critical analysis of economic history, and sci-
entific investigation, has upset many of the
cherished tenets of the chureh. There is no
use for Christians to hide their heads in the
sand like an ostrich and declare that every-
thing will go on as usual. The fact might as
well be faced. A rational belief in things of
the sou! must take the place of dogma. Su-
perstition must give way to truth. On the
other hand there is real danger of o tincturing
our revolutionary ideas with materialism as
to make them so repulsive to many who would
break away from the despotism of the church,
that they will be driven back to that which Is
unsatisfying, but which is always reluctantly
glven up. To this latter class particularly
beiong the women. The feminine mind is al-
ways intuitive, and clings to spiritual things,
even when reason rebels. I can clearly see that
the Socialist movement will become a motor
power that will move the world with the swift-
ness of the cyclone, when woman wakes up to
a positive assertion of her rights and privi-
leges. For her my heart ever pulsates, for
always has she been in servitude to the tyr-
anny of man. He has ever courted and petted
her, and in this very act he has proclaimed
his dominion over her.
