Such purv‘iy commercial
and capitalist comparisons have no
teaning whatever, for a member of
the working class. We regard public
debits simply as a proof that the mon-
ey kings, an International organlza=-
tion of leeches, have succeeded in
fmposing & tux on the producers of a
country—~for the privilege of exploit-
ing them wver and above the general
@ploitation carried on in the pro-
cesa of produetion. In other words,
a workingman first produces a cortain
amount of surplus values for his em-
ployer, and then pays an additional
tax out of his wages to the financiers
for the use of money which they bave

The science of Socialism shows |
that economisz conditions determine
the pelitical, legal, social, morai, and |

religious ideas of a  nation; that al
change in the economie basis carries |
with it a change in those ideas, and
that history can be correctly under-
stood onily when viewed in connee-|
tion with the economic condftions of
cach period, This is cconomic deter-
miniem, and it demands that history
shall be ecopomic history. All otuer|
history is worthless, becanse it gives |
us only a distorted picture of histor-
ical evenis.

As the science of Soclallem inves-
tigates maialy the economic condi-
tions and methods of cach perfod, the
ceonomics of our present
to be especiaily investigated, and this
was done by Kaorl Marx in his “Capi-
12" [u laying bare the malnspring
of capitalist production, private prof-
it, he showed that the productive
capital of the capitalist was com-
posed of two kinds: Constant capital,
invested In buildings, machinery, raw
material, and incidental necessitios;
yariable capital, invested in wages
for the living labor power of the wage
worker. Now the constant capital of
Aself does not produce anythlicg, un-
iess the yariable capital! can be em-
ployed in~ buying labor power,
which to praduce commodities. Hence
the profit of the capitalist does not
come out of his constant capital, but
out of the wvariable capital
the capitalist profit obtained?
capitalist figures his profit on the to-
tal constant and variahle capital fu-
vested. But in reality the productive
part of his capital'!s the wages capi-
tal, and it produces ‘what Marx called
surplos values In the following unan-
per.  The laborer works a ceriain part
of the day to prodice his wages: the
rest af ‘the day he produces surplus
values over and above his wages fon
the owner of the machinery of pro-
duction. The capitalist takes these
surplus values and sells them in the
competitive market at prices gener-
ally determined by supply and de-
mand, regar@less of the labor time
consumed in the production of the
raw material and finished prodncts.
The returns on the total capital thus
obtained form the profit of the capi-
talist.

Sceing that the laborer-is compelled

to sell kis labor power, if he \u':t;,
to live, and that the capitalist exploifs
this laber power for his own private
benefit, it is plain that the Interests
of the capitalist and laborer are dia-
metrically oppoged. The laborér is en-
titled to all he produces, For all pre-
vious capital, constant as well as va-
riablé, has been produced by the labor
of other iaborers. The' laborer and
rature create all values, and the ia-
borer should therefore endeavor to
obtain his full product. In order to
ubtain this, he must first have con-
trol of the economic power. Butshe
cunnot get economic power in any
other way than by conquering the po-
ltieal power, ;
* This is the root of the class strug-
gle between capitalists and laborers.
The surplus values extracted out ot
the laborer by the capitalist engen-
der an economic class struggle for the
possession of the means of produc-
tion, and this economlic class strug-
gle finds its expression, true to

nomi¢ determinism, in the political

class struggle. The working class, |n
consequence, organize the political
Soclalist movement, and conquer the
political power for the purpose of ob-
taining economic control ‘and the full
product of their labor.

[ Under Socinlism, houses wounld be
built o} such material that the clean-
ing of floors wounld involve very littla
work, Cooking. would ' be dona by
electricity, Mothers with large fami-
les, who found cooking at home in-
convenient, could take the main meal,
or all meals, at a public restaurant,
Washing would be dene by machinery
in the public washing deparimeant, so
that thero would be lttle need for any
servant girls. Again, If it was found
necessary to have house help, n pub-
lic department might be established
for the purpoce of giving young girls
with a liking for. housework a chance
to learn and: practice this kind of
work. As soclal interecourss would be
s0 much more pleasant under Bocial-
Istn, many young girls would take a
pleasure in assisting their matron
friends and servipg their male and fe-
male friends at the table. This de-
partment would require only & few
hours work every morning from them,
and Jeave them for the rest of the
dey. This department could either be
maintained by thogse who need  help,
or it would be managed the sama as
all other public departments and its
services exchanged at cost

A Discussion of Tactics—QOur Methods of Prop-
aganda—Socialism Is Not Sectional, Nor Can
Its Efforts Be Specially Directed Toward Any
Part of the Working Class.

