ARKANSAS.

Hoxie, Ark, Aug. 12, 1803
Diear Comrades:

At the Sunday afternoon meeting ot
Pocahontas the enthusiasm for Soclalism was
only equalled in the degroe of its intensity,
by the bitterness of the opposition to the or-
guanization of a local of tho Soclalist party.
Nut a local was organized with twenty-four
members, all of whom signed the regular ap-
plication, severing all connection with all
other political parties. The most prominent
and best respected man in the couaty (Cap-
tein Willoughby Conner), was elocted organ-«
fzer and literary agent. He and some of his
assaciates fought for the South in the civil
war and have uever falled heretofore to vote
the democratic ticket. But they declare that
they have had enough experignce to con-
vinee them that the demoeratic party Is no
longer the home of democrats,

Capt. Conuer accompanied me to Bigger
Station Monday, where he turned me over
to Comrade J. D. Renle, a farmer, who took
me in his carringe to a Raptist revival,
where 1 explained to the meeting the rels-
tion between Christianity and Sociallsm, and
invited them to our meeting at Estlewood
Inter in the day. The preachers and most
of thelr congregations attended the Estle-
wood meeting. In the evening wo held a
large meeting of farmers at Biggars, where
Cupt. Conper had a warm debate with the
Hon. J. L. Rob! a pr a at.
Fverything went our way up to the point
where organization was proposed. On ac-
count of the bitter opposition to organiza-
tion it was decided to postpone that portion
of the program votil the opponents had gone
Lome. They would not go, a0 we adjourned.
The mayor, Mr. Balley Wright, an old dem-
ograt, agréed to attend to the matter of or-
giization, and the other comrades declared
that they would see that he carried out his
agreement.

Cherokce Bay, as this country is called, Is
the finest farming district in the stats, and
has always been aimost unaplmously demo-
cratie: but now the Soclalist fover is raging
throughout and the people are determined
to keep up the fight.

Tuesday Comrade Geo. Rogers, a farmer,
eame with saddle horses and took me to a
number of saw mills and crosk-ronds on that
éay and the nest where the people were in
waiting to hear the gospel of Soclalism, many
of them for the first time. Tuesday night,
at Skagg's school house, the only opposi-
tion came from a one-legred democrat and
an old man who eald he wouldn't be able to
rent his farm to anybody if the Sociallets
put the government into the farming busi-
ness. When the democrat began to speak,
the whole meeting, which filled evary sest
and alsle in the building, left the place, de-
claring they had come to hear (he Boclalist
speak and that they didn’t want to listen to
anything else.
