(That of the laborers continues
as before.) A few large capitalists have

gnined contrel of several great dominant
industries and have monopolized them
and driven the little exploiters out of
those lines. Then the trust owners pro-
ceeded to raise the prices of the things
that their smaller competitors must use
in their business. The little manufac-
turer, miller, merchant, etc., finds that
his transportation, fuel, steel znd light
are costing him so much that he can no
longer make a profit out of his wage
slaves. The line x-y is growing con:
stantly closer to the line E-F. The
little exploiter sees all his plunder taken
from him by the great monopolies. I:
it any wonder that he begins to howl
about “criminal trusts?” He shouts
about “remedies” for monopoly and as
he has always been accustomed to use
the government to advance his class in.
terests he naterally tumns in that diree-
tion.

The rest of the evolution is so plain
that it would seem that a “wayfaring
man, though & fool,” wuuld\r haye no
difficulty in ‘seeing through it.

liceman elicits no comment whatever,

One craft, having headquarters within
the elevated loop, bas a list of sixty
spies within its ranks and working in
that trade. The place of employment
and the home addresses of these men
are also on file.”

THE FARMER A WORKINGMAN,

The capitalist class knows that it
is small and helpless if the la-
boring class  ever come together
in common cause against them. There-
fore it must protect itself by hypnotiz-
ing the farmers to belicve that they be-
long to the capitalist class. The trick
is done by taking advantage of the peo-
ple’s lack of knowledge and thought
upon the subject and by making the
suggestion to them that because the
farmers hold the paper title to a piece
of land it follows that they are owners
of “capital,” and therefore “ecapital-
ists.” ¥
Many farmers can’t get over this in
tellectual = sleight-of-hand trick, and

Tt is time
that the farmers awake out of their
hypnotic sleep and learn that, the cap-
italists are trying to make dupes and
fools out of them.

Labor must upite to abolish thesa
three great wremgs from which farmera
and wage workers alike suffer, and to do
so is the program of Socialism.

If one man works twice as long as
another, at the same kind of labor, he
would in justice be entitled to twice as
much as the other. I hardly think that
a majority would have it otherwise.
What you feel would be just in this
matter would likely be the feeling of
most men. If he worked twice as long
be would have EBUYING ABILITY
twice as great as his neighbor. This
would be good whenever he wanted to
use it. But if FIVE HOURS would sup-
ply you and all ciher citizens with all
your desires, what would you want to
work more for? Of what use is labor
that produces what there is no demand
for? If the nation were to say to you
today: Work for wus 1500 hours
In & year and we will sup-
ply ‘' through you everything that
vou and your family shall desire—as
good a house, as good clothing, as good
food, as good instruction and entertain-
ment as the nation can produce. What
kind of a man would it be that would
demand to work more, unless he did the
work for the pure love of the work, like
an Edison or any other of the grejt
minds of the earth? If you worked
twice that many hours one year you
would have all your desires for TWO
years without furthers application to
public duty. I think this is brought out
very clearly in Grondlund's “Co-opera-
tive Commonwealth.”

The literature of Socialism is very
rich, and there is not a phase that you
can think of that has not been clearly
unalyzed by master minds. A clear un-
ferstanding of these matters can best
be had from books, rather than by
