The I;Kor vote, in the estimation of
the reg:bliun managers, will be cast
for Debs in numbers nsver before given
to a candidate appealing directly to the
unions. - As between "Roosevelt and
Parker, it iy their opinion that the iat-
ter will lose the more beavily.

Democratie “managers are h:g’m: to
find yotes among the unemployed whose
numbers they report as considerable.
In the opiniox of the republicans this
vote will go to Debs if no changes are
made by industrial conditions, and' the
republican view of the conditions is de-
cidedly more opimistic than the dewo-
cratie,

Debs Organizing His Campaign,

Congressman - Tawney, chairman of
the republiean speakers’ bureau at the
western  hendquarters, called attention
Yesterday to the organizing being done
by Pebs and his supporters.

“In New York the organizing is l!-mo
gressing with rapidity,” he un;g. “Here
in and in all large cities this
movement is.gaining strength.
