Few men or women have
opportunity for more than working, feed-
ing, getting children, and death. If any
one were to maintain that the planta-

| tion life ix not in reality worse than the

working-people’s lives in most of our
manufacturing towns, or in such districts
as the Potteris, the Black Country, and
the Isle of Dogs, he would have much to
say. The same argument was the oniv
one that eounted in defense of ‘the oid
slavery In thé West Indies and the
Bouthern States. and it will have to s
seripusly met again now that slavery is
reappearing other names. A man
‘who has been t for money is at
least of value to his master. In return
for work he gets his mud hut, his flour,
his stinkfish and his rum. The driver,
with his eight:foot stick, is not so hid
eous a figure as the British overseer,
with his system of blackmail; and as
for cultivation of the intellect and care
of the soul, the less we talk about such
things the better.”
