Al republican politicians, and thou-
sands of democratic politicians, if the
subject is broached, will freely declare
that7it is only a question of time until
the democratdc party will have been
swallowed up.in the voiceless, viewleas
past. There is no escape. The demo-
cratic party, following the hegira of the
middle classes, must. go.

Two things-alone keep the democratic
party alfve—the big capitalists, who de-
sire to divide the labor vote and retard
the growth of Socialism, and certain dis-
credited renegade politicians, who wish
to use the party for personal prefer-
ment.

Perpetuated by Capitalism.

The big capitalists know that the
sooner the democratic party dies the
quicker will be the advent of a militant,
all-powerful, working-class  Socimlist
party. The big capitalists are not arnx-
ious to confront rquarely the organized
working class on the politieal battle-field
They would defer the struggle as long
as possible.

Lrimh Creek, Colo.,, Oct. 12.—De-
termination on the part of the Mine

culation of the ArreaL T0 REASON in
the Cripple 'Creek distriet until after
election, reanited ‘last night in the arrest
here of Judge 8. W. Taylor, a veteran
of the Civil war and a veteran worker
in the Socialist movement.

The arrest was made by Floyd Thomp-
ann, secretary of the Mine Owners' as-
sociation, and deputy sherifi of Teller
county.

Comrade Taylor was,K at his  usual
work of distributing copies of the Aw
rEAL T0 REASON when he met Thomp-
son. to whom he handed a paper.
Thompeon immediately became furious,
and began a frantic tirade against the
Western Federation of Miners, Moyer.
Haywood, the Socialist party 4n gen-
eral, and the Aprgar 10 REasox in
particular. He ended by arresting Com-
rade Taylor and taking him to the eity
jail. where he remained over night.

Thompson stated that he had been
instructed by Nelson Frankith and
other members of the Mine Owners' as-
socintion to arrest all persons found
circulating the ArrEAL T0 REasox
within the corporate confines of Cripple
Creek.

When the Socialists of Cripple Creek
were this morning apprised of Comrade
Taylor's arrest, a number of them ap-
peared in his behalf before Police Judge
Abhott, who promptly ordered the pris-
oner's release on his own recogmizance.
Judge Abbott showtd a commendable
spirtt of fairness in the case, and the
officials at the city rrbon treated Com-
rade Taylor with all possible courtesy
and consideration. :

No date has been fixed for Comrade
Tayior's trial, and, in fact, no specific
charge has been preferred against him.
The arrest was merely another play in
the game of persccution by the wmine
owners, who probably will find that thev
have made another mistake in their
course of coercion.

The Arrear is doing a great work
in this distriet. It into almost ev.
ery home in the county where there is
a probability of it doing any good. Of
course, the full effect of this agitation is
not yet evident, nor will it be until it is
revealed in the election results. But
those who best know what is being dona
here are aware that Socialism is paining
strength with a remarKable rapidity
that is cansing the plutes a great deal
of anxiety.
