This means that
your pension s secure under capitalism
as long as gou do ‘what capitalism wants
ou to to do; but even though you may
ve given your ten or twenty years
of fuithful service, any sympathy shown
your feilow siaves shuts the purse of
your benevolent master and brings to
is oyes an unrecognizing stare.

If the working class is fo put its
faith in pension schemes for its old
age, T say lst those pension schemes
be schemes of its ewn, I want no
master to save my wages for me. If
a working-class government never does
another thing, it will at least establish
a public fund which will make the old
age of every man and woman seoure.

Four
thousand millions! A thousand genera-
tions of ' Russian peasants can never
pay it! ‘This is no honest debt. It
was not contracted by the people. It
should be repudiated. It was loaned
by European capitalists in the belief
that the efforts of the Russian people
toward liberty would be defeated. If
the' revolution in Russin should yet be
successful & combined attempt would be
made to crush it by the capitalist forces
of all Europe. We would then see the
real use and purpose of standing armies
—an international police force main-
tained by the ruling class to keep the
producing classes in order while they
are being robbed of their product!

Any money taken from the people
under the forms of rent, interest or
profit is blood money, however the pro-
cess of its extraction may have been
renderad respectable by ecapitalist law
or eapitalist ethics. These erafty sub-
terfuges, through which one class lives
upon the Inbor of another class, consti-
tute the basis of social injustice and
are and have been the sources of all
wars, The passing of armies and na-
vies will thersfore mean something more
than the abolition of war; it will mean
the passing from the ruling class of
all hereditary power to coerce the work-
ing class into a division of its produet:
it will mean the bankruptev and anni-
hilation of the entire cupitalist :ystem;
it will end forever that hideous and
heart-breaking oconstitution of society
by which some men are surfeited while
other ‘men starve. This is our most
gladsome sign of land; this is the lark’s
note in the dawn;: this is the portent and
the promise of the new civilization.

Few were those, at first, who realized
that the capitalistic machine itself had
broken down, and that in a single day
the evuntry had gu.ed from an era of
unprecedented activity into one of deep
prostration. i

To be sure, portentous sigas of what
wounld inevitably come some day, not
very far distant, had not been wantmg
since 1004, when the glut of “undigeste:
securities” already then resulting from
the swindling process resorted to in the

To the trained
observer the signs had become plainer
and more ominous in 19006, when great
railroads, despite the accumulation of
new wealth in this country at the rate
of five billion dollars a vear, had to
beg from “pnurer Europe” » compara-
tively few millions to so improve their
facilitios of transportation as to meet
the pressing requirements of their enor-
mous traffic,

But those who knew were discrcetly
silent; und for good reasons. Even
he of the strenuous tongue did not ven-
ture bevond a personal denunciation of
one bold plunderer (singularly selected
frony the crew of finaneial pirates)
whose contribution of “defiled money” to
his' eampaign fund hed been anxiously
solicited and graciously reevived, He-
serving for early consideration in a
special article of this series the purely |
capitalistic and therfore purely fraud- |

nlent issnes which Mr. Roosevelt took |

up with an eye single to his own polit-
ical fortune, I shall only say here that
no one was in a better position to ex-
actly measure the intensity of the hrew-
ing storm, but that, with all the infor-
nmiation at his command, he, trae to
his capitalistic instincts, undertook to
save his clasy by side-tracking the pub-
lie thought from its direct line of social
transformation to petty schemes of mer-
cantils reform, and with th emd in
view ' wilfully abstained from fraunkly
telling the people that they were stand-
ing on the placid surface of a Huancial
voleano, ready to hurst st any moment.
To the last minute the notion was left
in absolute ignorance of ‘he situation.
On the very morning of that memornoie
October day when the panie breka out
the tiventy thousand paper trumpets of
the capitalist class awakensd the peo-
ple to the' sweet tune of “Prosperity.”
Their nfternoon blasts were on a lower
ke, yvet highly reassuring: “Mere finan-
cial flurry!” “Have confidence!” “Bring
in your dollars!™

A few days later, turning to laber,
who looked' askance and rather angrily
at his fallen hammer, the trumpetors
sang out to him, softly, as they were
told:  “Don’t fret, brother. After much
hard work some rest is healthful. ‘l'he
capitalist grist milt is ouite sonnd and
will soon again grind thee into profit.”

But the hope held out on an emply
dish to the dear brother has not mater:
falized, and the day of ity realization
is still—alasl—far away. In the panie
edition of the Appeal (Dee. 28th, KT
T briefly summed up as follows the
views which 1 had already prosented
to mry class in econontics st the Rand
School three days after the failure of
the Knickerbocker Tinst Compuny: "It
is not a mere panic—a contagious state
of groundless fear cansed by.a trifling
accident—that we are now  passing
throngh. As may plainly be seen in
the glaving light of the economie de-
velopments that have taken place during
the recent period of capitalistic pros-
perity, what we are now witnessing is
a stupendons erisis in ite inciplent stage:
a erisis of unprecedented vagnitude and
world wide import, that will test to the

branches of and in all
o ocorresponding channels of distri-
bution. From fact—which is true—

they “deduce” outright the necessity of
a replenishing of warehouses, stores, ete,
which have been drained of their com-
paratively small contents since the
panie, ‘'[his is, to say the least, an
unwarraited deduction; it is, in reality,
no deduction at all, for the essential

condition of its ility is wilfully
omitted. It tacitly assumes a demand
that does not t and cannot exist

until the crisis is at an end

From the fact that there is no stock
of rails, for instance, it does not follow
that there is going to be a demand for
vails. First of all the existing ob-
stacles to the resumption of railroad
construction or improvement, which are
essentially of a financial character, must
bu removed. Similar is the case with
all the great industries—mining, quarry-
ing, building, machine construciion, ete. —
upon which the capitalists themselves de-
pend for their ability to amass wealth
while wasting considerably wmore than
they amass. Likewise, also, the fact
that the supply of necessaries in the
chanuels of distribution has been reduced
in proportion to the reduction that has
taken place in the purchasing power of
the people does not imrly that the
demand ' for them must inevitably in-
crease.  Ruather the contrary, since many
people are now drawing for their seanty
support on such small savings as they
may have previously been able to lav
by, or even on such limited credit us
their,good name enables them to get;
and when they shall have exhausted
these last resources their purchasing
power will entirely be gone,

To sum up: It is an established fuct
that throughout the year 1007 up to
the time of the fluancial panic, thers
was no oversupply, although production
was on a record breaking seale, It may
even truly be said that there was under-
production,  because  in  important
branches of industry the supply could
not keep up with the demand, the re-
sulting deficiency contributing to the
rise of prices, which was in part caunse!
by the depreciation of gold, as e shall
see later on. i

Viewed on the side of its ipdustrial
department only, the great capitalism
of the United States, highly eoneen -
trated. magnificently equipped, power
fully strengthened by the wvast profits
which it had vealized during the pros-
perity period, and free from any such
danger of losses as the carrving of sn
oversupply of erude materials or finishe |
produets would have exposed it to, was
admirably prepared to face any crisis
thatsmight come from its fingncial de-
artment,

When this erisis came~in the way
that we shall describe—this mighty eap-
italism readily ndjusted its production
to the redoced demand by shoply dis-
missing its “superflusus™ employes and
thus ereating, st no expense to itself
but at an enormons eost of privation,
suffering and life to the actua: ereators
of ite power and weallth, an immensa
reserve  army. of  unemploved  labor,
wideh it will profitably  wse at' the
proper time in forcing down the rate of
WREeS.
