Afterward hu-
man beings began to be regarded as
goods and chattels, and they were taken
by conquest, used as beof or for the
satisfying of lust, and at length as
servants, Barter did not begin until
conquest had  been softened, and until
unfolding infellect substituted ecunning
as a foil for foree. Capital did not come
until the nation was organized and had
begun the coinage of money—it could not
come before. Even in Abraham's time
gold and silver were weighed, being ele-
ments of barter rather than fixed cap-
ital,

So long as the Idea of force predomi:
nated among men, so long was capital-
ism, thotgh in existence, held in dis-
repute. Most of the olden nations had
hut small commercial relationships with
their neighbors. Babylom, indeed, did

But sometime between 500 A. D. and
1500 A. D. the fendal system developed
into dominance over the idea of con- g
quest. It was largely due to the learn-
ing that had grown up in the Catholic
church that the new system of cunning,
rather than open force, came into vogue.

not as financiers, but as rulers, with the
pope supreme over all; under them were'
the Hierarchy and the npobles; under
thez the feoffs, or the real capitalists of
taat day; and under them the serfs—
people bound to the land and the persom,
