Hop Growers Want Blood

When N A. Richurdson, acting for
the state executive committee of the So-
cialist party, went to Marysville, Cal,
to gather 'uil the facts concerning the
Whicatland hop pickers’ strike and the

armed posse who charged them, he was
refused interviews with any of the pris-
oners. Doubtless the reason for this is
that the district attorney knows that
he bas very few among the score or
more prisoners whom  he holds who
were implicated in the so-called dofs.

For instance, District Attorney Stan-
wood caused the atrest of a poor wan-
derer pamed Eagan. Immediately the
Burns thugs found a page in the al
leged confession of 1L D. Subr, which
described and implicated Eagan. This
man was held three weeks in jail after
Stanwood had heen authoritatively in-
formed that at the date of the Wheat-
land strike Eagan was serving out the
last weeks of a penitentiary sentence in
San Quentin.  Ile was reluctantly re-
leused,

Suhr has not yet fully recovered from
tiie two weeks' torture through which
the Burus men put him by keeping him®
awake, but from the moment he recov-
ered his senses he has steadily refused
to acknowledge the alleged confession.
Gradually, however, tlie brutalized look
is leaving lLis features and he resumies
his normal =elf. His trials are not,
however, ended, as every hour of his
long days in jail he is watched by

The coal operators of Colorado have
issued an address to the consumers, in
which they make the charge that, if the
demands of the miners are met, it will
mean a raise in the price of coal. If
it means a raise, it will be only because
the operators are able to force such a
raise.
