According to Comrade Kotoku's re-
cent letter to me, one of the Japanese
Socialists has contributed TEN- THOU-
SAND YEN—just think, from one sin-
gle Jap Socialist comrade—t5 get stagted
a Socialist daily in Tokio. Ten thou-
sand yen i not very much in this coun-
try, maybe, but in Japan it means a good
deal, and :} will enable the Sociafist
there to get) started, at least.

About  fifteen  vears agn  Shuroku
Kuroiwa, the Japanese Pulitzer, started
a paper called the “Yorozu™ in Tokio
which has now ‘the largest circulation
in the whale country; and when this man
first planned to publish his paper he had
only
fie had to deposit one thousand in the
government. So he had practically two
thousind yen in his pocket when he be-
wan his  wonderful journalistic enter-
prise.  This proves that the Japanese So-
clalists are well equipped, even if not en-
tirely prepared to start a daily,

Not enly that, but 'in this new great
enterprise in Tokio there are two, men
whose literary reputations. as writers
ahd’ journahists are  thoroughly TeCOg-
nized m and eut of the Socialist move-
ment there,  They are Conirades Den
jiro: Kotoky and Toshihike Sakai It
was they 'who scared the Japanese gov-
ermment during the late Russo-Japanese
war by having, made fearless attacks
against the war throngh their famons
weekly, the “Heimin Shimbuan " which
lad niet so many suppressions wud both
of them were imprisoned more than once.

The Jupanese are great fighters notur-
ally, every one of them, as “bey’ showed
themselves in the war with Russia. So
they are great fighters as Socialists also,
1 am quite sure that the Japanese Social-
ists are going to make & great profest
against the capitalist class through the
coming Socialist daily. ! It is certainly a
great wounder that  Japanese comrades
can provide a better ‘weapon than the
American  vomrades can afford w50
short a period of agitation.

Remember  onr American  comrades !
We Japanese are gomg to have a So-
cialist daily newspaper permanently and
surely, not for only fwo weeks, but for
as long as we need it, and are going to
wrake it a great force aganist the vicious,
imperfect. unfair system of ‘the present.
