Faint Tappings From the Bowels of
the Earth Indicate That Men
Are Still Alive

(Scripps-McRae Press Assoclation.)

Johnstown, Pa., April $0.—At the gen-
eral offices of the Berwin-White Coal

this morning that the seven men im-
prisoned in one of the mines on Sat-
urday would probably be rescued late
today, :

The mine Is rapidiy being drained of
the seater, which out off the miners,
and §t is expected they can be reached
in a few hours.

Little Studies on Genius and Social Evolution
Shakespeare and the Poor

When Shakespeare lived and wrote
his wonderful dramas and poems social
conditions in England were In a more
miserable state than they had ever been
In the history of the natlon. It was a
period of transition. Feudallsm was
collapaing. and villanage or ‘serfdom
was being abolished. The common peo-
ple, thrown out of their old hablits of
living, were still subject to laws that
had been enacted centuries before, and
which had no application to the new
modes of life, The Inclosure of common
lands had driven hordes of people Into
the towns, where they had nothing to
do. The old laws against vagabonds
were rigidly  enforied. 8ir Thomas
Moore, writing in. 1516, describes the
eftects of land Inclosure and resulting
evictions: “‘Poor, wretched souls, men,
women, husbands, fathers, widows,
woeful mothers with their young babes!
And when they have wandered 1In
search df work or rest until all they
have is spent what else can they do but
steaY or Leg and then be hanged for
that ™"

The craft guilds which had taken care
of thelr own poor had been robbed by
the kings unt!l nothing remained’ for
them. The unions fought against the
influx of country folk into the cities,
who were ready to take their johs at
any price, Altogether it was a situa-
tion that might have inspired any poet,
any writer, to ory out from his apirit
of brotherhood aga': st the oppressions,
the ignorance, the blunders.

But Shakespeare's genius was mute,
He wrotes for Elizabeth’'s court, and
wrote the things that Elizabeth llked.
His women are the strongest, most sei-
rellant, probably, in fiction. That must
have been due to the fact that Bng-
