up year after year untll now, he would,
aside from Interest, have to work over
600 years yel to get as much money
as Vanderbilt had.
If some one had started out at the
birth of Christ &nd had laid aside
one thousand dollars every year he
would have to work a hundred years
yet to get as much as Vanderbiit left
at his death. The reader may figure it
out for himself how long It will take
him with the wages he recelves to ac-
cumulate a fortune llke Vanderbilt or
Rockefeller.

There can be but one result gome
from the accumulation of so much
wealth in the hands of one individual,
and that is the Impoverishment of
thousands. Where one man gets mil-
llons thousands must go without even
& decent living. We And today from
an Investigation made by competent
statisticians that 125000 families pos-
pess An Aggregative wealth of $33,000,-
000,000; that 1,376,000 families hgve 23,-
000,000,000: and that the poorer class,
pumbering 5. %00 000 have only B00,000,-
000, or &an average of one hundred and
fifty dollars each. In other words the
rich class, which constitutes only one€
per cent of the population, possesses
50.8 per cent of the wealth of the na-
tlon. The middle and the poorer class-
es, together comprising 88 per cent of
the population, possess only 13.8 per
cent of the nation's wealth. One-
eight of the families i America re-
celve more than half of the aggregate
income of the nation and the richest.
one per cent, receives a larger Income
than the rest, 60 per cent. One
per cent of our familles recelves near-
ly one-fourth of the national Income,
while 650 per cent recelves barely one-
fifth.

WHAT CAUSES IT. TO WHAT BASE
DEPTHS MAY NOT AMERI-
CAN FREEMEN FALL

The strike of 150,000 miners In the
anthracite coal region of Pennsylvania
has concentrated the attention of the
country upon the conditions existing
there. These conditions were not born
within a few days or a few months,
but are the result of a system of opera-
tion extending over many years and
having Its root In the private owner-
ship of the mines. And yet |If the
miners engaging in the present struggle
had not risen In organizsed protest
against the oppression grinding them
into eternal misery, thereby threaten-
Ing the commerce of the country which
depends upon the products of the min-
ers’ toll for its continuation, the world
at large would have remained in almost
total ignorance of the situation In the
mines of the Keystone state. The
morel to be drawn from this is plain:
If the workers want freedom by their
own efforts must they galn It

It requires mo pen especially gifted
to tell the story of the Pennsylvania
miners in words that will astound and
horrify the average reader. The bare,
cold facts are sufficient to convey a
sense of the awful slavery endured by
these freemen In a free land. Even
such able men as Julian Hawthorne
have found themselves incapable of de-
picting in their fearfully true light the
scenes to be witnessed In the mining
camps. It Is doubtful if ever Hugo or
Dickens could draw a word plcture
vivid enough to reflect the bitter, gro-
velllng poverty and despalr gaping on
every hand.

We regret space will not permit a
reprint of at least one of the articles
written by Jullan Hawthorne,upon the
anthracite region, for the Philadelphia
North American, and forwarded to us
by Mother Jones, who s doing vallant
and unselfish work, as she always does,
for the miners’ cause. Of the many
reports we have geen the following
sent out by a reporter of the Publish-
ers’ Assoclation, not by any
means 4 labor organization, is as con-
clse an account as we have peen.
