No amount of effort to Inflame
labor against capital or no amount
of success in de doing will effect
these facts: When is proe-
perous labor is prosperous. When
capital is prostrate ishor s pro-
trate. One cannot have good
bad fortune without the other be-
ing In the same box. To strike at
capital, to weaken itz sanse of -se
curity, or to narrow the grounds
for its self-confidence is to strike
also st labor.—New York Sun.

The above statement, which has been
going the rounds of the capiialist press,
contains a half truth. and 1s, there-
fore, all the more misleading.

The capitalist systermn of production
involves the.co-operation of two so-
cially separated classes: that ls, the!
laborers are unable to employ them-
selves and po must have access to the
means of production—tlhe machines,
establishments, rew matcrials, lgnd,
etc.,.—which are owned by the capital-
ist class. By ‘‘co-operation’” here 1 do
not mean to convey the idea that the
capitalist produces, but merely that
production rests upon the union of
the material and personal factors of
production and that thess two factors
are represented through two saclally

separat
The then, which the above
stat contains is to the harmony

of labor and expital in the feld of pro-
duction. Capital and labor are aiways
necessary to ehch other, but this fact
must not be confounded with the state-
ment, so eften made by the yninformed,
that the capitalist Is necessary to
labor. Labor could not get along very
weil without cepital, but it could do
very nicely without the capitalist

The point to be noted bere is, that
under the present system of privately
owned capital, the very fact that capi-
tal and iabor are necessary to each
other, results in the absolute depend-
ence of labor upon the owner of capital
~—the capitalist. If a man owns that
which others must have he virtoally
owns those who must have it. The
private ownership of the machinery
of production (capital) means the pri-
vate ownership of those =mbho must

class is dependent upon the capitalist

Iivelihood.

The statement that when “capltal is
prostrate labor Is prostrate,’ shows
the dependent condition of labor under
the present system. But the supposi-
tion that when “capital = prosperous
labor is prosperous’” is not lrue, unless
our friend use the word with different
meanings, for this very coadition of
dependence prevents labor from sharing
any real prosperity with capital. Under

the wage system there can be no

prosperity that can bring to the work-
Ing class anything more than & mere
livellhood. It is a misnomer to call a
condition of mere existence prosperity’
The most that can be sald Is that when
capital is prosperous, the wage slave
can more easlly find & master. In

EXPANGION.

THE ATTITUDE OF THE SOCIAL-
IST PARTIES CRITICISED
AS P.EACTIONARY.

L)

The Soclalist attitude toward the
question of impertalism Is not too well
understood even by some Soclalists,
We have received a letter on the sub-
Ject from a comrade in Minnesota in
which he takes exception to the posie
tions of the Socialist parties in the
present campalign, evidently under the
impression that the Social Democratic
party i= opposing expansion. We print
that portion of the letter referring to
this subject with a necessarily brief
comment,
If T do not err In Its interpretation,
Socialism Is un clementary sclence. Jt
is founded upon recognition of the fact
that there are certain undeviating eco-
nomic laws, which laws are working
out definite results; that these results
which may be forecasted by a previous
knowledge of thiz economic law and
the conditions which it worked from,
produce other results which also might

by the same process have been fore-
casted and anticipated. We learn
also that things do not happen by

mere chance; that they are logical re-
sults of Inte!ligent cause, and that
tho they may be hampered and de-
layed they m~y not be averted or pre-
| vented. These economic laws are pri-
mary, and from them come religious,
lloclnl and pwolitical conditions.  Condl-
tions depariing from and Iin violation
lﬂf laws economic  are spasmodic and

| abortive, Loonomie conditions deter-
mine the socicl status and religious or
moral develonment of thé people. It
my understanding of scientific Soclal-
{sm Is right, the Co-operative Commone-
wealth can come only when certain

positve econcvinie conditions have been
brought about In compliance with the
evolutionary Jdevelopmermnt of industry.

Practical selentific Sociallsm  could
not—I trust you will agree—have becn
Inaugurated al the Lreaking up of the
feuda! system it needed that an era
of production Tor profit develop (more
rapidly than cver Socialism would then
have been capable of doing) the Indus-
tries of the world and putting them
in condition lur eollectivism; It needed
that political prwer and  experience
with Its use come to the proletariat;

as a proof of their philosophy; that
the breaking up of the feudal system
in China was re-acting phases of cen-
turies ago in Europe: that capitallsm
will bring Soclalism for those countries
as well as ourx, and that we are nearer
the goal.

We really belleve Comrade Sharp
has misundersood the attitude of the
Social Democratis party towards ex-
pansion. In tact, we are of the opin-
jon that his definition of the causes that
force the issue of expansion will be
agreed to by those who clalm to be
scientific Soclaliss,. We hav no knowl-
edge of anyone speaking or writing for
the Social Democratic party who has
taken a position contrary to comrade
Sharp's views, or one that could be
considered reactionary.

Speaking for ourselves, we have not
falled to point out that the search for
forelgn markets arises logically from
the sccumulation of surplus products
upon the market through the exploita-
tion of labor. But on the other hand,
we have consdered {t proper to con-
demn the acte of those who ally them-
selves with the class whose mission is
one of plunder and butchery. While
we know the development of capitalism
tends inexorably along the Ilines of
McKinley's administration yet it would
be foolish to say we consider that pol-
icy to be in keeping with morality or
Justice. And we have welcomed the
expansion movement as we welcomed
the trusts: both are evidences of the
rapidly approaching doom of the cap-
ftalist system. An opportunity has
been afforded us to show the working-
man the absurdity of a system that im-
poverishes. him- at home while the
products of his labor are seeking dis-
posal In another part of the world.

It is unnecessary for Socialists to as-
sist In the progress of the economic
law that produces expansion. ASl we
need to,do, all we are doing, is to edu-
cate the working class up to an under-
standing of that law. S8Malists have
not assisted in producing the trusts,
neither do they fight the trusts. They
do combat the class, with all its im-
placable greed and heartlessness, which
owns the trusts, the same class which
now sighs for empire and In the at-
tainment of its ambition will crash to
destruction.

From the Industrial statistics of the
state bureau >f Pennsylvania some in-
teresting figures are of the
worker#' productivity in that state in
1899. There werg produced 6,542,998
gross tons of pig iron, the value of
which was sbout $100,000,000. 12,547
workmen wer: employed on an aver-
age, whose earnings amounted for the
yvear to $495.15, average, or $1.65 per
day, taking 300 working days for the
year. This embraced both skilled and
unskilled workers In the pig iron In-
dustry, which means that many tollers
received - less than $1.69 per day for
thelr laborious work. 6,446,159 gross
tons of steel were produced during the
same period, or 60 cent of the out-
put of the United tes. 69,982 work-
ers accomplished this feat, realizing in
wages therefor an average of $568 per
yeas, -or $1.68 per day. The aggregate
tinned production of the black plate
works and dip works was 331,083, -
™ nds. T number of workmen
employed was 7,682, at an average daily
wage of $2.36.
