POLITICAL ECONOMY.

Political economy is the science
that deals with tn» nature, produc-
tion, and distribution of wealth, and
wealth, as Ruskin describes it, is
“the possession of the valuable by
the valiant.”

Now, if vou have a spade that you
use, it is wealth; if you have a hun-
dred spades that are never used they
are not wealth.

A reaping machine used on our
wegfery fields is wealth, but a hun-
dred reaping machines in the mid-
dle of the desert of Sahara would
not be wealth.

No man can be really wealthy who
has not the ability to make profitable
use of things. Hence a sick man
cannot be wealthy, and a dead man
can have no wealth at all.

A wholesome appetite is wealth to
the man who has food. Such a man
could thrive on and enjoy food cost-
ing no more than ten cents for each
meal, while there are men who can-
not thrive on or enjoy any food that
money can buy. (These are mil-
lionaires who s0o much desire a good
appetite that they would gladly pay
a hundred dollars a day for one, if
it were purchasable)

There is & sort of wealth, then,
that money cannot buy. Indeed,
the best of all wealth can mever be
bought and sold.

Capital is wealth used in the pro-
duction, distribution, preservation,
or improvement of other wealth.
Your wife’s cooking range and her
stove brush are capital..

Where there is no labor, there can
be no capital. Where there is labor,

| capital will soon be created. In

other Jvords, capital is wholly de-
| pendent on labor, but labor is not
wholly dependent on capital.

Money is a certificate used to
mnsfe}f property-from one person
to another. In one short chapter, it
is not possible to explain the whole
science of political economy. (No
large book has vet been- sufficient. )
Indeed, it would require more chap-
ters than this book will contain, to
deal with the subject of money.
Hence 1 can offer here but a few ex-
planations.

Jones and Smith are neighboring
farmers. Jones has a surplus of
apples, but is short of potatoes.
Smith has a surplus of potatoes, but
is short of apples. By a fair, ex-
change of app]ec for potatoes tbm
may both be gainers. Such an ex-
chnnge is called barter.

\Wilson. neighbor to Jones and
Smith, is a basket maker. He wanis
a bushel of apples from Jones, and
offers to give a half-bushel basket! ir:
pavment. If Jones has an anmple
supply of baskets he may take a dne-
umentary transferable . order for a
basket, to be delivered on deman-,
and let Wilson haye the apples.
That document wounld be money. It
could be used as currency nntil some
one got it who wanted the basket,
when the baskct ‘maker would re-
deem his note.

The illustrations I have used re.
fer to men who have something they
want to exchange. But there are
men who! having 41l the commodi-
ties they can use, haye accumulated
a qunnhtv of money they do ret
wish to use. They har: not’hing ic
sell, and they do not wizh to buy.
They are, however, "willing to add
to their stores if they cam*pet the
addition t cost, so they try to
get profit by lending their money.
They not only stxpnla'e that the
money must be'returned in full, but
that more must be refurned th:n
was lent. “That tax (which had no
place 1n the former illustrations) is
called “interest,” which is defined
as a charge for the use or usance of
money. The only correct name for
the tax is the old one of usery, on
which subject I propose to write
some other time.

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WASTE UNDER CAPITALISM.

B. Franklin Smith of Detroit, has
compiled an estimate of waste hbor
hxgély from official sources, which '

is being widely copied, and deserves
cuefnl consideration on the part of
those who perform productive labor,
for the latter are compelled, under
the present planless industrial sys-
tem, to furnish all the wealth pos-
sessed by eociety and ‘to support the
non-producers, drones and wasteful
laborers. ‘

Mr. Smith’s investigations lead to
the conclusion that in the present
social state and methods of govern-
ment men are compelled to resort to
every conceivable scheme and device
to “make money,” regardless of eth-
ics, charity or even the gallows.
Many of the schemes are wrought in
secret when found to be illegal, as
the criminal records ghow, and many
other “legitimate businesses” are no
less than legalized. robbery. It is
pointed out that we make very hard
g work of our “struggle for existence.”
The reason for this is that we work
continually to one another’s disad-
vantage, and thus waste our labor.

The following is the estimate of
waste labor compiled by Mr. Smith,
and which is by no means complete
and includes only the male popula-

A new idea in come of the largest
Lynn factories is to
Reece machines o that one operator
can run both, says the Superintend-
ent and Foreman. Perhaps ninety-
five per cent. of the work at Lynn is
done on the new machine, and when
one girl runs two machines, which
is now done in a number of facto-
ries, she will do about one-half a:
much more as she would do on one
machine. Seven thousand button-
holes a day is good work on ome ma-
chine, but on two machines one of
the operators says that when work-
ing ten hours she will do ten thou.
sand. As high as thirteen thousand
buttonholes have been made by one
operator in one day, but that is un-
usnal. According to the operators
it iz little trouble to run double,
and the work comes quite easy feed-
ing both machines. The new Reece
being more rapid ought to reduce
cost. It keeps in order more easily
than the older machines.

KING SEASON.

