1\finei"R waH the tat•get for all the verbal shot and shell that WC're 
hmled fr·om the editorial batter·it•s of the capitali.<;t press. '!'here wer·e 
no wonls in the English lnngua~e too foul ot· epithets too vi le to be used 
against the ot•ganization that stood et·ect against all the 111achinations 
of intrig-uing exploiters. 'I'hc F edet·ation through all the sto r·tus of 
hatt ie t•elentle:-;sly waged a).(ainst it hy corporate and conlllll't·c ial :\apo­
lt•o ns, rPfm;ed to aba11don Ol' tlpser·t its priHcipl e:-;, and fur its loya lt,v 
to the working elax.<;, brought upon itself the cotnhim•<l \VI"ath of Cl\111-

"BY ORDER OF CITIZENS' COMMITTEE." 

M id the blare of trumpet!:! , beat or drum to the airs of the "Stnr 
Spangled Banner," "Marching Through Georgia" and othPr patriotic war 
songs the citizens and agitators of Jackson w er e usher ed Into the place of 
assembly and following a r endition by the Jarkson mili tary baud, It was an· 
nounced that the first order of business would be the election of a perma· 
uent chairman, the district attorney's name being proposed. The nomina­
tions were closed and he made permanent chairman, r esponding with alacrity 
and expressing appreciation of the honor conferred. The purposes of the 
meeting were stated by talkicg of county roads, automobilE's. f'tc .. and the 
speaker laid particular stress upon the idea that this was not to be an or· 
ganlzation in behalf of any particular class, thereby suggt>s tlng the query: 
Who has lied? . The rumors about towu , the hand blll, or the speaker . Fol· 
lowing the remarks of the chairman. nominations for permanent secr etary 
were declared In order and oae elected. At this point objection was rail;e1l. 
<hat those elected at this meeting could not be made permanent officers, but 
th e ohj f> ction r t'celvPd no support. LikP at old party primaries and conven· 
tions, the slate was fixed and the buslnf'ss went seren ely on. A trPasurN wal:l 
elected, a committee of three on constitution and by-laws appointed by the 
chair, as also a committee of five to look after the Interests of the organlza· 
tion , first among which, we presume will be the looking after tht> agitators. 
At this juncture the Initiation fea was placed at one dollar and the ntePting 
adjourned subject to the call of the chairman .

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had for m e when 1 promised to go with her . W e got to drinking and then I 
lost myself. I know it was awful wrong." 

" 1 was broke and had no work to get money to live." said one girl a!; 
!!he told her story. "I had nobody h er e and I didn't know what to do. H t> 
on'ered a room and I took it." 

"I was out with a show," said another, •·and that 's what started me iu 
the life. The girls told me t her e's more good in it than ther e r eally is. All 
the girls really bate it." 

" I thought I'd get style like the other girls do," said one girl who did 
not look at all like a prostitute. "I sa w them dress swe ll and make nic,' 
money," 

Two girls, seventeen and nineteen years of age, came from theit· home in 
Pennsylvania three weel<s before their arrest. Th ey h all worked in the rni\1 3 
until they came away and had intended to come to N ewark, wher e the urotlwr 
or one of them lived, and go to work. A man whom they m et on the train tol<l 
them it was easier to get work In N ew York ·and directed them to a furni shed 
rooming house In Harlem. They did not have much money and he ot't'er ed to 
pay the rent. The woman who occupied the basement was fr; en dly to them, 
invited th em to eat with her , and introduced fri ends who came to drinl< and 
to play cards at night. In the court a young woman told how she had bt:" e> n 
sold into a disorderly house in Albany for $25 and how she harl tri i\d to ge t 
away from it. The "cadets" who live on the proceeds of prostitution 
are r esponsible for much of the tremendous w1·eckage of hnrnan lif€' that We· 
learn of in the courts. These are the men whom we must cOU \' ict i f we ar~ 
to hel p the girls and prevent others from entering a life of shame. A gir l. 
nineteen years of age, told me her story: ' 'My father b~:>at m y mother and 1 
was sent to a home. 1 heard mother was dead, but I never knew. Th e>y l eft 
me out to work from the home when I was fifteen, and I n ever sef' n her sin~t>. 
There was ten in the family and the work was bard. Then I t ool\ care of th e' 
children and helped the lady with the janitress work . They gave m e four 
do!lars a month. I thought I 'd rather go to a factory and went to pac ldng 
cigarettes. Y es, he married me. I run away with h im wh e> n 1 was six lt'e n, 
and I have been on the streets for him ever since. I dirln't know nothin g 
about the life till he showed me. H e beat me so I user! to leave him and go 
to my aunt. Then he'd beg me and promise to do the right thing by m e if 
I'd try him again . The last night I was out for him I gave him $25 and evPn 
then be's not satis fied . I don't care what happens now I'm glad I told you 
the truth." 

