Why “teacher-orgonizers? The term itself
is clumsy and perhaps a bil presumpluous.
Since |, more thon anyone elsa, bear the
respansibility for its current use, | will try
to explain what | mean by It and why |
think it Is imperiont.

First, it seems clear to me that il any
kind of educotional wark Is e be dene, the
keynote of thal wark will be teaching. This
is not te say that research, publication,
conference planning, quest speckers, study
guides, and the coordinationand distribution
of all of these are unimportant, Quite the
confrary, Bul we musl remember that these
are only secondary ospects of the teaching-
learning protess ibself. Since the primary
aspect of education — leaching — has been
conspicuously obsent from both REP and
SDS oclivities In the post, | pnurpqiﬂl'y 2m-
phasized this role for future REP and SDS
staff,

Second, whot does argonizing have to do
with teaching? To beégin, it seems élear to
me that any kind of valuohle educafion
does not toke ploce. through the malls ar
the printed word. Education it both o per-

sonol and social experiential process. In
other words, teochers should show wp in
the flesh. Next, f our educational prejects
are fo be rodicod, it seems fo me essential
that both the form and content of all aspecks
of Ihose projects ba Intimalely related 1o
the on-going pelitical proctice of SDS chop-
ters, Thuy, if REP stalf are beth radical and
ralevant, they must both participate in and
be responsive to the doy-to-doy proctical
activity of chaplers, 'Within that praclics,
they have the speciticrole and respensibility
of expanding and deepening the reflective
and crificol consclousness of the local SOS
members engaged In thal aclion. Alse, thay
should encournge and enable local mem-
bars o raly on themselves ond eoch ather
as resourcas, rother than developing o codre
of "experts.” Hence, the litle - teacher-arga:
nizer.

Moturally, the process of teoching and
learning works beth waoys, The orgonizers
themselves learn o great deal fram the achi-
wity of the chopters. Alsa, the process is
dynamic. New direclions and oreas for both
action ond ressorch will be spened up,
But it is importan! that those directions be
determined by the felt and orticulated needs
of the primary 5D5 constituaney — the chapler
membership. Our first responsibility is 1o
that constituency, net fo "rodizal’ acodemics
and protessionals. It is Irue that SDS needs
to expond the base of its constituency, But
whether we move in the direction of the
underclass, the working ¢lass, the new work-
ing class, or middle cioss professionols de-
pends upon the political debate the organi-
zalen has not yet had, let alone decided.
Until that debate has been seitled, the task
or REP leach&r.argonizers ond the SDS no-
fional stalf is to expand our bose In the
student community in a form and direction

The gist of the National Council's deliber
ations an REP-SDS relations has nowfiltered
back o this compus, and | feel compelled
lo express my reactions o whal appeors 1o
be o coup ogainst the REP stalf by our
nationol leodership. Although my first
thoughts, on heoring the motter, were-con-
cerned with the apporent conspiring against
REP by some admiitedly under-paid, under-
fed naotional staff who weould like to get hold
of REP's *millions®, my second Ihnugl'lht are
more relevanl al this fime. Althaogh the
procets-by which REP hos been struck o blow
i:n; the MC is repulsive lome, the substanlive
issuos, which are real, have not been pro-
perly explored. The guestion of REP-505
relafions iy, or al least sheuld be, deeper
than fundraising, sfaffing, and odministro-
tive contral, The question that must be osked
is whaol form of research and educalion pra-
gram s best for the Mew Leil.

There oppear to be two poles to which
REP might move. In one direction REP could
concentrote its human and financial resour-
ces In interngl edecotion of the 5D5 mem-
bership, Concenirating on bringing present
knowledge to the unintiated of SDS chapters
arcund the country, REP could send thwenty
ar thirty compus researcher-organizers jo
individual chapters in an eflert to induce
educatienal progroms, power research shu-
dies, ond on the side, argonize drot-resis
tence locals, leciure the community, ond
generally slir wp some of the apothy. The
nead for solid argonizing within 5D5 cannal
be denied, nor should it be negleded. Yel
o question remains oz lawhether REPshould
pul iis tolal resources inlo such a projec.
The alternafives for REP are olse exciling
and necessary lo the New Leh,

When SDS was in iis infoncy in the eorly
'40's the organization was marked by several
characteristics: SD5 was small , | | severol
hundred paid members spread across the
country, a handul of active chapters, and a
small nationol budgel. 505's aclion projects
were small, bul growing and it hod a re-
pulalion to malch, It was, in mony ways
on insignificant group on the Americon
scone, éxcepf for one very important charae-
teristic. SDS8's mimee never l-luppad. From
1940 through 7953 the notional alfice turned
oul dozens of occosional papers containing
fresh analysis, new empirical research, and
a steady high calibre critique of the contem-
porary . scepe, |1 wos this ospect of SDS,
above all else, which seporoted 5D5's mulfi-
issue program opart from the pelitical fail
wres of the past, [Hs difficult totell how many
people joined the urgﬂnhﬂ“ﬂﬂhatﬂullﬁ the
new crisp onolysis and indepth critique.

In the past few years SD5 has grewn by
Je-npu. and bounds mmiti',r because af jls
