That means
that the school i3 already underway, A six-weel gassbn
has begun at the Latin American Defense Organization,
B graup growing out of the city's Puerto Rican rebellion
His smmer, Topies for the tralning sessfons at LADD
include: urban renewal, the community union model,
tenont and welfare unisns, Fund raising, eammunications
taxes; political machines, youth organizing, the struc=
tre of community power, ond hisfory of the Movement
in the city and the country. A semion is underway with
severol black groups, one belng Westside's Future Lead-

ers of America, whose "ralning” is running on alderman-

ic compafgn they expect to lase.

Curriculum developed in these "dry runs" will supple=~
ment the internal education materials alreody develop-
ed by exlsting groups. For example, JOIN Cammunity
Unien hos baen running an all-day ~Friday program fer
twamanths, invelving Fiftesn community pecple. The
JOIM school includes new writtenmater inls, Films, ate,
covering toples like whan renewal, the city mochine,
the school system, toxes and the press, Part of the Sch-
aols purpose will be fo continually create new materials
that con be used in erganizer raining, IF o group wonts
to know abiout @ specific Tasue, thare will be written ma-
terials, topes of past sessions, filmstrips and films,
These materials will be a port of the Schoal's library.

Organizing in the city does not permit the orgonizer
to know everything, o even keep up on the details in
o field ke doés know (=.g., wbon renewal, provisions
of Faderal Wausing legislation, o adiministrative ond
logislative rﬂql.rirlmmh. in public aid codes.) The

School will provide o regular informotion service to
cammuniity groups, drawing upon Tts own resources and
those of students and soclal scientists in the Chicoge
orea. Mainly because of ouwr Information needs, but also
to invalve and reinvolve pesple now located In the Uni-
vasities, tha Sehool hos dave aped o research arm.,
Buring spring vocation in March there was fwo ten-day
semsions involving two-hundred university students from
the Chicage area. They spent thelr days gothering
information on sixly reseorch ond foct—gathering projects
develaped out of the neads of existing communily graups.
they interviewed agency peaple, werked with lawyers
and housing experfs, and went through census récords.
at night they were involved in seminars, saw films,
tolked with ceganizers from the city, and te each other,
Dirlng the summer there will be longer ond more
Intentive ressarch program. '

The prinzipal coneepls of the sehosl are "malkes it
work” ond "recreate." "We need to know who owns.
You know how to find it—do it." "“You people ore
respansible for developing curriculum, you the Hbrary,
you fund rafsing, and you finding part-time jobs for
the School's students. Do Tt, MAKE IT WORK."

Peaple warking for change ot o leeal level need ollies.
Wa know that JOIM, LADO, other Chicogo groups,

the MFDOR, Delano, or Lowndes County Freedom Orgon-
izotion will mean nothing in our struggle for democratic
end revelutionary Ideals if they remain iclated and
gtond alone, Orgenizers ond organizations of the paer
mugt multiply, they must be recreated again ond again.

Corl Davidion of 5DS has soid we must "create perman-
ent local centers of radical opposition with the copacity
for becoming the foundation of an American reslstonce
mavemenl,” That Is ow fosk a3 radicals, ond what we
ore about In Chicoge {3 o fry and do that by roining
erganizers that will build new arganizotions. We need
others with many skills to join with us. Steughton Lynd
will leave Yale in June to join the Schiool. He has
sald: "The conditions for reval ution will bﬁgh whan we
begin to lead revelutionary llves." He has made o
chaice and he and others ara Irying to set an example.
The hopes many of us have for changing Amenico might
Become real if this example speaks to mony others now
currently trapped in stifling milieus.

5, That when a faculty member's contract Is not re-
nawed he be immediately informed of the exoct re-
oaons.

At 2:15 p.m. four elected represenatives of the sit=in
began negetiations with the Chalirman of the Anthro-
Soc. Department. By 4:30 p.m. they were still in con-
ference.

The sit-in so far has been crganizationally highly sue-
eessful . Sevaral Faculty have joined us and an on-going
discussion=dabate hos been fruitfully taking plaoce all
ofternoon.

& secend reasen {1 to begin getting as many peopls
as possible involved in and excited o bout doing rese=
arch. Right naw there ore only a handful of people in=-
volved in the kinds of research crucial te a growing and
dynomic movement; | am speaking main by of power
struchare research,

The specific purposes of tha Summer Ressarch Project
therefore will be training the researchers in the skills
of finding Information, discussing things which might be
helpful to | ook for In finding patterns in the data, be-
ginning to collect that data and feed it inte groups wh-
lehalready hava in mind immediate or long ronge ues
for tha infermation, ond in the procass excite people
about the passibilities for more work of o similar kind,

There are now five orgonizations solidly invelved in
the projest and it s possible thot there will be mare be-
fore the progrom begins in late Juna.

Pecple
here legitimately understand WHY they are sitting=in,
Mast are not SDSers (olthough SDS is in full fores) and
are getting o real edwcation on the octual functions of
the school and the City University of New Yok, The
rally this afternoan, held In eonjunction with the sit=
in, was well attendad by other students. Mony foculty
are continual ly popping up and talking informally with
the group. THE ACTIVIST, (QC SDS' "illegal" free-
press crusading paper) came out with an EXTRA single
poge edition today.

Disaipline and spirits have been generally aood, Pe=
ople are beginning to settle down for o long sit=in(and
sleep=in} and ongoing struggle. At & p.m. several ev-

studiad, Currleulwm is still pretty much undafined, but
will probobly include discussion of and use of ssurce
materials, information on hew o get around unwilling
secretaries when necessary, field work, background in-
farmation on the area to be studled, etc, The locatian
of the training center s still not definite, but it may
be possible to have it in Hobeken, M, J,

After the training institute people will move to the
location of the group with which they will work, and
will begin to find jobs, get acquainted with the group
ahd the oren in which they're working ond will stort the

research, .
Peaple whe are Interested thould be prepared to bring

enough money to suppart themselves until they can find
a part time job. This means of least through the training
institute and o week or so of job hunting. If we're lucky
hausing will be free for the training center, but money
will be needed for food: Mone of the projects will be
able to poy subsistenca; therefore peonle will have o
support themselves.

Each project will select some specific field of inter-
st for which Information is needed ond the ressarchers
will wark in groups of 3-7 to try and Find the answers,
Hopefully the research tasks will be carefull enaugh
chosen that they can be completed in one ond-o half
mantha.

Reseorch is very time and mind-consuming ond peaple
who are nat willing to pul in o great deal of affart can
drag the project down considerably ——so if you fall Into
that cotegory pleate don't apply. If on the other hand
you really want to learn chout the society you're living
in; If youwant to leorn how to find that out, if you
wont to supply valyable Information to the movement,
and if you want o work, you are bodly needed.
