H igher w ages and shorter hours m ay check this 
tendency, but the present organization of capital­
ism insures that the tendency w ill  continue, even 
If  retarded. A s labor sinks in im portance econo­
m ically, becaiise the m achine ptxsbes it  out^ w ork­
ers m ay eventually consider it  good public policy 
to ow n the steel m ills through their governm ent. 
N ot until then w ill  m achinery be m ade to serve 
m an, rather than m an the m achine!
