He
is known as a “John-Yegg,” a “Forger” and a dazen other such
professions too numerous to mention: He depends  upon his
knowledge of these professions to get him his pork-chops. * The
remarkable fact to note in this connection is that few of them

ceed in getting by any better than the wage-worker does.
You will find them on the bum, as a rule.

This element js a real menace to the workers who depend
upon their daily wages for their living; They are a bar to suc-
cessful organization. They come into the Union of ‘the workers
and get a card under the guise of being wage workers. They use
their Union affiliations as a means of covering up. To esca
attack. Tn_ get a degree of protection. And to further their
exploits, The crook is not looking out for the welfare of the
workers. He is looking out for himself. His motive is always
personal gain. He is no force for higher .wages and better
working conditions because he does not operate on the job. If
all of the Crooks in the world were organized, they would not
unction on the job, and consequently could not raise swages.
They are not interested in job conditions. The I W W has no
message for them.
