leaving his case in the hands of Fran-
cis Hondricks, tvtum Republican
leader of Syraclse.

After all attempts at agreement on
some man whose name had been under
consideration had falled, George W.
Aldridge of Rochester advanced the
name of Prof. Hill. Rochester is the
home city of the Ambassador to Ger-
many. Mr. Aldridge in a few words
gave reasons why he thought that
Prof. HIll will make a strong candl-
date. He called attention to the fact
that the Ambassador Ils a personal
friend of President Roosevelt, who
recently promoted him from the post
of Minister to the Netherlands to be
Ambassador at Berlin. Mr. Aldridge
ventured the opinion that the Presi-
dent could not and would not oppose
the nomination of Prof. Hill once he
was convincéd that Gov. Hughes
could not be renominated.

It did not take the conference long
to unite on Hill after assurances that
Speaker Wadsworth, Senator White,
Willlam Berrl and all other tentative
candidates would step aside In the
event the Ambassador agreed to ac-
cept the nomination. Cable messages,
individual and collective, were then

He sald his English col-
leagues were one with the Germans
In securing the maintenance of peace.

They were also at one with them In
opposing cfforts made to disturb it
At the same time he complained that
in England atso war was decided
upon over the heads of the people,
who were kept In ignorance of the
weaving of the potitical threads.
There would be no war, Delegate
Queich said, on the part of the Eng-
lish bourgeoisie, but in all nations
there were groups that were inter-
ested in having war. His organisation
had tried to prevent the Boer war,
but had falled.

They had also protested aguinst
the visit of the British fleet to Cropn-
stadt and to King Edward going
Reval to press the bloody hands of
the Czar. This meeting the federation
regarded as directed -nn,n Ger-

many.

In his report of the year's activity
H. Mueller, of the National Execu-
tive Committee, sald that the vallant
fight for universal suffrage waged by
the Prumian Soclalists was sure to be
successful in the near future and that
its Influence was belng felt all over
the nation. In this battle the labor
unions had fought side by side with
the Socialist paity and the best of re-
lations exist bétween the political and
industrial wings ‘of the proletarian
army.

BINGEAM EXPLAINING.

to get votes. I don't want them. I
wrote It, as I have said before, simply
to make the facts clear to the decent,
intelligent Hebrews and Itallans of
the city, so that they could ald me In
my work. That article was an appeal.
In no sense wa sit an attack upon
any race or a slur upon any class.
“There are one million Hebrews in
our city; they far outnumber the rep-
resentatives of any other race. Is it
strange, then, that they should fur-
nish so large a percentage of our
criminais? Not in the least.”

Bingham Answered.

In the Independeat., publighed to-
day, Mr. Francis J. Oppénheimer says:

“For the last three months the
State Federation of Jewish Socleties
has had an expert Investigator, sclen-
tifically if quletly, examining all the
criminal records of the county of New
York for 1907, and the Jews of New
York are now themselves in various
committees calmly afnd sclentifically
going over and verifying the results of
this investigation.

“They have not. as some of the
newspapers have asserted, demanded
that Commissioner Bingham resign,
nor do they so intend. Theéy do want
him to face the correct figures, which
they will ghow him, and they will re-|
quest him to elther disprove these or|
prove his own. If he cannot do either |
then will they as a race demand a
public retraction and an apology.

“Here are some of the figures they
have in their possession. Of the 4,573
indictments in the County of New
York In 1907, 686, or 14.5 per cent.
were found against Jews. Of the
2,848 convictions in the same year, but
16.14 per cent., or 460, were of Jews. |

“Table after table has been pre-
pared by Mirk J. Kats secretary to
Edward Lauterbach, who is aiso con-
nected with the State Federation of
Jewish Bocleties. Mr. Katz was com-
missioned by the Jews to make this

investigation, and when it was com-
pleted it was sent to Jacob H. Shifr,
who forwarded it to Judge Green-|
baum, president of the Council of Jew-
ish Communal Institutions.

“Mr, Kats finds that 35.4 per cent
of the criminals of New York, and not
85 per cent, as the Commissioner
states, are foreigners.
“In Commilssioner Bingham's offi-
clal report to Mayor McCleilan, dated
December 31, 1907, not a single refer-
ence is made to the Jew in crime. Out
of the 304,119 arrests during 1907,
60,000 were for violations of city or-
. such as breaking windows.
