They Will Make an Appeal to Ham-

stein In the opera "Salome’ is distaste-
ful and even offensive to the religious
sentiments of the community, and we
condemn it as positively unwholesome
to public morals."

The movement of water juade by
fish In swimming is sufficient to oper-
ate a telephone, and so communicate

“Times,” has devised a microphone,
inclosed in a water-tight box, which
may be immersed In the sea, and is
connected by wires with the fshing
boat. Accordi to “L'Electricien,"”
the approach of a shoal of fish can
be detected with certainty, and each
kind of fish makes u distinctive sound
in its motion through the water. Ex-
periehced fishermen can in the ordi-
nary way detect the presence of her-
ring and mackerel long before they
reach the fishing vessel, but where the
more subtie movements of the flat
fish are concerned it Is posasible that
the microphone may prove a useful
indicator of their whereabouts.
