CONDITIONS
“TERRIBLE

Sage lnvestigators Hand in
Starting Reports.

PITTSBURG, Nov. 18,—At the joint
opening scssion of the National Mu-
nicipal League and the American Civic
Assoclation, whose conventions are in
session here this week, a report was
received from a joint committee which
for the past year and a half has been
carrying on a close range investigation
of economic and social conditions In
the American steel district. *“The
methods employed,” the report sald,
“have been those of the soclal and
civic engincer. A staff of from ten
to thirty persons has been engaged in
the field work, including physiclans,
lawyers, sanitarians, map makers, de-
tectives, statisticlans, {nterpreters and
professional workers in a score of
lines of social work, The work has
been called the Pittsburg Survey, not
because its findings apply solely to
Pittsburg, but because the Pennsyl-
vania steel” district has been the
laboratory where the work has becn
done. ’

“The Survey has been fingnced by

Improvement of Living Conditipns. It
has 15 ders In y and
civic work and has had ‘the co-opera-
tion of progressive men and women
in Pittsburg. The survey is the first
undertaking of its kind for an Ameri.
can clty.”

A significant array of facts as to in-
dustrial accidents in the thburc dis-
triot has been brought out by the sur-
vey. The committee made an investi-
gation of the 526 men killed during
& single yesr in Allegheny County;
324 were native ‘borr Americans;
eighty-two were less than twenty
years old, 221. between twenty and
thirty. Over half the men killed were
earning less than $156 a week, “a fact
which raises the qubstion if the law
is fair in asuming as it docs in Penn-
sylvania, that wages covers risk.”
Fifty-one per cent. of those killed
were married men with .families to
support; an additional 30 per cent.
were single men partly, or wholly,
supporting the family.”

It was shown that the greatest
losses are not duc to the spectacular
accldents, but to every day causes.
i In the steel industry, for instance,
| forty-two deaths  were due to the
operation of broad and narrow gauge
raflroads In the mills and yards, and
twenty-four to falls from a height or
into pits and* vats. .

The dircotor of the Survey, Paul U.
Kellogs, in the course of his report,
muarked the sharp contrast between
the superb development of Pittsburg
as ‘an industrisl center and its do-
velopment along lines of well-being us
a community.

“With the merging of Allegheny
City, Greater Pittsburg has bLetween
500,00 and 600,000 inhabitants. iIn
comparing death rates per 100,000 for
a period of five years with a group of
other cities comparable in size—Bos-
ton, Baltimore, Cloveland, 8t. Louls—
it is shown that while Pittsburg ranks
fourth in deaths from pulmonary
tuberculosis, it ranks highest

phoid, highest in dlarrhoea and
nteritis, highest for . pneumonia,
highest for bionchitis and other dis-
cases of the resplratory system, and
hll hest for violence, <oxcluding sul-
clars,

“The lack of adequate and sanitary
housing conditions in Pittsburg has a
direct bearing on this health showing.
During the past year the Pittaburg
Bureau of Health has made a com-
ploto tepement house census of the
city, Over 50 per cent. of thé houses
now used as m o dwellings were
originally one family houses and have
neither the plumbing, the water sup-
ply or the ventilation for the three,
four, tive and six families which now
inhabit them.

Conditions in many of the mill
toyns are equally bad. Homestead,
for instance, has no ordinance against
overcrowding and no ordinance re-
{muiring adequate water supply. The
' foreigners live in the 24 ward,
| between the mills and the raflroads.
! In twentystwo courts studied in this
district, only thf%e houses had run-
ning water ingide the house. One
hundred and ten persous were found
using one yard pump. PFifty-one out
of 230 famiMes lived in one room.
Twenty-six of the two-room apart-
ments are used by elght or more per-
sons: one two-room apartment shel-
tered thirteen: two, twelve, two,
eleven. A crude reflection of the
effect of these conditions Is indi-
cated by the death rate. Of every
three chlldren born in this ward, one
dies before it reaches two years, as
against one in every six in the rest
of Homestoad.”
