The six hundred freight handlers who
Jost thelr Jobs through the “settlement”
of the recent teamsters’ strike in Bos-
ton, held a mans meeting In Faneull
Ha¥l on Saturday, April 5, as u protest

"mgninst the injustice they had suffered.

The meeting was preceded by a par-

ade through the streets.

The principal spedkers at the meet-
Ing were Ropresentatives James . F.
Carey awnd ¥F. O. MacCartney and Geo.
A. Bittenhauser of the Clgar Makers'
Unlon. They were all Ilbernliy ap-
plamded.

J. J. lPowers, President of the Freight,
Handlers' Unlon, called the meeting to
order, and sald that the weeting was
ealled to ghow the'plibllc how the cor-
porations had used the Govervor to
help brenk the strike. . “When we had
the business of Hoston tled up, the
Governor of Massachusetts: and the
Mayor of Boston came to our commit-
tee and geked ps to declare the strike
off, and on the word of the Governor
we did so, expecting 1o go back to work
next morning.  But what bave they
done? Not one of us got our work back
and G0 men are uow walking the
streots of Doston™' &

He then introduced  Representative
“Onrey, who hivielly reviewed the indus-
trint situation and then eame down 0
the recont strike,  Inport he sald:

Juggled and Iﬂ.uyw.

“You were ln-lrnr-d and Juggled by
the settlemicnt. You trusted to the word
of your masters and you suffered for it
It hardly seems necessity for working-
men to lave polnted out’ to them the
trenchery of their wasters,  The his-
tory of eapitaiisim s a dnlu' history of
trenchery.  You ought wever to have
trusted them.

“If fhe Governor wanted to foree the
enllroads to take you back lie could do
it. Ir the Governor should go to the
rallronds and say, ‘We lntend to enact
hostile legisiation,’ aud If they knew he
would do it, they wonld soou take back
every one of you, But no, they don't do
that!

‘ TRADE UNIONISM.

That Newark Dailies Rofused to Print
and Mowark Workingmen Should
Consider.

On Friday evenlog, March 7, during
the reports of unfons at the Essex
Trades Counell of Newark, N. J., the
delegate from the Coopers’ Unlon re-
ported that the Murphy varnish works
were employing scab coopers. The an-
nouncement created sowething of a
sensation among the Republican dele-
gates to the Councll, who no doubt re-
membered the fact that Governor Mur-
phy ,the owner of the varnish works,
hiad durlnx the eampaign, while on a
stu tour, lly got up from
his -uup In order to go lato the hotel
corridor to shake hands with a dele:
gation of poor ignorant workingmen,
and told them that he was “Labor's
friend.” What made the report still
Jnore disagreeable was the fact that
Governor Murphy was paying his
coopeérs slx dollars below the union
kcale~$12 a week, the scale ealling for
SIR00, ’

Dy a unanimons votg the  matter
was referred to the Arbitration Com-
mittee, which is composed of relialile
mei. The chalrman of this committes
I8 Chns. Mueller, Business Agent of
Erewers' Union No. 2, one of the pro-
givesive men of the Council, and he
aml hig committee went after the Mur-
phy varnish works with characteristic
CReTEy.

At this same meeting Delegate Fred
Melntosh reported that he was sont
on a committee from the Allled Print.
ieg Trades Councll to appear before
the Board of Education, In order to
demand that the annual report of that
Board be printed in a unlon office, and
that the Board of Fdocation ignored
the committee entirely. and placed the
work In n seal printing ofMice, as they
sald, “because the figure was fourteen
dollars cheaper than In a union of-
fice.” Delegate Melntosh, In making
this report, referred to the action of
the Board as being In line with the
treatment that organized labor Is re-
celving all pver the country from the
stool-pigeons of eapltalism, who are
alwanys to be found upon muhlcipal
boards of all deseriptions.

Although reporters from both the
“Evening News” and “Dally Adver-
tiser” were present, those sheets
wonld not print a line regarding Gov-
ernor Murpliy’s scab cooper shop, or
the seab Roard of BEduention.

