ARE IN DANGER.

Eminent Student of Labor Question
Points Ost Their Perll—-A Wara.ng
for Amorican Tollers.

John A, Hobson of Oxford Univen
sity, an eminent sociologist and sta-
dent of the labor question, ix visit-
ing in Boston. In an Interview the
other day, he sald:

“In England the organization of la-
bor, from the nature of things, is far
less firm than eapital, 8till, the organ-
ization Is golng on raplty, especally
where machinery Is greatly used and
#Kkill Is required. The trade unfons oh-
Ject 1o the employment of non-union
men, In order to protect thelr organi-
zations, The employers of Eugland
are about to try to break down the Ia-
bor unions dnd to break down the
principle of  collective. bargalning.
They have turned to the two weapoos
of law mad polities. The House of
Lords HAS DECIDED THAT UN-
IONS CAN BE BUED. This will pave
the way for Hiigation, In' which be-
cause of weaker resources, the unions
way be rulned.

“English workmen WILL TURN TD
POLITICE 1F TUEY HAVE THE
BRAINS. In the meantime, as trade
declines, we will see a series of Lig
strikes and lockouts.™

American worklngmen may well

bear these statements In. mind, ac
a warnlag of what Is coming 1’
“thix conntry as well, The plap

of rulming trade. unlons by bringing
damage suits against them bhas been
tentatively sdopted for wore than a
year past, especially by the Natiowal
Metnl Trades Assoclation agalust the
machinixte. It will undoublediy be
carried further.

There are indications, as shown else-
where in this paper, that the most Im-
portant development in the arbitration
of the coal strike may be an attempt 0
foree the unions to incorporate, thuas
making It easy for bosses 1o sue them
for damages in case of strike or Jook-
out or. through the employment of a
few sples, 1o detnand o receivership or
something of the sort af the most critl-
eal moment, tying up all the funds in
the hands of an appointes of the court,
As Mr, Hobson says, “the working-
men wil turn to polities, If they have
the bmins.” That is what the Social-
Ist (Rocial Democratic) Party is in the
field for.

6. Equal civil lnil po'tmcﬂ‘ ﬂ"htl for
‘men and women. - -

their constltuents.

pany requested the Unlon to present
§n agreement embodying the provis
jons of its constitution previding for
ihe annual adjustment of grievances.
This agreement was presented to the
Company om Nov. 23, 1001. The Un-

‘| om heard nothing further, and on Feb.

23 reminded the Company of the mat-
ter. .In reply came a document entl-
tled, *The Declaration of Principles-of
the* National Metal Trades Assocla-
‘thon."

The Company followed thla up by
Inglnln‘ to discharge union machin-
ists, filling’their places with “handy
men and boys. After trying hard to
efféect an amicable settiement, the men
were forced to strike, on April 30, last.

On Aug, 6 the Company beganm sult
for $30,000 damages aud, at the same
time asked for Injunctions to restraln
the strikers from Interviewing appli-
cants for positions fn the strike shop. -

Three unlon men were arrested for
approaching a man about to enter the
shop—presumably a scab—and on SBept.
15 these men were sentenced to o fine
of $50 and costs, with the alternative
of golng to jall for a month. The
magistrate lectured the men and told
them that If they would decide within
ten days to go back to work at the
Company’s terms he would suspend
execution of .the sentence.

The machinists wish to bring before
all their fellow workingmen this out-
rageous abuse of power Ino the Interest
of the bosses by a magistrate sworn (o
administer Impartial justice. Such
things happen, not only In Canada, but
In the United States as well. As Sec-
retary Tremborg of Lodgy 313 remarks
in transmitting the matter: *“Nothing
else can be expected of judges and oth-
er officinls nominated by capitallst in-
fluence and elected on a loose and equi-
voeal platform.  If the workingmen
continue to bhuild their house upon the
sand, whose fault is it when the tem-
pest tumbles It about thelr ears?”
