“PERSONAL SERVICE CONTRACT.

“This Agreement Witnesseth, that
wevesses Agrees to serve the lnterna-
tional Harvester' Comipany (a corpora-
tion) at Iroudale, 11, as an employee
$0 loug as shall be mutually agreeuble
to suid parties; and

“Whereas, Sald lunternational Har-
vester Comtpany is insured by The
Ocean Accldent and Guarantee Corpo-
ration, Limited, against bodily injuries
sustained by the workmen of said In-
ternntionnl Harvester Company at its
Trondale Works, duriug  their empl
ment, effected solely and exclusively
by external, violent and accldental
meank, by virtue whereof, it is pro-
vided in the poliey covering such insur-
ance. subject, however, to the condi-
tions and limitations therein expressed,
that such workmen sbhall receive in-
dewnity as follows:

No Worker's Life Worth
More than $1,500.

*A. If the death of any such em-
ployee shall result within ninety days
from such injuries, Independently of
all other causes,, the corporation will
pay to the assured a sum equal to
twenty-six weeks wages. computed at
the mte per week received by such
injured employee at date of accident,
bit such sum shall pot exceed one
thousand five hundred dollurs.

“B. If sueh Injurles, ludependently
of all other causes, shall Immedintely,
continuously and wholly disabie
prevent any such employee from en-
guging in any other work or occupation
for wages, the corporntion will pay to
the assured an amount equal to one-
Linlf Lis average weekly wages for the
period of such disability, not exceeding
twenty-six weeks in respect of any one
accident.

“C. If any such employee shall
within ninety days as the result of
such Injuries, ludependently of all
other enuses, lose by actual separation
at or above the wrists or ankles both
hands or both feet, or one hand and
one foot. or shall irrecovernbly lose the
entire sight of both eyes, the corpora-
tion will pay the amount specified In
clause ‘A’ above for the death, such
payment to be in lleu of the benefit as
glven by ¢lause ‘B,

“N. If any such emplnyee shall,
svithin ninety days as the resuit of
such injuries, independently of all
othier causes, Jose by actual separation
at or above the wrist or ahkle, one
hand or one foot, the corporation will
pay one-third the amount specified in
clange ‘A" above for death, such pay-
ment to be In lien of the Lenefit as
given by clause ‘B

“I. If any such employee shall,
within ninety days, as the result of
such injurles indopendentiy of all other
cnnses. Irrecovernbly lose the entire

that the injured employee will be fur-
nished, without expense, through the
physiclan and Sngdia'of the company
with such medical snd surgical attend-
ance as may be consldered by him
necessary to the treatinent of any in-
Juries covered hereby, and any medienl
adviser so appolnted shall.be allowed
1o exnmine the persop. or body of sald
employee, If and when vequired.
*“This insurance shall not cover in-
Juries of which there-is no visible

“Froe Contract” always
Means Economic Co-ercionm.

With such a contract In s posses-
slon a capltalist corporation can risk
the lives of its employces with com-
plete impunity. No need to go to the'
expense of bhuylng safety appliances
and guhnding dangerons  machinery
when & workman's death costs noth-
ing. And the jJudicial tools of the capl-
talist cluss can be relled upon to de-
clde that this is a “free contract™ and
that there ean be ne Interference with
the workingman's individoal Uberty to
make a voluntary contract depriving
him of all his meagre legal rights. In
practieal operation the principle of
“freedom of contract” always means
economie coerclon, The workingman
is forced by the threat of starvation
and the pressure of competition for
jobs to take what terms the capitalist
offers, He I8 free to accept the terms
of the capitalist or starve. And so'®
will be 8o long as the means of pro-
duction are owned by a profit-drawing
class and the work done by a propertl-
Jess clage. The only thing that can
invalidate such contracts so long aw
the capitalist system lasts is a Social-
ist court. Before a Saclallst judge
such a contract would be so much
wnste paper.

One of the company’s former em-
ployees writes to the “Chleago Soctal-
ist” as follows regnrding the reception
of this document:

“This contract was handed to the
employees of the Deering works on
Apell 3, to be signed oy Saturday
night, April 4. Those who did not
sign It were discharged,

“About 250 machinist blacksmiths
and carpenters were let out on April 6.
Greame Stewart, the Republican can-
didate for Mayor, went out to the
works and induced the company to
scrateh out the last paragraph In the
contract. Nobody knows what induce-
ment was offered them,

“The men refused thé cohtract alto-
gether and went out .on strike for a
12 per cent. ralse and a nine-hour dny.
They are still out and there are no
signs of a settlement. The men don't
seem to like the Od-cent dollar under
the gold standard adwinistration.”

How the Coal Barons Do It.

