ent cnse and which has boon cloued
by dismissal.

“largest contribution. $5,000 came from
. the United Mine Workers'of America,
© of Hlinols, The smaHest contribution,
10 ventk, was sent In as ‘A Widow's
. Mite.”

In oppo;lnnn to this fund, the leg-

isluture of Idaho has sppropriated
. $100,000, The mine owners of Col-
e orado-also-have contributed-a fund es-.
‘thnated at about $250,000.

The handllng of tne defense fund
since it was started, soon after the
urrest of Moyer and Haywood in Feb-
ruary, 1904, has been with the most
thoro and systematic bul!nmmomod.l
in the office of Acting Secretary-treas
urer Kirwan. An [nspection of the ac-
counts of the fund was recently made
by Kirwan before a newspaper repre-
sentative, in behalf of the many con-
tributors. There is in preparation an
ftemized statement for each contribu-

By the time the Moyer-Haywood-
Pettibone trial begins, Mr. Kirwan be-
Heves the fund will have reached
more than $100000. He also has as-
surances from many labor unions that
‘more  funds will be forthcoming if

ditions would indicare.

SOME OMITTED FACTS.

Idn Husted Harper closed an ar-
ticle in “Collier's” of Mar. 16, on “The
Suffragettes’  In England with the
statement: *“The Labor Party; which
gives evidence of heing able to domin-
ate. Parllament In the near future, is
pledged to enfranchise women. At the
great labor conference of the United
Kingdom heid at Belfast'in January,
a resolution In favor of suffrage for
all adult men and women was carried
by over a two-thirds vote.” This Is not
all the truth, but only part of it. Th»
Labor PParty conference did adoptsuch
n ru.oluuon. but as against mqther re-
soltition declaring for the b “which
the lnlfrngﬂ.tu are demanding, Under
the present franchise laws of England
A large proportion of the workingmen
cannot vote and the woman suffrage
bill over which such a noise has been
made {s based on the existing prop-
erty qualifications, so that large num-
bers of wnrklng:nen could not vote
even if this bill wss enacted. There
i# nlso an agitation being carried on
for complete adult suffrage for both
gexes to which Soctalists generally
are glving support, but this movement
does not recelve the press attention in
England and America which the
limited suffrage movement receives.
And since Mrs. Harper does not give
these facts we consider it of interest
enough to our mdtﬂ to make up the
deficiency.

A SURE BIGN OF DECOMPOSI-
TION.

It Is not often the fate of any cult
that conditions should force its adher-
ents to admit that its doctrines are a
hopeless jumble of contradictions and
absurdities. Neither 1s it given to
many to chant a requiem at their own
funeral. That would be a unique ex-
perience and it seems Incredible that
anyone should think it possible, That
it s possible we have the word of no
less an authority than the New York
“World.” .

As a spokesman of what has passed
under the name of the “Democratic
Party"” that paper, in reply to another,
asks the following questions:

But what Is a Democrat In thiz- partl-
cular year of the Lord? If Mr. Bryan s
a Democrat, what Is Mr. Cieveland? If
Mr. Cleveland is a Demoerat, what s Mr.
Hearst? If Mr. Hearst Is a Democrat,
what Is Judge Parker? - If Judge Parker is
a Democrat, what are Murphy, Conners,
and McCurren? If they are Demoerats;
what 1s Woodrow Wilson? If he s a
Democrat, what s Tom Taggart? If Tuag-
aurt Is a Demoerat, what are Danlel and
Rayner apd Culberson and Morgan and
John Sharp Willlams? And if they ute
Democrats, what nre Ryan apd Belmont.

Then to deepen the bewlilderment
that the mere mention of these names
suggest, the “World” also proposes its
plutform, so as to be In the running,
which platform we condense as fol-
lows for the sake af brevity: For the
“constitutional doctrine  of state
rights,” denouncing encroachment by
the Federnl authority upon the several
states and demanding natfonal regu-
lation in Interstate commerce; (e«
nouncing centralization; for the gold
standard; against ‘“soclalistie  en-
cronchments upon republican institu-
tions,"” but favoring “municipal own-
ership within the limits of every city,
stute ownership within the boundaries
of évery state, and national ownership
of railroads, telegraphs and facilities
of interstat¢ cowmerce”; denouncin
political corruption; and Insisting that
no candidate be allowed to
mote than $250,000 to “buy office’; op-
posing  corporation  interference {n
political affairs, “except as may he
necessary to protect vested interests
and the rights of widows and or-
phans™; freedom of trade between na-
tions; and finzlly, denouncing “Theo-
‘dore Roosevelt as a usnurperiof powei
who tramples the constitution unde-
foot” and pointing with pride to the
record of the democratiec senntors and

representatives in upholding by thelr

votes” the hands of President Rooge-
velt in his great struggle for the maln-
tenunice of populir rights.” :

