All of
the doors are barred, and double
barred against him. There Is no room
for him anywhere. He hus produced
enough to glut the market. His labor
power, all that he has, is no longer
wanted. He is set adrift, and he starts
out looking for work. After a while
his clothes become seedy, his last
penny is gone, nobody, recognizes him
but the policeman, and his only saluta-
tion Is to move on. He Is not wanted
anywhere. In due course of time he
reaches a point four or flve hundred
miles away from home: he is a
stranger among strangers. He is at
the very end of his means. He takes
a backward glance at the cottage he
left behind, and fancies he can see his
wife and children in want. His heart
ginks within him. His sensibllities he-
come blunted; his self-respect takes
wing; he Is a tramp. It is oftentimes
but a few short steps from this condl-
tion Into erime. This great army of
the unemployed rises to-night to pro-
nounce the condemnation of death
upon the eapitalist system. s

The Full Dinner Pail.

And yet this great ealamity, for
such it is, is not an unmixed evil
You remember the slogan of the Re-
publicans four years ago. You re-
member that they appealed to the
animal in your anture. You remem-

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THE PANIC, PLUTES AND POLI-
TICS.

Pierpont Morgan-and his inkslingers
on the New York “Sun' say that is a
Tooscevelt panie, that Teddy did it with
his Jittle hammer. Roosevelt says the
wicked milllonaires, the chaps with
the hard faces and soft bodles whose
sons are fools and whose daughters are
forelgn princesses, the “malefactors of
. great wealth” conspired to cause the
panie to discredit *my policies”. We

- ¢nuse ten dollars are bigger than two
“dollars,. ;
The average workingman in America
. gets less than two dollars a day- the
year around; he creates, thanks to ma-
chinery, trusts and other modern {m-
provements more than ten dollars
worth of stuff or product a day. The
wonder s, not that we have a panle
" with lots of us hunting new slave-
' drivers to sell ourselves to, but the
. tiue wonder s that the panic did not
come sooner. Panles are not to be
wholly avolded under the wage sys-
tem. They are caused simply by the
inability of the tolling, producing
masses to buy back from .the boss
class the Immense produect of modern
industry,

The present panic was held back for
years by the immense destruction of
property—the titanic waste—of  the

Spanish-American  war, the Russo-
Japanese war, the' San  Franelsco
earthquake, the Baltimore fire and
other blessings in disguise.

But that does not
mean the panic {8 over. These bor-
rowed millions are only a mere drop
in the bucket. They have enabled the
iron people to put up prices, but they
canont sell much fron at any price, as
is plainly stated in the Pittsburg dis-
pateh in the New York “Sun” of June
1, Morgan and Rockefeller will. do
their best to keep the steel and iron
plants busy, but powerful as they are,
they canot enable a workingman with
two dollars In his pocket to go to the
store and buy ten dollars’ worth of
stuff, ;

The only people who can make pan-
fes impossible are the chlef sufferers
from them—the working class-and the
only way they can do it is by putting
an end to the wage system by becom-
ing thetr own employers, by making
the steel and iron plants and all the
other industries the property of all
the people, and to do this they must
first eapture the government at the
hallot-box.

Our big Losses have just now in the
closing hours of Congress forced thru
a bill giving to the natlonal banks
power to issue money on the security
of almost any kind of old rubbish they
happen to have In stock. It Is the
most frenzied of frenzied finance. It
Is put thrn on the pretext that this
panic was caused by the fact that our
currency was not elastic enough. We
have seen that this pretexr Is a lie.
The panic was caused by the fact that
your wages and.mine were too low, as
they must ever be under the wage
system. But Mr. Blllionaire has taken
advantage of the situation to selze
added power to crush Mr. Small-fry
Financier. That is all there is to the
new currency measure, and as Social-
ists and working people we have no
objections. What interests us is to
note the decreasing political power of
the dying middle class. When it came
to a showdown in the United "States
Senate the only champions of the mid-
dle class who dared to stick to thelr
guns were LaFollette of Wisconsin,
Gore of Oklahoma and Stone of Mis-
sourl, Bryan, we are Informed, sent
urgent telegrams to a dozen Demo-
crats {mploring them to ald LaFol-
lette, but when Rockefeller's llenten-
aunt, Aldrich told the brave Democrats
that unless they were good they
should have no ple in the shape of
Publie Bulldings money In thelr
states, the brave and patriotic Demo?

