remember that while Socialists haye
discovered and intend to apply new
principles  which  will  revolutionizc
modern industry  and  government,
there are certain ‘ways of doing things
which, being the result of long exper;
© ence of mankind, we cannot well afford

to ignore, . The consideration of the
. most successful political parties of this
2 country leads up irresistibly to this
principal, viz: Adopt that form of or-
ganization for our party which puts
into the hands of each state the affairs
Which belong to it, giving to the na-
tional board or committec only those
things which are national in their char-
cter. -

Thus the duties of the national com-
- mittee would be to call national con-
ventions, serve as a means of com-
munication with socialist parties of
other countries, act as a Socialist lec-
ture bureau for the whole country and
cooperate with national campaign
committees which may be elected.
The party in any particular state
through its proper officer ‘would issue
charters for locals, conduct its cam-
Ppaigns, adope its own by-laws and in
short, conduct its own affairs in every
Way so long as it conformed to Soc
ist principles.
The nature of the government of the
United States makes such a plan as

this necessary, While it may seem as

the different states were acting to-
in national campaigns for in-
stance, they are really absolutely sep-
arate and are only acting at.the same
time. " Of course ‘it will be necessary
1o capture the national government be-
fore we fully succeed, but even t f
1 comes about peaceably, as we all