The municipal elections over the country are resulting almost uniformly
in . surprising Soclalist pains. This 18 true whetfever there 18 a Soclalist
Jticket fn the fleld, and in not a few places we have captured the political
power. We rejoice with the comrades, for these victories have an unmis-
takable, healthy moral effect on the movement in general. However we do
not fail to me asure the exact value of these first successful preliminary
skirmishes,

The capture of the municipal power gives us the police force and the
administration of public works, but it does not give us control of the tax-
ing power, and we must control taxation in afder to deal with the capital-
ist clags, This taxing power Is controlled by the court and the working
closs eyen though in possession of the municlpal’ powers of government is
powerless to enter upon measures for the relief of the working class,

The capture of a county will give us the sheriff, who of course In the
event of strikes would have the right to choose his  deputies from the
ranks of the strikers. The governor of the state however with both the
Judicial and miiltary power In his possession could render this loecal au-
thority 'very powerless In protecting the interests of the working ‘'class. The
capture of the state would glve us coutrol of the state militia, the state
Judiciary and the taxing power in the state,  This looks like a victory.
But is it? The capitalist class does not respect either the rights of individ-
usls, municipalities or states, and Uking 5t{ll In possession of the general
. government aud In full control of that.body of nine assoclated monarchs
called the supreme court would render all our efforts to disturb capitalism
abortive.

It ought to be clear therefore that our first goal as well as our last,
must be the complete capture of the entire muk‘nery of government now
located at Washington, the -nat nal capital., This 45 _a gigantic task yoéu
say, and your mind 1ooks ruad area of the nation and you see the
ignorance, the stupldity ardhe of men and you say it is an lm-
possible "undertaking.

My dear comrades, I think I have as carefully inspected this picture as
you. Nay, more, we are making a system of maps in this office that tell us
ot a glance just where the Soclalists in the United States are located. We
know that the task before us 15 a gigantic one. We kuow the power of
capltallsm. ‘We do not overlook the Ignorance and superstition of the race,
But knowing all this we do not falter, for our lberty depends upon our
It our success depended upon education alone we might falter in
our efforts but the progress of the.race will not alone be due to its intelli-
gence, for there is another factor fully as powerful in evolution. This fac-
tor is pain. When ail other inducements fall to get men and women to
adopt better things pain at last goads them to action. Poverty, hunger and
dietress are painful processes and it 1s exactly these things that capitalism
produces and It Is precisely these things that will rouse the Working class
to rebelllon when all other means fall, While we ediucate, Morgan and the
capitalist class are turning the screws that -produce the pain necessary to
mové the working class to antagonlsm, Morgan orgatlzes more and more
combinations, and from the very nature of the case he cannot stop. His
syndicates last year earned billlons of dollars In  dividends. These divi-
dends must and will be Invested. Mr., Morgan will go on with his trustifi-
cation until there wlil be onegsteel Industry, one rallroad company, one
conl company and so on through the list. More profit must be ground
out of the working class, more small manufacturers and merchants must be
crushed. Paster must the middle clazs disappear.

Every move on the cconomic fleld made by the canltallst class. is a lesson
in Soclalist economics, The lesson is applied however, only when the So=
Mallgt teacher {8 on the ground to point the moral and to éxplaln the eco-
nomie problem. For this purpose we must agitate and our agitation must
take & definite directlon and proceed with rstubborn determination. I am
perguaded that the Sociallst movement would be infinitely stronger did we
elect but few executive officlals until we are In complete comrol at Wash-
Ington. .

The {decal movement s one that extends to every precinct in the United
Stutes and that slowly but’surely advances, showing its strength both in its
numbers and organization rather than the candidates we may be able to
For' this reason I am utterly opposed to opportunism of any
Kind. The Co-operative Commonwealth cannot be attained under capital-
jsm, therefore it cannot be achieved “a step at a time.” The capitalist
system and the Soclalist system wnl not fuse since they are totally antago-
nistic ‘to_each other,

The mission of the Socialist parly. 1s to be the medlum through which
the working class may capture the powers of government, thereby dislodg-
ing the capitalist class from power. To make this capture complete we
must get a majority of the votes In enough states to give us a majority of
the electoral votes In the nation, The eastern states are overwhelmingly
proletarian but thatgh we carrled all of them with Ohlo, lllinols, Indiana
and Wisconsin, Michigan and Kentucky thrown in we would still lack con-
slderable of a majority., It therefore bhecomes evident to anyone whose
head I8 not completely In the clouds that the Socinlist propaganda must be
carried wherever the langunge is spoken and that every avallable recruit
must be enrolled. WE MUST NOT LEAVE ANY PORTION OF THE NA-
TION AS RECRUITING GROUND IFOR CAPITALIST HIRELINGS. We
shouid go first where we can work the easlest. Just now the southern
states are the most inviting territory that still remains unexplored. If our
gouthern comrade does not understand Socialism we have all the more
reason for carrying the gospel to him. The southern agriculturist who is
ever poor and always a victim of capitalist exploitation, is a fire brand
when aroused. Revolutionary blood runs in his velns, and it we do not
‘enlist his fighting qualities in our movement we do not possess sufficient of
the political sense to fight a wlnnlnl battle with capitalism. Come Dboys,
out with your “dimes and quarters” and let's invade Dixle in dead earnest.