AN UNP

The yufj”l promises to surpass
very indeed, the wonderful
in the matter of for-
ming great pombinations of capital,
says the American Monthly Review
of Reviews. /he so-called trusts of
this year will probably average lar-
ger in the 8mount of their capitali-
zation tham those of last year or
the year before. The average would,
of course, be brought very high by
the fact of the immense capitaliza-
tion of the United States Steel Cor-
poration, which is £1,100,000,000.
The recent combinations have cov-
ered widely different fields. At
Salt Lake City, for example, early
in the year there came together a
great number of cattle raisers, who
formed the American Cattle Grow-
ers’ Association. This we do not
understand .to be an outright con-
solidation of inten~ts, but a union
that might well lead in the future

to a unified corporation. The pine-
apple growers of [Ilorida, in like
manner, formed a com¥ination for
the sake of controlling the market-
ing and tramsportation of their pro-
duct. In New Enusland there has

been a great consolidation of brick-
vards. In the South the Planters’
Distributing  Company.  so-called.
has brought together sugar-cane in-
terests. A great manv flour mills
in Pennevlvania and Marvland have
come under unified control this vear,
and there have beon several other
recent combines that are concerned
with the production of supplies of
food, one of the important ones be-
ing that which is to control the
greater part of the zalmon fishing
and canning industrv. Among those
combinations having to do with food
supplies may be mentioned one to
“contral the marketing and price of
eggs that come from the southwest-
ern part of the country by way of
Kansas City; another is a union of
companies making oatmesl and other
cereals ; and another is a new pack-
ing, or meat supplv combination,
the Canadiaf salt industry also hav-
ing been fifmly consolidated. In
March the American Company,
commonly hown as the ‘tm can
trust,” was dincorporated in New
Jersey, with a capital stock of
£88,000,000.  This corporation now
controls a very great. part of the
business of making tin cans in all
parts of the eountry. In coal min-
ing, in the electric and gas supply
business, and i other enterprises of
a local service nature, it is scarcely
necessary to say that the tendeney
toward consolidation goes steadily
on throughout the country, and ev-
erv month supplies new instances,

SOME LARGE COMPANTES
OF 1901.

Savs the American Monthly Re-
view of Reviews:

One of the most important new
combinations i8 ‘known as the “ma-
chinery trust.” its title being the
Allis-Chalmers’. Companv. formed
about the beginning of May with a
capital stock of $50,000,000. The
firms that have gone into this union
were large manufacturers of steam
engines, minmg machinery,/and the
like, and one object of-the eorpora-
tion is both to keep and to extend
the foreign market that has been
found for heavy American machin-
ery, such a= that needed by the
mines in_South Africa and other
parts of the world formerly sup-
plied, in general, from England.
There seems to have been some delay
in carrving out the plan of consoli-
dating varions shipyards, as men-
tioned in these pages a month or
two ago, but it is_ understood that
the project is not abandoned, and
that it is to be taken up at an early
day. Another very Iniportant move-
ment relating to the future of Amer-
ican machinery is the new locomo-
tive combine. of which Mr. Samue}
R. Callawav is,to be the head, and
on account of which he has resigned
from the presidency of the New
York Central , to be sao|
ceeded by Mr. W. H. Lewman. an
active and successful railway admin-
Ttrator, who comes to *he New
York Central from éhe presidency
of the Lake Shore road. Mr. Calla-
wav's American Locomotive Com-
pany be= a capital of 850,000,000
and it includes, it is stated, most of
the locomotive works of the country
excepting the Baldwin works at
Philadelphir and & company at
Pittsburg. Tt is expected that sev-
eral independent-competitors of the
Standard Oil Company in Ohio have
surrendered and &re to be absorbed
in the great conlﬁubon. Tt is also

THE INDUSTRIAL MOVE-
MENT.

“Evidence accumulates that we
are witnessing not the culmination
but only the beginning of great in-
dustrial and transportation combi-
nations.  Folowing close upon the
formation of the United States
Steel Corporatibn, which controls
mines. fleets, railroads, and furnas-
ces, came  almost equally great
unions of railway property under
affiliated management; and then
naturally enough followed the pur-
chase by J. P, Morgan & Company
of the ILevland freight carrving
ocean steamship fleet, which is one
of the largest English companies.

“This  purchase brought into
American ownership one of the
greatest ocean going fleets in the
world : and 1t points to ultimate co-
operation with existing American
lines. It transfers to American
control a much larger share of
ocean shipping than we have had
since the Civil War. The fleet
bought by Mr. Morgan consists of
eighteen vessels that are engaged in
the direct trans-Atlantic trade and
twenty that are engaged in the
West Indian tfade—with a total
tonnage of more than 200,000,

“If one consolidation follows an-
other until a large part of the ocean
carrying trade comes under one man-
agement, and if that management
be closely identified with some of
our great railway svetems and in
turn also with some of our greatest
manufacturing interests—coal, ore,
steel, roads, ships, all as if under
common ownership: the practical
masters of finance are already out-
doing the wildest dream of world
organization.”"—World's Work.

And this realized “dream of
world organization” was pointed out
by Socialists many years ago. But
then the Socialists were “dreamers ;”
now they are extremists, the World'e
Work would say. "

this industrial movement means and
what vast opportunities it opens for
the world?