When Bertha was arraigned in court she c laimed sht' was tw<'n ty·OIIP 
years of age, had never been arrested befot·e or in any in stitution-that her 
parents wen' dead and she harl no r elatives or friends. Late>r wht>ll she de· 
cided to tell the truth, and her story was investigated, I IE'arne:l she wa s 
eighteen years of age, had a father, mother , four sis t er s and a brother ttl 
New York; that she had been arrest ed before and sent to an in sti tution . AfH•r 
lE>aving the institution, a "cadet" had sent her to the streets and for six Wf•d<H 
befote her arrest she had been soliciting. She told how he had follow('[! hN 
in the streets and refused to admit her to the room unl ess she slipped t en 
dollars under the door each night. "Even us girls in the r es taurant sai;l ho\\ 
mean he treated Bertha. and felt sorry for her," said anothN girl w ho had 
taken pity on her. "I couldn't see h er go that wa-y and I gave her some of 
my clothes to wear. The coat and skirt she has on now belong to m e." 

''He threatened to put a bullet through me, or to cut my face if I told , 
and I didn't dare to tell ," said Bertha as she confid ed in m e. 

It is most difficult to induce a girl to make a statement agai nst the man . 
and not until she feels that w e are willing to stand by h e> r and protect her 
will she do this. She fears also the constoqu ences if the man i s dischargt>d 
nn ll declares that her life will no t be safe if he ftn rls wh ere sh e is worktn g. 

Much i s being done t o help t.he unfortunate girls and women who offen<l 
against the law. but not nearly enough . 

~-..,.,::.e t.,·,.. .,..,J,n.cU> from .Miss Miner's inter views w ith K t-w Y urh stret"l 
girls give the average r easons for their condition . The Gill idea of man·s 
chivalry to ward woman is thorou ghly exploded as one comes more t o und t' r · 
stanrl his treatment of the unprotected woman of the large citi e~. N ot onl y 
is the individual who commits the crim e> of "cadetting' ' at fau lt. \Jut t he l aw :> 
ar e nowher e adequate to woman 's protection, while they are in m any instanct>s 
rlirectly against her. And wh en we have added to thi s a p11hli c sentintE'nl 
which i s actually vicious toward the uufortunale sister, we finrl th at hPr lot 
is the hardest of all human beings, for she has the l east chance of esca pin g 
from it. 

Because of th e>se unfavorable circumstances in which th P. ltnprotPCtPd 
working girl so often finds h erself, ther e has been organi ze>rl The N at ional 
Vigilance committee. which has for its purpose the "sa fe g11arding of un pro· 
tected girls and women and the suppression of the white slave> t raffic.'' I ts 
office is at 207 East Fift eenth street, New York City. Literature on the sub· 
ject will be furnish ed those appl y ing at thi s addre>ss. On Lh e committl·e are 
the names of prominent men and women of all callings, Cardinal Gihho:1s bt>· 
ing among them. It is to be hope>d that all ri ght l oving m en and womr n wi l l 
as!;ist this organization In its work of suppressing the trafllc in w om anhood 
in this and all l ands.- The Progressive Woman.

As 
a matter of fact the Diaz rule in M exico is one o f the most tyrannical auri df'R · 
potic on the face of the earth, th at of Rus~ ia not expected. F o r yea r s Diaz 
has r etain ed control through armed force and intimidat ion an d in direct anol 
open violation of the constitution of Mexico. Hi s re>i~ n ha s lwen a bloody 
one and the workers of M exi co have been per se>cuted, imprisonrrl and J; ilt•' ti 
in colrl blooc\ whenever they m ade> an attempt to free tlu· m~el ves thruuc;h Ute 
peace ful m eans of the ballot.