On March 14, the Arbltration Com-
mittee reported that they had visited
the varnish works of Governor Mur-
phy, and In the cooperage department
found only one unlen man at work,
and he had joined the unfon just on
the eye of election. Delegate Mueller
in his report stated that the superin-
tendent of the Murphy varnish works
had sald they did not know just what
the Cooper's Unlon demanded. ‘This

THE RIGHT TO STRIKE.

“Another victory for organized labor!™

Workingmen, you bave the right to
strike!

The Court of Appeals of the state of
New York last weekebanded down a
declslon that trade untonists have u
ﬁ‘nl right to declare a strike agalnst
the empleyment of fon-unjon men.

The right to strike, to quit work, !s
not a “natural, Inalienable right.” N»,
It s & right “handed down” to work-
Ingmen by.the Court of Appeals. Of
course, It I8 quite probable that the
court may reverse its decislon at some
future ttme, especially as three out of
the seven judges dissented from the
decision. It Is also poessible that tue
Supreme Court of the United States
way pverrole this decision and alien-
ate this right.  But until the court
¢hanges Its mind you have the right
to strike.

Just think what this means,

It means that you have the right to
quit work—the right to give up your
Job to a seab.

Of course, when yon quit work you
get no wmoney to pay the grocer and
the butcher and the landlord, you can-
not pay the gas bill, you cannot huy
shoes for your chlldren or dresses for
your wife; and you must live on noth-
lug. If you try tu persunde other men
to strike or distribute boycott circu-
lars, you may be arrested. If you
wmanke any kind of a demonstration,
you may be shot full of holes by the
militin. Of course, there {8 very little
chance of your winning the strike, for
the capitalists have plenty of money
to enjoy life on while hunger and want
are bringing you to terms. And if the
strike is lost, you may be blacklisted
and have to leave the trade or move
to some other part of the country
where the employers do not know that
you are one of the “disturblog ele-
went.'"

But you have the right to strike.

You have the right to starve, for this
is a frec country.

The employlng class also have some
rights,

They haye the right to “buy in the
cheapest market and sell In the dear-
est.” That means they have the right
to buy your labor-power for wages as
low as hunger will drive you o aceept,
“and to sell what you produce at prices

as Ligh as you.can be forced to pay,
They bave the right to treat you like
dogs, to work you.overtiine, te risk
your lives for profit, and to dlscha
you when you have produeed so much]
for them that a market cannot be'
found for it all. They bave the right
to blacklist you for striking and to cai
out the wmilitid to shoot you. In fact,
they have the right to do l;hylh
they plense and say “the public b’.
damned.”

These rights of the capitalists are
not “patoral and inalienable” elther,
They are maintained because the eaple
tallsts own tfe government. They are
the expression of the POWER of eapl:
tal. These rights of capital will hold
good just as long as the capitalist class
hns the government behind it.  The
ciass that wields the most POWER Is
the class which always gets all manner,

sald In “The Problefis of Soclallsm,
and what 1 still maintaiu to Its full
‘scope.”

It seems to me that thiy Is precisely
what the *“Communist Manifesto,”
Marx' “Capital,” the Erfurt Program
of the German Socialist Party, and
the modern programs of all Soclalist
parties bave been doing right along.
And the great majority of Soclallsts
always have been and still are Inter-
preting those documents In this sense.
Henee it b8 hard to understand why
Bernstein should have made so many
words In order to #ay what others have
sald much better before him., But it
I8 charpcteristic of the man, his style,
and LS methods, that he has to explain
in his preface what he wants to say In
his books: that he Is coustantly foreed
to complalu of being misinterpreted,
and that he Is forever defining and re-
defining his position. Bernsteln argues
that It Is wot his fault when the capl-
talist writers read In his writings what
he did not mean, With the same justi-
fiention I can argue that It Ix not the
fault of Marx and Engels, If Qe reads
in them what they did not mean. “Only
there Is this differénce In favor of my
arguments: Not only the capitalist
press, but a good many Soclalists read
in Bernsteln what he now repudiates;
but neither the eapitalists nor the So-
clalists, Berostein Included, were ever
in idoubt about the alms of Marx and
Engels. The enemles of Soclallsm
never pralsed them, as they did Bern-
steln, who has not once defended him-
welf agaipst these praises. His articles
are written In such ambiguous lan-
‘gunge that even the most Indulgent So-
clallst reader is often in doubt whether