The “Scranton Times™ reports a
similar contract demanded by one of
the loeal coal companies which parents
are required to sign when boys make
application to puwek slate at fifty cents
a day., This contract, which Is de-
signed to accomplish “the same end
much more simply and directly, reads
as follows:

“This I8 to certify, that I, the under-
signed, am the legal guardian of .

Letter of Interstate Build-
ers’ and Contractors’
Association.

A  Thoroughly American Decument
Showing that the American Work-
Ingman Is the Freest Being on Earth
and that the Employer Is Mis Best
Friend.

The Worker has received a copy of
a private circular letter sent out to
master bullders and contractors by the
Westerly, R. L., Local Assembly of the
Interstate Bullders’, Contractors’ and
Dealers’ Ansoclation, dated April 2, In
the following terms:

“Dear 8ir:—The carpenters, painters,
and plumbers of Westerly are. on
strike, The Carpenters’ Unlon has a
three-year contract with the master
bLullders which does not expire untll
July, 1903. Nevertheless, the carpen-
ters are ont. They say, “To Hell with
the contract.” We address you to ask
you to potify the members of your as-
sociation not to hire any carpenters,
painters, or plumbers from here. The
enciosed Is a list of the strikers, which
I8 nearly correct. It may come your
turn next, and when It does we shall
be pleased to reclprocate. We wounld
suggest that your organization enter
into some agreement with our main
body covering this matter, as the more
territory covered, the more influence Is
exerclsed.

NEW ROCHELLE, N. Y., April 21,
—The workingmen of lhlu place are to
have their sbare of the Injunction ex-
perience. At the suit of Messfs, Swit-
zer, Woods & Fowler, and Schiotter,
master builders. Bupreme Court Jus-
tice Marean of Brooklyn has issued an
order to the United Brotherhood of

‘A strike of the bullding mdel has
been on for some time and has
conducted with perfect order and with

remarkable snccess so far, a large part’

of the men brought in to take the
etrikers’ places having quit when the
situation was explained to them. To
explain to such a man that he is being
used by the Bullders' and Contractors’
Assoclation agalnst his fellow work-
men Is, of course, to “interfere” with
the mnsters’ business—hence the In-
Junction.

CARPENTERS’ STRIKE.

Tactics of Division by Which the Capi-
talists Weaken the Forces of Labo's

The fight between the United Broth-
erhood of Carpenters and Jolners of
Amerlea, nnd the Amnlgamated Soclety
of Carpenters and Joiners, with head-
quarters at Manchester, England,
which has led to the present strike of
carpenters in this city, Is the culmina-
tion of a long series of grievances ex-
tending over a number of years. Some
eight years since about ten or eleven
different carpenters’ organizations ex-
isted in this city, whose differences
were enrefully nursed by the capitalist
organizations of master bullders, mas-
ter carpenters and manufacturers for
the purpose of playing one against the
other and exploiting all

The Brotherhood and the Amalga-
mated were both then in the field. The
policy of the Brotherhood as u national
organization has been since its Incep-
tion in 1881, to unite all the workers in
the craft into one powerful organiza-
tion, and secure thorough unity of anc-
tion.

It has absorbed
one after another of the carpenters’ or-
ganizations of this city, until at the
beginning ef 1901 only the Brotherhood
and the Amalgamated remained. At
the present time the membership in
good standing of the Brotherhood In
this city is 12,000; the total member-
ship of the Amalgamated Society in the
fifty-four branches in the United States
ando Canada is 3,515, of whom 554 be-
long to the six branches in New York
nd Brooklyn. These figures are taken

the use of unr-lr trim and other lho]l l
carpenter work, which for ycars has
threntened the existence of locul mwe-
chanles; also the actions of the rep-
resentatives of the Amanlganmated So-
clety who contlnuolisly strove to dis-
place Brotherhood men on the best jobs
in the city by demanding representa-
tion on the bulldings and creating ull
possible trouble when thelr demands
were pot complied with,

Finally, In the early nart of 1001, the
conditions becume 50 unbearable that
the District Council of the Brotherhood
decided “immediately to take steps to
bring about one orgamzation of car-
penters.” The Bullding Trades Coun-
ell, with which both organizations were
affiliated at that time, was notified of
this resolution, but took no action.
Shortly thereafter a firm of builders un-
dertook to use pon-union trim on two
bulldings located at Sixty-third street
and Madison avenue, and at Battery
Purk. The Brotherhood men working
on the bullding in Sixty-third street
were discharged, being told that they
would not handle that stuffl anyhow;
and on the following diy Amalgamated
men took thelr places. The Brother-
hoodhood then declared a strike on all
work being done by this firm, and the
war against the Amalgamated was on,
Despite the efforts of the Amalgamated
Bociety to till the pinces vacated by the
Brotherhood by importing men from
Boston, Washington and other cities,
and advertising for non-union men to
take out cards in thelr organization and
fill the places of the strikers, they
failed; and after a few days the
Brotherhood won and all Amalgamated
men were removed from these jobs, It
was then they sought the assistance of
the Butiding Trades Comnefl and that
body demanded that the Brotherhood
abrogate thelr agreement with this
firm and have the Amalgamated men
reinstated, which the Brotherhood re-
fused to do. Suospension from the
Building Trades Councll followed, and
the Brotberhood entered the Board of °
Défekates of the Bullding Trades. All