This platforin itself so well exempli-

spend !

fies the contradictory and facing-all-
ways-at-once policy of the democratic
party that little need be added to ex-
pose it as a confession ‘of hopeless Lin-
potency. Could  anything be more
naive than the denouncing of Presi-
dent Roosevelt as an usurper and then
sanctioning his *“great struggle for
popular rights,” both in the one sen-
tence? And yet this very declaration
presents on the political fleld the men-
tal condition of the small capitallsts,
pursued and beaten and almost routed
in the Industrial field, as they sgee thelr
small hoards swnllowed by the large
caplitalists. A class stricken with fear
and nghlhig a losing battle is hardly
capable of agreeing on any definite
line ‘of defense. Especially is thix
true if they have In thelr counsocls
those of the conquering class who pur-
posely add to their confusion Ly their
influence In the “party.”

The Democrate Party has no mis-
slon except to exhibit the weakness
and lack of coheslon of the conflicting
elements that sustain it. No utter-
ance or confession by any of its self-
appointed spokesmen could add to the
force of this truth. It is apparent to
everyone not biased by a caplitalist
mode of thought, And the pitiless
grind of industrial evolution will make
these Incongrous elements more ridi-
cnlous as time goes on.  The future
belongs to the working class and the
Socinlist Party Is preparing for that
future,

GALL.

The capitalist dafilies are busy lec-
turing workingmen about the “lesson
of San Francisco,” meaning thereby
the exposure of Mayor Schmitz as a
grafter. The New York "Globe” (Mar.
20) for Instance, says:

The rank and flle of the labor un-
fons should look more ecarefully to
their leadership. The men they de-
pute to speak in their name are too of-
ten grafters of the worst type, ready
to traffic with predatory caplitalists.
Intelligent Iabor unionists know this,
yet they permit themselves to be
played upon by appeals to thelr worst
prejudices. It is time for working-
men's organizations to clean house—
to repudlate practically all of the pres-
ent day labor politicians.

Now this Is the sublimated essence
of monumental gall. There i& no dis-
puting that some labor officials have
been corrupted—but they were cor-
rupted by capitalists. And in propor-
tion there are fewer renegades in the
Iabor movement than in any other in
the world. Mayor Schmitz may be all
that is sald of him, but even then he
is no more than the thousands of
gum-shoe politiclans who have be-
trayed and heartlessly hamstrung the
working class for years bLefore
Schmitz was ever heard of, or any of
his kind.

The point is that while some of the
“labor politicians” are no better than
they should be papers like the “Globe”
are not in a position to criticise the
workers for choosing these “labor
politicians” to represent them. When
the “Globe” can show a clean bill of
particulars on Its own side than it
may be In order for It to talk. Bad
as they may have been (and we sub-
mit that they are frequently more
-lnn.ed against than sinning) all the
Parks’ and Schmritz’s that ever took a
paltry bribe from a slwmy capitalist
bribe-giver, are as white as new fallen
snow as compared to the rotten gang
that the parties. of the “Globe,”
“World,” *“Journal” and other sheets
bave cajoled the workers into sup-
porting. _

The workerg are bound to make mis-
takes in their efforts to get conditions
for which capitallst politicians are re-
sponsible. We do not agree with such
movements as the Union Labor Party,
not because a Schmitz may turn out
a grafter, but because the Unlon La-
bor Party {s not organized and con-
ducted on what we concelve to be the
right lines, but this s something some
workers will have to learn for them-
selves. What we object to Is the pre-
sumption on the part of the “Globe”
in warning the workers agalnst men
they may declde to select from their
own ranks, rather than to continue to
support the scurvy, conscienceless, de-
generate politiclaps who are unfit to
participate o the bestial orgies of a
savage tribe, much less to assume to
direct the affairs of a elvilized com-
munity, and to represent the wealth-
producers of that cemmunity.

THE EXPANSBION OF
CANISM".

The “spirit of American institutions™
is spreading abroad and bringing its
blessings to remote places awd savage
peoples wherever the Ameriean flag
flonts! So the press and other chan-
nels of {nformation are continually
informing those who keep nace with
events.