“An open confession is good for the
soul”. In the same issune the editor of
the disreputable *“Telegraph”™ con-
fesses his igornance and stupldity,
and craves for light. We shall pro-
ceed to shed light upon his heathen
tarkness, He guotes Cowmrade Spargo
us saying at the Friday meeting of the
Christian Fellowship evidently refer-
ring to the strident and strenuous
source of wisdom in the White House:
“He 18 class consclous; hence his fear
of an equally developed consciousness
on the part of the workers.” The
editor helplessly asks: “It that praise
or censure? And what is Mr. Spargo
talking about? We give It up.”

. That was censure, dear brother
editor, and Mr. Spargo was talking
about the force that will soon rule the
world and make forever lmpossible the
rigged racing and suggestive musical
comedies upon which the “Telegraph™
leads Its parasitic life. The President
thinks he knows what “class con-
selousness” is; he has called It “a foul
and evil thing”. It really Is simply a
frank recognition of fact, and particen-
Inrly of the fact that the capitalist
class and the working elass have noth-
ing In common. You, dear editor, have
been preaching the doctrine of con-
fusion worse confounded for so long,
we shall have to go to €ome palns to
make this simple kindergarten truth
plain to your befogged intellectnals.

Suppose that one man owns a gold
mine and that he has ten men digging
out gold for him, and that each man
digs out ten dollars worth a day and
recelves In wages two dollars a day,
thus giving the hoss elght dollars a
day per man profit, or a total of elghty
dollars a day: out of which he gives
three dolilars a day to a preacher and
§2.00 to a chedp skate of an editor to
tell his men that the Interests of ecap-
ital and labor are identical.

Now, notice the facts. The ten
aollars that each aman produces In na
day is divided into two dollars wages,
and eight dollars profits. Now, as long
ns the length of the workday remains
the same and the percentage of gold
in the dirt I unchanged and the tools
and equipment are unaltered there Is
no way to incrense that eight dollars
profits except by reducing that two
dollars wages, and there Is no wny un-
der the shining sun to increase that
two dollars wages except to reduce
that elght dollars profits. If wages
go up to three dollars, profits MUST
go down to seven: and If profits rise
to nine dollars, wages MUST fall to
one dollur.

If under these conditions the men
belleve the dope handed out to them
by the preacher and the editor and
belleve that their interests are identi-
cal with those of the boss, then that
mine Is free from that “foul and evil
thing, class consciousness.” But, If
they believe that there is a fight on
boss, a fight
that cannot be compromised, but must
be fought to a finish, and that the only
terms on which a lasting pence can be
made are unconditional surrender by
the boss and the agreement to mnke
the mine the common property of the
whole ELEVEN, thus giving each
man at least seven dollars for less
work than it now takes him to get
two dollars—when the men have the
sense to see this slmple fact, they ure
CLASS CONSCIOUS. and the preacher
and editor are out of a job and will
probably soon be found whooplng her
up in the Soclalist Party.

In the next paragraph the editor
pliaintively asks: “What is it that So-
clalists wish, anyway? None of them
seems to be able to tell us,” Dear
Rrother Editor, we Rocinlists are very
modest: we don't want much—only the
entire earth, and we refuse to he sat-
Isfled with a Jot less. We mean to
have It, and that soon. That's hecanse
we pie class consclous.

One of the notable events of the
week was the first conventi of the
Christian Roclalist Fellowship, From

the standpoint of numbers and enthu-
slusm the convention was A success.
The closing meeting in Carnegle Hall
wus ablaze with missionary zeal, and
wanifestations that a messiab  had
come to cheer the hearts of those
present were not missing,

Carrled away by the religious enthu-
slasin one woman mounted a chalr and
proclalmed Debs to be “n true embodi-
went of the God consciousness.” And
when Debs bad delivered his message,
the Christians in a frenzy of excite-
mwent fHocked to the stage to grasp his
hand.  All this wust bave been nau-
seating to his true proletarian spirit.
1f it were but a wibute to the princi-
ples he expounds no fault could be
found, but I am prone to think that it
was that spirit developed by long asso-
clution with priestcraft that prompted
it.