he s reading a friend or a foe. Still,
his preface to the “Voraussetzungen
des Soziallsmus,” as well as certain
passages of this book and of his artl-
cles, some of which 1 shall quote later,
show that Bernstein can think and
write very clearly, If be wants to.

the. question what part he chooses to
classify as pure and how much of it as
applied science. Right here we nre
impressed with thie fact that Bernsteln
aceepts every term of Marx and En-
gels with o mental reservation. But
where he defines a term differently
from those men, he fajls’to Ahow cause
why we should prefer his definition to
thelrs, And as we follow him In his
Investigntions, we become more apd
more awnre that he conflues himself
more to probing single words and hag-
gling about intepretations than ‘to
bullding up new truthe.  Sometimes,
when he seemis to be attacking the
fundamentals of the Marxian doctribe,
be is ‘megely thrswingistones nt eor-
tain Intepretatiou of this doctrine by
the latter-day followers of Marx. He
bullds up a seemingly great argument
agalnst Marx on by arbitrary Interppe-
tation, Dot this argument stands shd
falls with thé peculiar nterpretation
chosen by himself. To speak in tefwe
Western vernacular, he mnkes a big
binff at smashing the rock of selentific
Sociallsm, but he only succesds in
knocking off a few clips, and some-
thmes he strikes a spark that nlts his
own eye,

His critlque of the materialistic con-
ception of history Is a quibbling over
the appropriateness of the term “ma-
terialistic. He does not intend té
deny the value or correctness of “ecos
nomic determinism.” ns Enrlco Ferrl
fuix called It, but he simply sets out by
finding fault with Marx for expressing
his conception of history In a *too apo
dictieal” and ‘“‘deterministic” form.
After showing that Engels in his latef
writings modified the “degree” of the
deterministic foree of cconomic condi
tlons,2 he winds up with these words:
“The materialism of philosophy or nat-
ural Listory is deterministic, but thé
Marxlan conception of history Is unt
for it does not attribute to the ecw-
nomle basis an unconditional Inflnence
on the different forms of matioun)
lfe 3 So that the reader Is at a loxs
to know whether Marx’s conception of
history is sagd to be too determigistic
or not deterministic enough. A
we remenibér what'the capitalist-peas

In the section on the Marxtan doc-
trine of capitalist development, Bern-
stein gives one of the clearest and
most  conelse  summaries of these
fundamental statements that was eves
written. 1 regret that space forblds the
reproduction of the entlre summary.
But ax a preof that he ean think and
write without ambigulties, I qooty the
following passage:

“The class struggle between bonr-
geoisle and proletariat Is the contras:
in the wodern mode of " produection
transferred to human belngs, It Is the
antithesls between the private chafae-
ter of the moide of appropriation and
the sdcial character of the mode of
production. The means of production
are the property of Individual capital
Ists who appropriate the products of
labor, hut*production itself has become
& soclal function, n mannfacturing of
goods by many laborers, based on a
systematic divislon and organipation of
labor. Andthis antithesis fnvolves or ik
seconded by another—the systematic df
vislon and organization of labor In the
places of production (shops, factories,
yords) are offset by the planless dis
tributicn of the products in the mas
ket.”