struck against this firm to secure the
reinstatement of the "Amalgamated
men on their work, and, after a strike
of severn]l weeks duration, were defeat-
ed, returfied to work, dissolved the
Building Trades Councll, and jolned
into a pnew body with the Board of
Delegates under the name of “United
Banrd” which hody is in existence to-
day. By this action both the Brother-
hood and Amnignmated again became
members of the same central body,

However, immedintely after the for-
mation of this body it decided “that
all trudes remain neatral in all matters
as to and between the United Brother-
hood and the Amalgamated Carpen-
ters.” The war went on. The Amal-
gamated persistently refused all over-
tures and propositions for an amalga-
mantion of the two organizations,

Last spring a strike of nearly two
hundred Brotherhood men took place
on the Stokes Hotel at Seventy-third
sgtreet and Broadway against unfalr
trim recelved from Detroit. No Amal-
gamnated men were then working on the
Job.  This grievance was found just,
and supported by all other trades stop-
ping work in sympathy with the Broth-
erhood. In a week's time the matter
was settled by the contractors signinz
an agreement to rectify the matters
complained of, and the trades returned
to work. Within a day or two, how-
ever, it became apparent that the con-
tractors did not intend to perform their
part of the agreement, and the Brother-
hood men aganin stopped work. Then
the Amalgnmated carpenters went to
work in the places of the striking
Brotherhood men. Complaint belng
made to the Board of Delegates by the
Brotherhood. they refused to take
action and the Brotherhood conse-
quently severed its connection with
the Board.

As both the Brotherhood and the
Amalgamated Soclety are afiliated
with the American Federation of La-
bor, the Brotherhood preferred charges
against the Amalgamnted to the con-
vention of the A. F. of L. at New Or-
leans last November, citing thelr griev-
ances and demanding the revocation of
the charter of the rival body. The con-
vention, gfter a full discussion of the
case, decided that the Brotherhood and
the Amalgamated Soclety were each t8
appoint a committee of five, these to
select an impartial eleventh person as
umpire, for the purpose of amalgamat-
ing the two organizations; this com-
mittee to meet within ninety days from
the adjournment of the convention.
This promised to bring peace to the
trade and effect the desired result, The
Amalgamated Bociety, however, imme-
dlnol: lm.-r the close of the convention
a b of sirikes
lnllnt bullders employing Brother-
hood men, demanding that half of these

placed with Amalgamated men,
In this they were assisted by the Board
of Delegates. When, in February last,
the two committees of five met In New
York City pursuant to the resolution of
the A. F. of L., the representations of
the Boclety

ment; preserving thelr separate auton-
omy, a plan which years of experience
bhad proved to be lmpracticable,

They have since then threatened seve
erul bullders with strikes unless thelr
unemployed members were put to work
and Hrotherhood men displaced. The
latest iustance of this is the Blair
bullding. As these tactics were being
pursued only on siugle jobs, and against
individual buflders, the Brotherhood
wns forced to call & general strike In
Manhattan Borough to demonstrate the
utter inability of the Amalgamated to
supply the men or do the work. Of this
they have unquestionably made a suc-
cess. The Amalgamated carpenters,
despite dally advertisement for pon-
unlon men to join their ranks to be put
to work as strike-breakers on the
largest Jobs, desplf thelr employment
bureausdn this and other cities, despite
thelr briuging men here from Washing-
ton, Boston, and other places, despite
thelr bids for members of the Brother-
hood to desert and join their ranks,
have signally falled to supply even a
corpornl’s guard of the thousands of
carpenters required to do the work of
this clity.