The Philippine Islands and its people
bhave heen enjoying the “manifold

“AMERI-

blessings™ of American occupation and
rule since Admiral Dewey destroyed
the Spanish fleet In Manila Bay. Now
they are to Indulge in an experiment in
“popular” government provided by the
Roosevelt administration. Prompted by
the lofty patriotism that distinguishes
our rulers, they are giving the Fili-
pinos an elective Assembly of 81
members which will later be increased
to 100. That looks good, good to the
reader and te the Roosevelt régime
also. But the Philippine Commission,
a body appointed at Washington, Is to
constitute an upper house or Senate,
and no act of the Assembly can be-
come a law without the approval of
the upper house!

This does not constitute the total of
the blessings the Philllnoes are to en-
joy. In the elections to be held July
30, no man can qualify at the polls
unless he comes under one of the fol-
lowing three classes: 1. Those who
held offices under the SBpanish régime
prior to Aug. 13, 1808, 2. Those who
own real estate valued at 50X pesos
or annually pay 30 pesos of the estab-
lished taxes- 3. Those who speak,
read and write English or Spanish,
Those who have resisted American au-
thority are also denifed the suffrage,

From this it is appareot that many
of the nctual workers and wealth pro-
ducers - cannot qualify for the fran-
chise, while most all of the wealthy
class, except those oppesing Amerlean
occupation, will be entitled to vote. It
would seem that Washington has heen
following the example of St. Peters-
burg In wsuring the triumpn of “order”
in the Philippines. Even should an
Assembly be elected that would resent
the exploitation of the Islands by
Ameriean speculators, the latter have
ans absoluté guarintes of control in
the veto power of the upper house.

However, it did not require the
establishment of these forms of re
pression to indicate the drift of Ameri-
can expansion. ‘The ever lucreasing
necessity of forelgn investment and
new markets for the capitalists of
each country, make them treat peoples
in a lower stage of development as
conquered races. The story of English
oceupation of India and Egypt and
Russian rule in Finland and Poland
are examples of the same tendency.

Appeals to Jefferson and the past
cannot avail against this career of con-
quest and plunder. The capitallst sys-
tem will expand and draw to It other
portions of the earth and transformn
them after its own Image. In so do-
ing 1t will also lay the basis for the
class antagonism In these remote parts
of the earth and spur the workers to
action in their own Interests. Not to
restore the past but to move on to the
glorious future when the great me-
chanism of industry will cease to be
d means and incenttve for conquest
and will respond to the needs and wel-
fare of all mankind.

Jean Finot's “Race Prejudice”, tr.m':s-
lated by Florence Wade-Evans and
published in this country by E. P, Dut-
ton & Co., is a valuable contribution
to soclological Ifterature. The author
exhnustively criticizes the varlous ac-
cepted or proposed theories nhout the
origin and nature of the races of man,
and hig criticlsm Is, in general, based
on thoro scientific knowledge. He ob-
Jects to the use of the word “race” in
this connection, holding that the so-
called races are merely what the bi-
ologist would call varietles, due chiefly
to enviroment. The resuit of his stud-
les is an emphatic negative answer to
the question: Are there people con-
demned to remaln efernally Inferlor to
others?

“The Bupreme Court and the Con-
sMtution,” by Walter V. Holloway, is
a pamphlet Issued by the World Press
of Oakland, belng an expansion of an
article under the same title contribut-
ed to the “Socinlist Volce” a year or
more ago, The writer discusses at con-
siderable length the circumstances at-
tending the adoption of the Constitu-
tion and especially the economic class
Interests which made it avhat it is.

istle exposition of the conditions sur-
rotinding the working people not only
in London, but {n every large eity in
the civilized world, New York not ex-
cepted (alitho 1 understand Miss Barry-
more does not believe such conditions
do exist in thie conntry), with the same
shoeking unevenncess of justice every-
where prevaieni.  "One law for the
rieh, anothor for the poor” is grimly
Ilustrated.

I do not ke to mention 1t. but there
appenred to me to be one incongruity
in the play’ which shonld not be al-
lowed 1o pass uonotlesd. Tt ocenrs in
the first act when Mrs. Jones volun-
tarily tells the maid and man servants
all about ber domestic tronbles and
Jones' (reatment of her.

best evidence of good faith on the part
of Stolypin, and the government he
represents.