But there Is no fear of Debs being
harmed by these ebullitions of hero
worship. He must have “had this In
mind when he said: “I want you to do
your own thinking. [ want you 2 be
your own leaders. I ¢annot do a thing
for youn, hut there is nothing that you
cannot do for yourself.”

The desiderntum of Socialism Is the
establishment of pure democracy In
which priesteraft with its vast ays-
tem of ceremonials and false morality
will have no place: We do not desire
the canonization ef any of the com-
rades who are fighting and dying in
the great struggle for soclal justice.
There.is nothing to be gained by com-
promising with recognized undemo-
cratie institutions, with the expecta-
tlon that good may come. We must
hew our path along a straight line.

I have heard one of the Christian
Sociallst supporters argue that the
Fellowshlp Is accomplishing good, as it
will break up the fossilized elements
in the church and disintegrate the in-
stitution of churchianity. If the mis-
slon of the new organization is the
déstruction of churehfanity, It would
be more honest to announce its real
purpoge. Let us not cover our designs
with the cloak of decelt.

Not only has the major part of the
American navy proceeded to the
Pacific ocean, but a second fleet Is to
follow soon. The coal bill of this one i
maneuver has cost an immeuse for-:
tune. Another unmistakable sign of
an approaching war clond is the uni-
versal claim by the capitalist press
that there 1s not going to be any war.

Let us look soberly at the advan-
tages the capitalist class would galn
by such a war and then in the light
of history ask ourselves the (uestion,
“Will the capitalist clnss of Amerlca
reverse all historical precedent?”

In the first place our trade with the
Orlent is being revolutionized. Asia.
our third customer, has bought less
from us each of the past succeeding
three years. While she is buying less
from us than she formeriy did our im-
ports from Asia have steadily Increas-
ed during this period. In other words
the only market to which we can look
for a rellef from the present indus-
trinl depression s ceasing to be a mar-
ket and has been a competitor for
three years alrendy. Every port In the
United States except the Paclfic ports
show an Increase In export and import
business while these ports show an in-
crease In Imports for the last fhree
years but a notable decrease in ex-
ports. That is the significance of the
Pacific mapeuver of our navy.

Again, a war with Japan would, In
itself, thru the waste of blood aud
treasure produce a brief period of so-
called prosperity or coutinuity of emn-
ployment. It would divert the atten-
tion of the worker from their present
lack of employment, and if war shounld
be declared under circumstances that
gave it the appearance of*a war over
the exclusion of the Orlental laborer
it would undoubtedly be the means of
enlisting the support of the deluded
worker into fighting the battle of the
capitalist class for larger markets. It
is not to the Interest of the worker to
fight his Japanese brothers for the
privilege to starve. We are robbed,
not because the Jap takes our job, but
because the capitalists of this country
own our job and can dictate when
and on what terms we may work.. As
it is not to thelir interest to employ us
when they cannot sell to some forelgn
consumer the -surplus products of our
labor of which they have robbed us
they refuse 1o let us work at the pres-
ent time even if we starve. The solu-
tion of this question is not thru butch-
ery of the workingmen of another na-
tion, but thru the change in owner-
ship from that of a class of our own
citizens who are incapable of giving
us employment, to the class who are
ready and capable of operating the In-
dustries. N o

time, always pushing uptown, until the
Goelet lands became a long sweep of
ostentations mansions. i

In imitation of the Astors the Goe-
lets steadily adhered, as they have
since, to the polley of seldom or never
selling any of their On the other
hand, they bought constantly. On one
oceaslon they bought elghty lots in the
block from Fifth to Sixth avenues,
Forty-second to Forty-third streets.
The price they pald was $600 a lot.
These Jots have a present aggregate
value of perhaps $15,000,000 or more,

. The African savages suffering from
the dread “sleeping sickness™ and the
poor ryots suffering from bubonle
plague see their fellows dying, 6 by
. thousands and think angry gods are

" ponishing them. Al they can hope to
do 18 to appease the gods by gifts or
' by mutliating their own poor bodies.
" This is human nature. But a great
" sclentist like Dr. Koch of Berlin goes

into the African centers of pestilence
and death, seeks the germ of the dis-
ease, drains swamps, purifies water,.
isolates the infected cases and proves

. himself more powerful than the poor
" matives’' gods. And that is human na-
ture.