His comment on this clear snmmary
of Marx's lueld reasouing Incidentally |
shows the fundamental difference be-
tween these two men and their met
ods.  On Marx's side a painstaking hi
torical research and an exhaustive a
cumulation of facts, leading to the
ation of n new sclence and 8 new
litleal party; on Bernstein's part t
tortuous sophistry based on arblitrary
definitiond, a consclous dragging In of
some facts, and an omission, uncon-
sclous ar intentional. of others, leading
to misconceptions and ‘wrong conclu-
slons and sowing strife ana schisms in
the ereation of the man whose diseiple
he clatms to be. “This part of the
Marxian doctrine,” he says, “has by
no weans Jeft the brains of its origina-
tors in this perfect form.

The
practieal application of the prineiples
will depend, asx the “Manifesto' ftself
states, everywhere and at ail times, on
the historicdl conditions for the time
being existing and for that reason no
speclal stress I8 laid on the revolution-
ary mensures proposed at the end of
Section 2. That passage would, in
many respects, be differently worded
to-day.” T.et me ask furthermore: Is
it sclentific to accept as authoritative
a statement made by Marx In ope of
his earller works directly after the
Commune, when the Impressions of
that ghastly butchery were still fresh
In his mind; when a passionless con-
clusion was all the wore ditficult, be-
canse all the' facts were not yet
known? . Bernsteln knows very well
that he must not accept sach a state-
mont and nse it as the pivot of an ar-
gument.  For on page 181 of the
“Voraussetzungen”™ we find him say-
Ing: "It would be absurd to go back
to the prejudices of fornier generations
about the possibllities of political ne-
tion, for that would be equivalent to
retracing onr steps farther than they
did. . To-dny some of thelr prem-
ises no longer exist. and no reasonable
man will thierefore think of criticising
modern political action with the argu-
ments of that epoch.™ In other words,
no reasonable man thinks In the light
of the facts now at our disposal, that
the Communards could not have wiela-
il the ready-miade machinery of state
for thelr purposes, if they had been
Jeft nlone, and if the whole power of
the German victors had mot stood be-
“pind the Versallles government.  No
critical observer to-day holds that a
jnajority of the proletariat in our time
rould not transform the means of pro-
duction Into state property, if the
avorkers gailned a political victory at
the polls. In splite of thix admixsion,
. Bernsteln criticises Engels with argu-
ments ‘of former generations.
Passing on, we find Bernst
ing nbout Marx's theory of v that
dt s “fonnded oh an lmaginary collec-
tivity.” He sums up {pages 44 and
4% that the theory of value 1s “only n
key . which, used by the master
hand of Marx, led to e¥posing and
demonstrating the Inner ) chinery of
capitalfam.” That this Is not an attack
on Marx's theory of value, ax the capl-
taltst” press wonld have ft, Is further
confirmed by hls endorsement of Kn-
&els' Etafement in the preface of “The
Poverty of Philosophy™. ithat “Marx
hax never based npon tHiE theory his
communist  conclosions, ‘but  rather
upon the necessary overthrow, which
is developing Itself under our eyes
every day, of the capiallst system of
production.” 8§,
The chapters on the “Earnings of
Modern Sovlety,” “Bocial Classes [n

tion,” 1T cannet and need not discuss
here They require o speclal treatment
and are of interest malnly for special-
Ists in statistics and theoretical eco-
nomics.

What else are the ex-
pulsion of 8pain from the West Indles
and the Philippines, the fillbustering
expedition agninst China, the Sounth
African outrage, the Indian and Rus-
sinn famines, the loss of the Awerican
steel strike, the starvation and degen-
erntion of the “crackers™ in the South-
ern states of the Union, but eatastro-
phes, the forernnners of that great
final eatastrophe, which even Social-
ism mny not be able to avert? How
will opportunism prevent it, when it
cannot even aceomplish Industrial evo-
lution without catastrophes? Let the
sphinx answer, if it can. ;i