The bullders, If they chose, could
stop these petty annoying strikes of the
Amalgamated by slmply deciding In
thelr organization, the Bullding Trades
Club, to suspend- operations till the
trades stop fighting each other. They
cannot earry on operations without the
Brotherhood, under present conditions,
and it is only a question of time when
other bullding trades will be largely
idle, owing to the carpenter work not
being up to time. There Is no question
of the ability of the Brotherhood to ex-
tend the strike even further and to
force the stoppage of carpenter work
throughout the greater city. But it Is
not the policy of the employers to favor
peace. Thelr policy Is to exploit the
working class and degrade labor, and
tothhendlmmnul-uummw
samated. Soclety, and furtbering the
ducord Innrdertohivathewwkthh

divided against each other,
nnd"ﬁ‘ Play “one “orghnizatién against
the other for their own advantage and
to disrupt the working clags by pre-
venting the formation of a single
strong union In the carpenters’ trade,

If any one doubts this, let him look
at the “Real Estate Record and Bulld-
er's Guide” of April 11. He will there
find the bullders advised “to help the
Amalgamated Soclety, even if they lose
some mopey by it, as it will be better
for them to have two organizations di-
vided and antagonistic to each other
than one strong and powerful unlon.*
And in the {ssue of April 18, on pages
T61 and 703, will be found more in the
same tenor. Look at the garbled and
false reports of the capitalist press,
Lagt, but not least, ponder on the action
of n prominent member of the Manu-
facturers’ Asosciation, with a factory
in West Thirty-fourth street, near
Tenth avenue, who on Friday last hare
angued his  Brotherhood employees
with ‘a scurrilons speech endeavoring
to throw discredit on thelr cnosen lead-
ers and representatives, inviting them
to become strike-breakers In his shop,
and finally handing each one a card re-
questing them to desert thelr organiza-
tion and join the Amalgamated Soclety.

And what shall be sald of other
trades who obstruct and seek to pre-
vent unity and harmony in a sister
trade, to obstruct the formation of a
single and powerful union? Verily,
they are sowing the wind, to reap the
whirlwind., Yet, despite  the dis-
ruptive tactice of the exploiters of la-
bor and of the enemies of the labor

who Is familiar with the facts can
doubt what the end will be, It Is only
n question of time, only a question of
how much hardship must be endured;
there s no question that unity of or-
ganization must finally prevail.

Let us hope that this struggle will
be another mile-stone In the forward
march of the proletariat to unity of
action at the ballot-box as well as In
the shop, to the end that we will strike
together on the political fleld and put
an end to the system of exploitation
that breeds such dissension among
those who ought to live In harmon;

ANTI-STRIKE LAW

A bill has passed the South Carolina
Senate which prohibits cotton and
woolen factories and their operatives
from enguging in sympathetic strikes
and lockouts. The penalty is a fine of
$100 a day. 8o far as lockouts are
concerned, the bosses can easily close
a mill and say that business is bad or
that to grant higher wages or reduc-
tion of hours will bankrupt them. That
the Southern capltalists think it neces-
sary to demand such a lnw Is eloquent
testimony to the aw akening of the
wage-workers of the South.

As the particles of matter which
make up the physieal, have a habit of
coming to, gathering and staying
around, a point which we call the cen-
ter of gravity, so the thoughts of men
do cluster to the collective thought, and
men themselves have ever been gravi-
tating to the social man. The habit
when acquired by matter Is called a
law. Whether the law preceded sop-
arately the habit or the habit separate-
Iy preceded the law, would be a ques-
tion for vain debate only. All the legi-
timate demands of the mind and of
use are satistied by assuming the law
and babit to be lnseparable and one.
That law Is the babit of matter and
that habit Is the law of man, This is
a trm and broad foundation enough
for uny haman philosophy.

The socinl thinking of to-day Is an
energy, coming from within the race,
begotten daring the age clashings of
matter, even asx electron, that spark
Indomitable wax first born. In this
way, mankind fashing back upon each
other each one's sense of each, aml in
the mighty hnman effort of everybody
to help bimself by glving pleasure to
others.a reciprocity of need, of intent,
of effort and will at last produced au
common potency--a potency produced
first between two and depending alto-
gether upon them at one time; then
coutinued by wany, and depending less
upon any oue or any few, and then ex-
ercised by very muny, and depending
little, depending less, depending least,
and finally not at all depending upon
persons, it became an Independent so-
cial force, peenliar to mankind, An
original force. though it be Increasable,
and Is still the product of reciprocity
as to I8 Intensencss and power—the
social urge, which will in time give
place to the immense tranquility of the
social habit,