. 'Outside the gates of the Chicago
stockyards I have seen crowds of men
fighting for work as hungry dogs fight
over n bone. That was human nature.
I have seen a man run down In the
* streets and at once there was a crowd

ready to Mft him up and to do every-

thing for him that they could. It was
the very opposite spirit to that shown
by the brutish, snarling, cursing, fight-
Ing men at the stockyards, but It was
Just as much hnman natore.

The great law of human.develop-

meut, that which expresses itself in
what Is so vaguely termed human na-
ture, is that man Is a creature of his
environment, that self-preservation is
a fundamental instinet in human be-
ings. Soclallsm ix not an jdenlistic at-
tempt to substitute some other law of
life for that of self-preservation. On
the ocontrary, It rests entirely upon
that instinct of self-preservation. Here
are two classes opposed to each other
in modern soclety. One class Is small
but exceedingly powerful, so that, de-
spite its size, It is the ruling class, con-
trolling the larger class and exploiting
it. When we ask ourselves how that
{8 possible, how it happens that the
smaller class rules the larger, we soon
find that the smaller class have be-
come conscious of thelr interests and
the fact that these can be best pro-
moted thru organization and nesecla-
tion. Thus consclous of their clnss
interests, amd neting together by a
class Instinet, they have been able to
rule the world. But the workers, the
class that 18 much stronger numerl-
cally, have been slower to recognize
thelr clags Interests, Inevitably, how-
ever, they are developing a similar
sense, or Instinet. Unliting in the eco-
nomic struggle at first, and then, In
the political struggle In order that they
may further their economic interests
thru the channels of government, It Is
easy to see that only one outcome of
the struggle is possible. By sheer
force of numbers, the workers must
win.
" Roeclalism does not require a change
{n 'human nature, but human nature
does require a change in soclety. And
that change is Soclalism.

And let me
say to yon workers that when you de-
velop your economic and your political
power, there I8 nothing between this
earth and the stars that can stand be-
tween you and complete emancipation,

But If the condition of the worker I8
pitinble to-day-—the male worker—
what about the female sluve? The
bundreds of thousands of women who
in their very youth are compelled to
enter the sweating dens and the pri-
vate mills of the masters, and there
feed themselves to the machinery, work
all day long for a plttunce—~what I8
left them but a prolonged agony, all
the way from thelr Infancy until at
Iast they pass away. Think of the
multiplied thonsamnds of fallures in this
goclety, the men and women who have
never had a chance, who have never
hadd the nppormnlty to take a com-
plete breath, who do not know what
it is to live—think of the death they
live-~think of the life they die! What
is there for them In this system! Ab-
solutely nothing but degradation and
death.

Think of the Children.

And then think of the children, the
babes that snatched from the cradles
and the playgrounds and forced Into
competition with men and women,
because in this system Jt is not a mat-
ter of white slaves or black slaves, of’
male slaves or female slaves, but gim-
ply and solely a question of cheap
slaves; and the cheapest of all are the
children, who In their early, tender
years are compelled o enter the mills
of mammon, and there slave thelr lit-
tle lives away.

The intelligent workingman knows
that as an individual there is no es-
cape for him from this system unless
he becomes a marter insteasd of n
slave; instend of being exploited he ex-
ploits somebody else, Now, you can,
if you are cunning enough. and if you
lack conscience, and if your idenl is the
dollar, If you are brutally selfish nmd
sordid, if you don't understand any-
thing about the ecstasy there s in the
handelasp of a comrade, If yon are
looking ont for yourself, if you don't
eare for auybody else, if your ambi-
tion Is to he n well dressed animal, If
you are destitute of all of those quali-
ties that dignify and glorify true man.
hood-—If you are lacking in all of these
q\ml»lmm. you ean become A capitalist,

Rather be a Slave.

Now, speaking for myself, it the
alternative were forced upou me I
would rather be a slave than a mns-
ter, [ would rather remalu at the bot-
towy and share the misery of wmy fel-
lows, than to revel in luxuries wrung
from thehr swent amd agony. I this
were not true 1 would be unworthy of
your confidence and regard. 1 would
bg worthy only of your contempt.

Now, iu closing, wmy comrades, let me
mnke a finnl appeal to you to be true
to yourselves in this erisis.