To sum up: Bernstetn's  work,
“Voraussetzungen des  Sozialbanus™
has not demonstrated the fallacy of
the economic conception of history. has
not offered a better explanation of the
problem of value aml  surplus value,
lian not refuted the theory of continual
rotrogression o the general condition
of the working class, and has not
proved that the transition from capital-
ism to Soclalism will take place wlih-
out n eatastrophe, It has greatly in-
terfered with our agitation and sown
discord in our own rankx.  But what
sood has the book done for Soclalixm?
Ounly this: It has stimulsted vs to a
closer study of Marx and Lingeis. 1n
this respect Bernstein hias accomplish-
ed some good.

avernge of $41848 cents a year, or
$1.29 a day, In 1800. In the same states
and territorkes in 1900, 1463365 wage
earners recelved an average of $357.63
ecach a year, or $§L.20 a day. « In some
of the greatest manufacturing states,
where the trusts are mos: powerful,
the decline in wages has been greater.
New Jersey's Industries pald an aver-
nge of $2.24 n day in 1800 and only
$SL52 a day In 1000, the deeline belng
32 per cent.  On the other hand, the
compliation of prices fn “Dua’s Re-
view" for Ilnst Jannary showed that
the cost of living now Is nearly 7 per
cent, higher than 1900, and more than
11 per ceat. higher than in 18N,  The
compilation includes food of all kinds,
clothing, metals, ete. The average fac-
tory worker, therefore, I8 receiving 8
per cent. less wages than fn 1800, and
Is spending 4 to 11 per cent. more
for cost of liying.

This ownership
cnables the capltalists to keep the
workingmen dependent upon them, The
wenpon used by the capitalists is the
nen-representative body of legislators
and lawmakers who are elected by the
vote of the wage earners. They often
use the courts to enforce thelr ends
and call on the mlilitary. The wage
earner must force sald weapons frow
the hands of the oppressing class."

To-day the. machine,
which 1s but an improved and more do-
veloped toal of production, Is owned by
the capitalists and not by the workers,
This ownership enables thé capitalisrs
to control the product and keep the
workefs dependent upon them.

. Private ownership of the means of
production and distribution is respon-
sible for the ever Increasing uncertais-
ty of livelihood and the poverty and
misery of the working class, and It di-
vides soclety into two hostile classes
—the capitallsts and wage-workers.
The once powerful middle class is ran-
ldly disappearing in the mill of com-
petition. The struggle is now between
the capitalist class and the working
class. The possession of the means of
Uvelibood glves to the capitalists the
control of the government, the press,
the pulplt, and the schools, and enables
_them to reduce the workingmen to a
state of Inteldectual, phiysical and social
Inferfority, political subservience and
virtual slavery.

The economic interests of the eap!-
talist class dominate our entire social
system; the lives of the working class
rre recklesaly sacrificed for profit.wars
are fomeated between nations, indie
criminate slaughter s enconraged and
the destruction of whole races is sane-
tioned In order that the capitalists may
extend thelr commerciai dominlon
abroad and enbance thelr supremacy
nt home.

But the same economic canses whicl:
developed capltalism are leading to 8o-
clalismy, which will abollsh both the
capltalist class and the class of wage
workers. And the active force In
Lringlng about this new and higher or-
der of soclety Is the working class. Al
other classes, desplite thelr apparent or
actual conflicts. are alike Interested |n
the upholding of the system of privare
ownership of the instruments of
wealth production.

5. The education of all children up
to the nge of clghteen years, and state
and municipal ald for books, clothing,
and fogd. )

6. Equal civil and political rights for
men and Women,

7. The inltintlve and referendum,
proportional representation and the
right of reecall of representatives by
their constituents,

But in advecating these measures 18
steps In the ovverthrow of capitalism
and the establiashment of the Co-opera-
tive Commonwealth, we warn (the
working class against the so-called
public ownership movements as un at
tempt of the' edpitallsl elaxs to secure
governmental control of publie wtili-
tien for the purpose of obtainlug great-
er security in the exploitation of other
icdustries and not for the amelloration
of the conditions of the working class.