This great collective psycho fulfills
all the essentials of a universal human
soul or lnw, because it is itself at once
a product and a producer. The product
of bhelng togetior, It 18 also the pro-
ducer of more togetherness. The prod-
uet of early physical assoclation, it was
stricken forth of buman brains; the.
spark of mental association, the light
and heat of soclal habitarlanism, it
passed from bLrain to brain.  Like the
-electric spark, it could not dwell in
auy single brain. It runs and lives, It
wust have a  circuit; it must run
through many: it must have no Isolate
lives in its circnit; it abhiors insulation.
The product of orgnnization, it bas in
turn an action like that of a certain
window-catch I have seen, which not
only holds together but draws together
as It In closed. The product of the or-
ganization habit, It becomes itself in
turn an orgnnizing power, and thus
reciproeates until the redemption of
man from egolsm and private master-
ship. The product of a physical neces-
#ity ont of some tremendons physical
peril that ouce struck a few of the
early men, was this power to put two
brain-lmpressions on one vital cord; oun
one conunon interest, and from that
day forth it was created the creator,

The human miud is approaching its
rest. It has beea perplexed with this
problem for many ages, “Admittiug a
moulding potency,” sald the poor vie-
tims, into our affairs, shall we deem
it to be Independent of us and omuipo-
tent over us, our creator and our king,
or shall we deem it onr own creation,
the mere product and puppet of our
Will?"  Hetween these two horus. the
faith and fear of man have been tossed
for ages in fatile agony; and in futlle
agony will they continue to be tossed
between sacerdotalism and the varions
forms of spiritual individual dominion-
ism, wutil the dissolution of faith and
fear Into living powers of associate
thinking: of mental and habitual or
ganization.

The law that obtalns among us does
not think by itself nor do by Itself. It
13 our product. Yet not produced by
us with any conscliousness of a deliber-
ate purpose. It is not a thonght nor
a thinker; it Is not a deed nor a doer
but of collective thoughts and thinkers,
deeds and doers. It bas its being In a
wari vital reflex that draws and keeps
in strong arms of fellowship without
love. If, as individuals, we should ever
try to produce It, we shall be produe-
ing something else. When we begin
to organize for it, it will be cold.-
When we talk or think of ourselves
as following after or selzing it, or ad-
miring it, worshipping it, or calling
ourselves fond of it, it is golng away
from us. It is a mirror that reflects
and yet suffers you not 1o see yourself
in it. It ix not a direct product. nor a
direct producer for the single life; It |
therefore, culls for no loyalty from you
to itself. It could not be worshipped
by you, It ean be understood oaly by
mankind together.

When we are thinking in the mass,

become as the stoms in one great or-
gunlsm, denylug every part for the
whole,—we are socinlly saved.
“'Whatever faults we may find with
modérn eapitalism, we can take no ex-
ception to its organizations, - Every
gain made by capitalism as a maker
of international greovek along which
the habitual activities of nations nave
Deen taught to move Is a definite galn
to the race salvation. Capitalism gives
us everything of Soclalism but the
mind and life of It. It gives us an lo-
Industrial activity ifnstead of the old
church, diplomatic and military ne-
tivity, At the end of the capitalistic
evolution, it Will leave us in possession
‘of that flower of all human wisdom
and experience, social, economlie activ-
ity and international intercourse; but
with petals bloodless and coloriess. It
remajns for Roclalism to tip those
petals and to tmpregnate with the life
color and fragrance those ghostly
flowers, as yet only oulllnes, inere
forms, wajting for the flush of life. Or
rather, let me bring back this flower
to the bud. Capitalism bas no more
energy to spare, she has brought them
thus far and can no farther. If yon
nlp off all these buds bLut one, or two,
mayhap it would yet yleld one little
flower of true social activity. But nn,
there shall no social energy be thus
destroyed. The foregoing conditions
which prepured these buds and Iatt
them n our age for us to make them
bloem demands that we shall breathe
from the roots up Inte them the revo-
lutionary energy that bids the little
folded bud-babes to break through thelr
cerements, which, without more Soclal-
{sm n the life energy, are likely to be,
instend of cradle wraps, their shrouds.
All is ready for evolution to bring forth
fts  fruitful bod. Experience has
hrought us up to this point, now let
the man of action ceme—the man of
action socially inapired to destroy no
buds, but to save all that is, the con-
servative evolutional, and therefore
revolutionary Socinlist.

SOCIALISM IN FINLAND.

The Socialist movement is rapidly
galuing ground in Finland, according
to a writer in "La Revue Soclaliste.”
Two Socialists have recently been
elected to the municipal council of
Helxingfors, the capital—Drockila, a
journalist, and Haekland, a wood-
worker; and in the city of Tamersfors
three of our candidates have been suc-
cessfui. Three dally papers published
in the Finnish langunage support the
Soclalist movement and the party pos-
sesses nlso a1 weekly paper published
in the Swedish language, which Is
spoken by s large proportion of the
*people. Daily papers there are evi-
‘dently, however, not quite what they
are here, for the nggregate circulation
of the four papers Is put at about
80,000 coples a week. Still, this is not
bad for Finland, as the population of
the country is only three millions, of
whom but eighty thousand are Indus-
trinl workers, far the greater part be-
|ng engaged In agriculture. The em-
ployerl of HelsIngfors have decided to
‘concede the closing of their establiah-
ments on the First of May—partly
from motives of prudence, partly, per-
bhaps, from a recognition of the fact
that the labor movement Is now the
most vital expression of the Finnish
npational sentiment. The rapld growth
of Sociallsm In this agricultural coun-
try Is largely a reaction agalust the ng-
gresslons of the Russian government,
which I8 ohviously bent on depriving
the grand duchy of the politieal and
clvil liberties which have heretofore
distinguished It from other parts of the
empire and on forcibly Russifying the
country. The writer justly ohserves
that It will be the part of wisdom for
the Timmish Soclalists to carefully
nvoid the danger of attaching too
much importance to the issme of na-
tional autonomy and to make every
effort to keep In tonch with the Social-
ist movement of other countries and
especinlly with that of Russia, as the
one power of which the Czar's govern-
wment s really afraid.

The most encournging feature of the
whole matter -Hes In the fact that the
recent election returns from Pennsyl-
vania have shown that a very large
number of miners are aware of the im-
portanee of having governmental
power on their side, and are uniting
with the Socialist Party to that end. If
Mitchell stands in the road to this
movement 48 the poblic press credits
him with domg, he will simply be
crushed beneath it. The prestige

THE DUTCH STRIKE.

a t of Events Leadl up

to the Recent Movement, as Given in
“Neue Zeit."

From the pages of the April “Inter-
natlonal Socialist Review” we take
the following article, translated by A.
M. Simons from the German of Her-
man Gorter lu “Neue Zeit," giving an
account of the events which' led up to
the Dutch general strike of April ¢
and the followlug days. The reader
will, of course, observe that when the
terin “general strike” Is used In this
article, it refers, not to the events of
two or three weeks ago, but to the
strike of dock and rallway employees
preceding.

“We thought we were far behind In
the International labor movement. The
‘great Industry’ has very slowly de-
veloped In Iolland., The domination
of the small businesses, the anarchist
propaganda, the power of religlous
fdeas, the dull indiffercuce of the mass
—all these operated to hinder the de-
velopment of the lubor movement.

“One year ago the situnation ap-
peared almost hopeless. But the pro-
letariat is an unknown quantity, All
the powers of the furure slumber in it,
and it is as Impossible for one to’ deter-
mine the exact moment In  which
wuter will turl intu tee, or lightning
to strike from the clouds, as to deler-
mine beforehnnd the moment of
the outbirenk of the acenmulnted revo-
lutionary energy of the proletariat.
There are critical times that pass over
dunlly and heavily and again a lttle

aath, nn imperceptible disturbance
of equilibrinm  sufMces to gather to-
gether the . clouds for a mighty
teampest. .

“The experience of the last year has
greatly changed the view of the So
cial Democracy In regard to the gen-
eral strike. To be sure we had already
given up the original position of abso-
lutely refecting the general strike, bhut
tha Indifference and even the half con-
vietien of the justifieation of this
powerful neans of clase stroggzle has
grown In fust the degree thaf the {dea
of thix weapon has enterwd Iuto Soclal
Demaoceracy. Even If wo consider tha
general sirlke of x\ll laborers. as sought
after by the Anarchists, utopian amld
if we reject the fdea that the general
strike Is the only wenpon, the panacen
of (the proletapiat {for whither shall
come the neeessary  organization,
training and discipline for the general
strike without the experience galned
in the dally political and economle
stroggle?), we  have, nevertheless,
learned to recognize it as a powerful
weéapou whoee application we nmst
learn to study and which will be more
and more favorably looked upon by
all Soclalists,

“The general strike of the Dutch
railrond workers whose first, and per-
haps only, act has just concinded may
be considered here as a typlcal case.
It began as a pure expression of soli-
darity by the strikers, but by Its con-
clusion it had Jed not alone the as-
sisted comrades, but the railroad work-
ers themselves to a full victory, and
as a result hgd bronght to maturity
another strike, that of the Amsterdam
munlelpal workers, that in all prob-
ability will be’crowned with a similar
result. ;

“For several years the Amsterdam
Dock and Transport workers have had
a strong economic organization. Out
of numerous raw elements the prin-
ciples of organization and solidarity
have been disciplined into battalions
obedient to the will of the majority
and their representatives. Truly bat-
talions for from their very founda-
tions battling has been the life of this
organization. It Is made up, of many
trades Including the ‘Bootwerker,’ the
warelonse workers and the people
who are engaged in the handiing of
goods around the numerous water-
ways, and warehouses, such as dock
laborers, etc.

“According to the decislon of the
International Congress of Pransport
Workers held at Paris these bodles
were combined into a federation. In
1008 there was another collision be-
tween these unions and the wareh
corporations, known in Dutch as the
Veemen,! The strike ended with the
victory of the warehouse workers, who
were assured among other things that
from now on they would never be
compelled to work with noo-union
Iaborers.

for the boycotted firmns, and po the
strike continued 40 grow. <
“A complication of much greater

significance very soon appeared, owing |.

to the following circumstances: One
dock In Amsterdam is set apart for
bulky goods, as for example Spanish
fron ore, to be loaded directly from
the ships Into the raflroad ears. At
this dock hundreds of rallroad work-
ers, switchmen, machinists, ete., are
engaged in the assemblage of the
goods destined for Germany. The
question now arose: What will these
men do if they must handle cnrs
loaded by strike-breakers? To be sure
this question did not concern the fed-

erated dock laborers but the union of |°

the railroad men.

“In contrast to the dock workers;
whose history—at least during the Jast
few years—has been a succession of
victories, the rallroad workers have
been able to assert themselves only
under great dificnlties, With the rise
of the first Bocialist movewent the
first organization of the rallroad work-
ers had also arisen, but employers and
anarchistic influences split them. Af-
ter a very long apathy we see them
now, like the whole Bocialist move-
ment, again gaining in strength. In
the first place the machinists and fire-
men formed a very strong organiza-
tion. The conductors and other trade
workers followed and joined with the
former in a federation, and finally the
whole movement found a new and
firm center in a union of the govern-
mental employees, which In Utrecht
had developed from an almost imper
ceptible beginning to a powerful fight-
Ing organization.

“Now, on the 20th of January, when
the switchmen were ordered to handle
boyeotted cars, they refused service
and their action was followed by the
whole 500 railroad workers who were
occupled on this dock, and who also
lald down their work. The representn-
tives of the unions Involved met with
the directors of the Holland rallrond

corporations. but without result, so

that the same eveping, In an as
semblage of rallroad workers In Am-
sterdam, the strike was decided upon
by a vote of 702 to 28 becanse (he
directors had refused their demands,
The same conclusion was reached on
the same night by numerous assem-
blages ‘n many larger and smaller
cities,

“The strike was declared as a purely
sympathetic strike. To be sure a feiw
demnands for the betterment of thelr
own conditfon were made—this was
very natural-but the motive of It
from the beginning to end was that of
helping the threatened comrades in
other branches, and on the attaioment
of this end they again took up thele
laber,

“Fortunately for the extension of
the strike, especially among the unor-
ganlzed workers amounting to -9.000
out of 17,000 railrand workoers, thero
was a long accumuiated hatred
against  the railroad  corporations,
haredd upon low wages and inhumanly
long hours of labor and a determina-
tion to crush out every germ of organ!-
zation by general rnles. The fedemn-
tion was led hy ‘antl-parlinmentary’
Socialists, while the railroad workers
were led by Social Demoernts and the
larger proportion of thelr membership
were Boclal Democrats..  Both of thesa
otherwise bitterly fighting factions co-
operated harmonjouslty in this cnse,
and this co-operation brought about
the rrandest results.

“On the day after the meeting the
unfons were once more approached hy
the employers. By that time there
was a very notlicenble stoppage of
traffic and the employers took on a
new tone. First concession: recogni-
tion of the orgnnization from now on.
This In Hself was an Important vie-
tory. Further: in the disputed dock
nothing more shall be done, ‘'with full
compensation to the strikers, until the

conclusion of the strike. Finally, and |,

this was the most Important of all, em-
ployers agreed to request the govern-
ment to abolish the article of the rail-
rond regulations which compellod the
raflrond employees under all condi-
tions to accept goods for transportn-
tion. Meanwhlle, the strike continued
in and around Amsterdam. If the gov-
ernment denied the suspension then
the strike would extend at one stroke
over the whole country,

“In the evening assemblages were
again held. One may !magine what
rejolcings there were, Vicetory was in
sight. Amidst these rejoicings all the
unions pledged their support, and at
midnight every depot in Amsterdam
was vacant. The next morning not a
traln came into Amsterdam. A zone
was created Into which no locomotive
dared come. Telegrams in great num-
bers poured Into the headquarters of
the rallroad workers from the raflroad
employees in all parts of the country
pledging themselves to lay down their
work at the first signal. In many
places the strikes broke out spon-
taneously.

“The great question was now, What
will the government do? Will they
agree to the suspension of this article
and grant to the laborers that the cars
filled with boycotted goods shall not
be touched nor switched nor sent
through to Germany? Feverish sus-
pense relgned. The directors of the
rallroad, together with a committee of
the workers, had gone to the Hague
to consult with the ministers. Mean-
while the military was poured into
Amsterdam from all directions. Dis-
turbing news items were heard to the
effect that tralns were to be forced
tarough the guarded zone. But even
before the dispatches announcing this
decislon had been sent to the different
organizations, the answer of the gen-
eral directors of the rallroads came:
‘We grant to your members the right
not to switch the wares of “Veemen"
‘whose dock laborers are on strike and
maintain all the other concessions of
yesterday.! Everything was won. The

The Soclallst Party will conticue to give
Its ald nud assistance to the ecconomic
struggles of organized laber regardiess of
the affillation of the trade unfons engaged
in the straggle, and will take no sides In
any dissensions or strifes within the trade-
unlon movement, The party will also con-
tiune to solicit the sympathy and support
of all trade orgasizations of lnboer without
allowing Itself to be made the ally of any
oue division of the trade-union movement
as agulnst ansther,

We aiso declure that we deem It dnwise
to Invite trade unionis as such to be repre-
sented fu the political conventioms of our
party.

workers still stood with thelr weapons
at their sides. Everyoue waited to sce
what the govermment wouid do. They
had avelded any direct answer to the
rallroad corporation, declared the ques.
tion to be a private affalr of the rail-
road, and refused to interfere, But
from flie bourgeols standpoint guch a
position cannot be maintained. The
bourgeols press of all political com-
plexions shrieked for laws agninst the
railroad workers and demanded the
bringing in of the militia to serve as
strike-breakers,

““On tiw other hand, the labor organ-
Ization grew as never before, and the
willingness for battle was greatly In-
creased by the result of the election
and by the result of the rafiroad strike,
so that just now the thousands of
munieipal laborers 1a Amsterdam are
threatening to strike. The government
will seon be driven out of its passive
position, But whether it will enact
any oppressive legislation or attempt
to legally regulate the wage contract,
or whether it will seek to split the
Iabar union of the raliroad workers
with the help of the unorganized
Inborers and the Catholic Labor
unions, no one can tell as yet.

“Little consolation can be derived
from the fact that the goverament has
called out the reserves for the two
years past so that all the garrisons
bave three times thelr customary
strength. Amsterdam especially 18
bristling with soldiers. The Bocial
Democracy as a party has not yet en-
tered into the battle--not even the Par-
Hamentary fraction--since the Cham-
ber has not yet met, To be sure our
comrades, and especially the members
of the Chamber, have everywhere been
fighting in the front ranks. Now it
must depend upon the attitude of the
government as.to what the party will
do. Domela Nieuwenhuis and the An-
archists sought to make capital out of
the strike, but they have scarcely been
able to obtaln many results, For it
was just the firm, well-bullt organlza-
tion against which they have ulways
clamored, to which the successful re-
sult of the strike Is due,

“For the carrying out of such a sud-
den and unexpected extensive strike
requires a schooling, and an organiza-
tion such as is seldom to be found to-
day. Now I would certainly not say
that such a schoollug and organization
was already existing in Holland to-

day.

""But if the weapon of the general
strike Is to be utllized, then the organi-
zation.must be so bullt up that this
weapon will stand ready for instant
use. For the certalnty of success in a
general strike lies in Its suddenness.
Ever more numerous and greater will
become the great strikes and out-
breaks of this character which shake
the soclal life of the nation to its
foundation. It Is not the case of the
theory forming the reality, but the
reality being recognized and grasped
by the theory. Most lmportant of all,
we see similar phenomena in Belgium,
Sweden, France, Austria, America and
Switgerland. The antagonlsms grow

single struggles between capital and
labor galug in extent and the great
general strikes draw nto the struggloe
bodies of otherwise Indifferent la-
borers.”

It would seem, from reports so far
at hand, that the latest phase of the
struggle hax shown that Comrade
Gorter was right in doubting whether
the schooling and organization neces-
sary to the successful carrying out of

land, and that the temporary victory
rests with the government and the em-
ployers, This does not fiecessarily fm-
ply, however, that the movement has
been a fallure. It Las undoubtedly
made a profound impression both on
the capitalsts and on the workers—
warning-the former and teaching the
latter both their power and the need
of a better organization and direction
of that power.

CAN MEVER WIN RESPECT,

Labor lobbying in Congress or 8
state legislature s an Insult to the In.
telligence of the working class, Lahor
has the numerical strength to come into
possession of the earth and the fullness
thereof, but Is held back by ylelding
obedience to the counsel of salaried
frauds, whose treason to humanity
would shame a Judas.
