SAN FRANCISCO, April 4.—Ad-
miral Robley D. Evans, In an inter
view today, sald:

“The greater interest of the United
States today is in the Pacific. The
coming of the fleet to this coast has
not only demonstrated to the world
that we have sixteen battleships

" which can be brought together for a

long cruise at & moment’s notice, but
it has called the attention of the peo-
ple of our own country to the fact
that we have a Pacific coast as well
as an Atlantic coast, and that it will
be defended just as much as every
inch of land around New York, and
that our interests in the Pacific are
today greater than in the Atlantic.

“This is the short road to the coun-
tries of the Far East, where the great-
est cial develop Is to be.
With development will come war, but
it will be a commercial war, fought
with brains and dollars and not with
ten-inch guns. It will be generated
by such men as Harriman, and the
part of the navy is only to be always
ready. We do not plan nor fight com-
mercial battles.

OPPORTUNELY TIMED.

“The coming of the fleet was most
opportunely timed by the president,
and its arrival in the Pacific has re-

sulted in the present assurance of
peace. Not that I ever belleved that
there was any actual danger of war.
The people of both countries realized
too well what a dreadful calamity
such a war would have been.

‘If the navy should ever be called
ugon to fight In the settiement of our
interests In the Pacific it would be to
stop, with its guns, the commercial
development for which the leaders of
industry are battling with brains and
dollars.”

Socialists have always contended
the navy was only an arm of capital
to capture markets for surplus pro-
duce. Bob Evans is admirably frank.
He plainly knows his own business
perfectly. He knows why he went to
Cuba, to secure “commercial develop-
ment” in Cuba. He knows why he is
in the Paclific, to stop Japan's com-
mercial development, to help those
“leaders of industry” like Harriman
and Hill who are “battling with brains
and dollars” for the world’'s markets
and commercial supremacy.

“The unemployed conference of
New York City, a delegate body In
which the Socialist Party s repre-
seited along with many other labor
organizations, had called a mass-
meeting to be held on Union Square
at 2 p. m, on Saturday, March 28th,
the purpose of such massmeeting be-
ing to consider the question of the
widespread unemployment and suf
ferings of the working class, and to
get forth the demand of the working
people that the city and state author-
ities take action to provide work for
the unemployed.

In response to this call many thou]-

sands of working people from all
parts of the city began to gather at
Union Square early in the afternoon.
They found that, instead of perform-
ing its duty of maintaining order and
protecting citizens in their right to
ble for di i the police
department had filled the Square with
hundreds of police, mounted and on
foot, who peremptorily forbade the
holding of any meeting. The conduct
of the police under the command of
Inspector Schmidtberger, of Lexow
Committee fame, was such as to
make it plainly evident that their
purpose was, if possible, to provoke
the people into some act of disorder,
to turn the proposed meeting into a
riot, and so to discredit the movement
of the unemployed. While the peo-
ple kept coming and golng and circu-
lating around and near the Square,
the police hurried them from place to
place, heaped abusive epithets upon
them, charged with their horses into
crowds moving quietly along the side-
walks, and used thelr clubs accord-
ing to their own brutal caprice. All
this the people endured with remark-
able patience and self-control.
After this had continued for more

ity of the Square, a bomb was ex-
ploded in the midst of a group of the
demonstrators, killing two and-

ing several others. The police -selzed
this opportunity, not to attempt to
restore order and prevent further in-
jury, but to charge upon the crowds,
.riding down and clubbing the people
indiscriminately while they were at-
tempting to disperse.

In view of these facts, the General
Committee of the Socialist Party of
New York County, in regular session
on Saturday evening, March 28th,
1908, declares:

1—That the Unemployed Confer-
ence and the Labor Organizations
represented in it have conducted
themselves in a law-abiding and or-

all matters

for the peaceful methods of propa-
ganda and political action, and is em-
phatically opposed to acts of violence
on principle, and also because such
acts can only discredit and injure the
cause of Socialism and organized la-
bor; and that within the rights grant-
ed it by the Constitution and the law
of the land, the Soclalist Party will
steadfastly uphold the rights of free-
speech and public assemblage, unde-
terred by arbitrary rulings of police
despots.”

London, England, “Justice” says “It
is sald that the new Labor Party will
muster thrée million adherents by
the next presidential election.” That
is certainly news—in the first place
theére {8 no new labor party, and in
the second place, no labor party could
muster three milllon adherents in the
face of the position the Soclalist party
holds with the working class, Our
Snglish comrades will have to put up
their monicles and look again.

Roosevelt on

Anarchy

WASHINGTON, Thursday, April
9.—In omne of the: shortest messages
which he has yet transmitted to Con-
gress, President Roosevelt today call-
ed the attention of that body to the
necessity for further legislation on
the subject of anarchy. With the
message he transmitted a report re-
viewing the legal phases of the ques-
tion by Attorney-General Charles J.
Bonaparte. The message of thé Pres-
{dent 18 as follows:

“To the Senate and House of Rep-
resentatives:

“I herewith submit a letter from
the department of justice which ex-
plains itself. Under this opinfon I
hold that existing statutes give the
President power to prohibit the post-
master-general from being used as an
{nstrument in the commission of
crime, that is to prohibit the use of the
mails for the advocacy of murder, ar-
son and treason; and I shall act upon
such construction. Unquestionably,
however, there should be further leg-
Islation by Congress in this Watter.
When compared with the suppression
of anarchy, every other question sinks
into insignificance. The anarchist is
the enemy of humanity, the enemy of
all mankind, and his is a deeper de-
gree of criminality than any other.
No immigrant ig allowed to come to
our shores if he i{s an anarchist; and
no paper published here or abroad
should be pemritted circulation in this
country if it propagates anarchistic
opinions.

“THEODORE ROOSEVELT.

“The White House, April 9, 1908."

The most significant words in this
message are those emphasized In
black letter.

The President says he will act and
prohibit the use of the malls to such
papers &8s “advocate treason” or
“propagate anarchistic opinions.”

“Treason” and ‘“anarchistic opin-
fons” are .broad and elastic terms.
Will the President and the Postmas-
ter-General interpret these terms so
as to include Socialist teachings? If
so, then an era of strenuous press
censorship is at hand. For unques-
tionably Roosevelt is In earnest and
will “act” as he says he will,

For example, will it be “Treason"
in the judgment of the President to
declare that the U. 8. Government,
like every other civilized state, is a
Class Government, an institution of
Police Force to suppress an exploited
class, and that it should be captured
and overthrown by that exploited
class?

If Roosevelt shonld so interpret
“Treason,” thus suppressing sclen-
tific truth, things will certainly be

doing. 'No power can kill facts or|

the knowledge of facts.

That this is no idle fear is shown
by another expression occurring In
Attorney-General Bonaparte’s opin-
fon. He says: “The officers of the
Postoffice Department must not
“knowingly transmit matter which
becomes and which they must know
might be reascnably expected to be-
coe a cause of crime.”

This puts it in the discretion of the
postoffice authorities to decide what
“matter” “might be reasonably ex-
pected to become a cayse of crime.”

Now at the beginning of 1908, a large Hoe Cyl-
inder press has been put into our shop, capable of handling the
largest paged periodieals, making it possible to get larger jobs of
printing and saving the expense of paying some $15 every week
for press work.

We have in Comrade Al Ball a most officient pressman whose
services made it possible for Comrade Ault to devote himself more
exclusively to his specialty—artistic printing, and to the practical
management of ‘‘The Socialist.”” Several other comrades co-op-
erate in the office without pay and lighten the heavy work which
rests upon the shoulders of the Managing Editor. The corps of
devoted young men who now make ‘‘The Socialist’’ a success
deserve every appreciation and encouragement.

The two things which operate as drawbacks to lighthearted
work in this office are (1) some old obligations incurred last year
before enough advertisements were secured to make ends meet
each week, and (2) the lack of two or three needed pieces of ma-
chinery, particularly a paper cutter and a stitcher.

‘What we wish you could do for us it to take enough stock in
the Trustee Printing Company to put us on Easy Street. That
does not mean high salaries by any means., Not one of us gets or
expects to get any more than the barest living. But we do want
the office. to meet weekly bills without the eternal embarrassmnt
of dunning collectors.

I remarked that the man must
have been found guilty by the proper
court, but this defender of law scouted
the {dea, saying that the offense of
which this man was guilty had been
committed openly and that there could
be no question of his gullt, and that
it was not necessary to be at the
expense of holding a court; that he
and others quietly took the man out
and hung him until he was dead.

The crewd scowled at me, as much
as to,say, now will you take notice?
This hangman added, we want no
anarchists in this country, and I am
in favor of driving all of them Into
the sea.

To call such men anarchists with-
out defining the sgense In which you
use the term, would be to do great
injustice to all avowed anarchists.
Anarchists are so far superior to such
beings as to be entitled to another
day in which to be mentioned.

I observe that one of Teddy's wor-
shipers s{;a that he is always with
the crowd, and to me it seems that
this statement furnishes the only ra-
tional explanation of his hasty and
ill-advised action, in his treatment of
the anarchists.

The Presldent has clearly invaded
the fleld of the judiclary and it re-
mains to be seen whether this depart-
ment of the government will resent
such Invasion. In his haste to win
eclat, the President has set at naught
law and precedent. In the sense in
which the term anarchy s generally
used, he has become an anarchist In
action—not a mere phraser, as most
of the more Innocent, avowed anar-
chists are, but a destructive agent,
a dynamic force.

When did lawlessness become &
remedy for lawlessness? But it is not
lawlessness per se that our strenu-
ous president objects to, but only law-
lessness on the part of a certaln class
of protestants.

His hasty action and the support
that he is getting from the predatory
interests proves the existence of a
hatred of liberty on the part of our
officials and so-called guardians.

If their Indignation {s excited by
lawlessness, there surely was enough
in the open violatfon of law in Colo-
rado to give vent to great volumes of
indignation, but such open, such strik-
ing violations of law do not call from
our rulers any protest; it is only when
the subject class Is suspected of want-
ing to protest against injustice that
the official class sees danger in possi-
ble -violation of law. If protests be-
come stirring, then the rulers regard
the law as sacred-—at least such law
as will allow them to suppress, to
annul law is sacred.

If no such law exists then they will
proceed without law, and such lawless-
nesson their part is halled as the high-
est duty of a patriot, and we are ask-
ed to respect any such hypocrisy, It
is just such acts that generate a dis-
regard for law. Law that promotes
an essential Injustice is not law In
any sense of that term.

The President of the United States
and his co-adjutors are the real an-
archists of today, if that term is to
be used In its popular sense. If used
in the sense in which the Philosoph-
ical Anarchists use it, the present of-
fenders would bring the blush of
shame to the faces of honest Anar-

chists,

NEW STATE PLATFORM.

We the Socialist Party of the State
of Oregon in convention assembled,
do hereby declare our adherence to
the principles and programme of In-
ternational Soclalism.

We maintain that soclety is divided
into two distinct classes whose Inter-
ests, alms and Ideals are In conflict.
That the line of demarcation between
these classes is the payment of wages.

On the one hand is the ¢lass which

‘1is deprived of its Interest in the pro-

duct and which is forced to sell itself
plecemeal to the highest bidder for
wage-labor and on the other hand is
class which by virtue of the private
cwnership of the land and tools of
production is in possessior of the to-
tal National wealth after it has been
produced. Between these two classes
a war of interests must be maintain-
ed until the wage-working class takes
over these active social forces and in-
dustrially manages them for the
good of all.

We declare that all written laws of
the present date are rules of order for
the management and regulation of
Capitalist private property and that no
laws will be written in the interest of
the wage workers until they write
them themselves.

We deciare that all the recent agi-
tation for new laws such as tariff re-
form, railroad legislation and regula-
tion, and regulation of the trusts con-
cerns only the Capltalist class, and is
simply a reflection of a misunderstand-
ing in the ranks of the Caplitalists
themselves over the division of the
spolls, the surplus value extracted
from the wage-working class.

We demand the COLLECTIVE
OWNERSHIP of the MEANS of PRO-
DUCTION, DISTRIBUTION and EX-
CHANGE; . and the DEMOCRATIC
MANAGEMENT thereof for the bene-
fit of the PRODUCER.

Woman Suffrage—We declare that
woman, having been placed upon an
economic equality with man, a place
to which she was always entitled, shall
be placed upon a political equality and
granted the right of suffrage. She
must obey the laws, she must work in
factories which are regulated by law,
she should in the very nature of things
have a volce and vote in making the
laws she must obey and in regulating
the property upon which her very life
depends.

From my observations in this office
in the past three years, together with
the actual~experience in the work 1
have drawn several conclusions.

One is that Oregon should change
its method of electing a State Commit-
tee.

would have one committeeman from
each county that contained a local,
but ‘as a matter of fact, very
few counties which have more than
one local call a county convention and
elect a State Committeeman, conse-
quently we are at all times without a
Statd Committee or at least of a rep-
resentative one. -

I would sugest that in place of Art.
X. Sec. 1, the following be substituted:
“That there shall be a state commit-
tee of five members elected by a refer-
endum of the party In the state. That
all members who serve on that com-
mittee shall have been members of
the party at least two years.

“That there shall be a local quorum
of five members at the seat of head-
quarters, each member of which shall
have been a member of the party at
least two years.”

The office of Secretary and Treas-
urer should be amalgamated so as to
make it one office. The party must
have due stamps, must buy needed
supplies and at times i1s handicapped
through not' having necessary funds
at hand when needed.

I would advise that.the dues for
members at large be set at-25 cents.

I would further advise that the dues
in this state be raised from 10 to 15
cents. That of the 10 cents remain-
ing In the state after the National dues
have been pald for each member, 20
per cent. be placed in a fund and to
be used for purposes of organization,

Where Will
They Go?

As a result of Investigations made
in Seattle recently, the health depart-
ment will undertake a crusade agalnst
the scores of small huts and cabins
on the south water front, which are
declared to be unsanitary. Many of
them will be closed at once and prob-
ably burned without delay, while
others will be allowed to remain until
the tepants can find new quarters.
The trip of inspection along the
south water front was made by
Health Commissioner Crichton and
the special health officer, Dr. F. 8.
Bourns. They found conditions of
dangerous squalor and filth. They vis-
ited nearly a hundred shacks along
the tide flats and water ways In the
lower part of the city.

In neafly every case unsenitary
conditions in g greater or less degrec
were apparent. In one hut, which
looked like a plano box, and was no
larger, were living a man and wife,
the woman bedridden. Both man and
wife occupled a bunk scarcely three
feet wide.

8IX LIVING IN ONE ROOM.

In another small one-room hut were
a man, his wife and four children. In

another were six Indians, including
one womani These are but typical
examples.

In many cases the rooms are with-
out windows, and the shacks have no
sower connections, and the alr spaces
are very limited.

Many of the men, women and chil-
dren in this district are apparently
tubercular cases, some of them seri-
ously {ll. Of course, all of them are
poor, most of them struggling for a
mere existence. The men are fisher-
men, roustabouts, many of them idle
all ot the time. Women and children
engage in rag-picking and collection
of junk to sell to second-hand stores.

The health department will make
immediate condemnation of the most
unsanitary shacks and destroy them
at once. They are beds of disease,
and the people who live there spread
germs wherever they go, says the
health commisaloner.

WILL HAVE TO FIND NEW
HOMES,

Some of the bufldings that can be
cleaned up temporarily will be al-
lowed to remain, but sooner or later
all must go. Sanitary measures will
be taken by the department all
through the district, and the poverty-
stricken tenants offered a chance to
live there untll they can find homes
elsewhere.

Why ot kill them
off at once? Capital drove them into
these dens, and now drives them out.

Just as Capital establishes and
censes saloons, drives homeless
men into them and . puts them

o ﬁn u-mn of the Working
' Class:
“In proportion as the bourm. i
e., capital, is dﬂm in :h same
proportion Is the Proletariat, tln Hpﬂ-
' ern Working Class developed, a class
of laborers, who live only so long as
they find work and who find work
only so long as thelr labor increases
cafital. These laborers who must
sell themselves plecemeal, are a com-
modity, ke every other article
of commerce, and are oounitly
exposed to all the vicissitudes of com-
petition, to all the Auctuations of the
market."” ;

This is Marx's definition of ' the
Working Class.

Next let us take another paragraph
or two from the “Manifesto.”

“The lower strata of the middle-
class—the small tradespeople, shop-
keepers, nul retired tradesmen gen-
erally, the handieraftsmen and peas-
ants—all these sink gradually into
the proletariat, partly because thelr
diminutive capital does not suffice for
the scale on which Modern Industry
is carried on, partly because their
specialized skill is rendered worthless
by new methods of pmduwoﬁ. Thus
the proletariat is recruited from all
classes of the population.”

Again he says: “Of all the classes
that stand face to face with the bour-
geolsie today, the proletariat alone is
a really revolutionary class. The other
classes decay and finally disappear In
the face of modern Industry; the pro-
Jetariat Is its special and essential
product.

The lower middle class, the small

manufacturer, the shop , the ar-
tisan, the peasant, all these fight
against the hourgeoisie, to save from
extinction thelr existence as fractions
of the middle class. They are there-
fore not revolutionary, but conserva-
tive. Nay, more, they are reactionary,
for they try to roll back the wheel
of history. If by chance they are
revolutionary, they are so, omly in
view of their impending transfer into
the proletariat; they thus defend not
their present, but their future inter®
ests, they desert their own standpoint
to place themselves at that of the
proletariat.”

“The Capitalist
Farmer”

On page 618 of the “Kerr” edition
of “Capital,” Vol. 1, Chapter XXIX,
“Genesis of the Capitalist Farmer,”
‘we find Marx's analysis of the ten-
ant farmer.

He says in part: “In England the
first form of the farmer Is the bailiff,
himself a serf. His position is similar
to the old Roman villicus, only in a
more limited sphere of adtion. Dur-

' ing the second half of the Fourteeath

century he Is replaced by a farmer,
whom the landiord provides with seed
cattle and implements. His condl-
tion is not very different from that
of the peasant. Only he exploits more
* wage labor. Soon he becomes a meta-
year, a half farmer. He advances one
part of the agricultural stock, the
landlord the other. The two divide
the total product in proportions de-
termined by contract. This form
quickly disappears in England, to
mmwmmpwm
nlhlhhwnuplmbﬂ.dhyw
ploying wage laborers, and pays a
part of the surplus product in money,
or In kind, to the landiord as rent.”

Mr. Work was forced to apologize
was this statement: “Soclalism means
that all those things upon which the
people in common depend shall by the
people in common be owned and ad-
ministered.”
And I do not think that Mr. Work
would have the hardihood to main-
tain that the people in common do
not depend upon getting enough to
eat.

I think the following statements of
Joseph Dleuxez.: will answer Mr. Work
and all who are seeking a definite
answer.

“Wence do we come, whence the
world, and where are both going to?
What is the meaning of existence, of
our sentiments and of the natural
phenomena? Thus asks man, and
man is a great questioner—that is, a
great fool. As the proverb has it,
one fool can ask more questions than
ten wise men can answer. Yet that
guestion is the cardinul gquestion
which has been and will be put by
all men at all times. Foolish is the
only form In which the question was
put, first by religion and then by the
progressists, also called philosophers,
'nuy’ questioned in a Mazy, general
way and—"only the fool waits for
reply.”
A reply, a clear, rational and posi-
tive reply, can only be expected when
we specialize after the manner of the
“seperate” sclences. We can only
get at the whole by means of its
parts; the universe can only be un-
derstood by climbing up, as it were,
its particular forms; we can only
reach the general through the spe-
cial. One must first ask, where do
I personally come from? Whence my
father and grandfather? What is the
eye? What is the ear?! What func-
tion have the liver and kidneys to per-
form?
To such questions sclence replies
in a difinite and exhaustive manner.

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No “Hazy
Generahhes

Thus, the W" is pointed out
to us to be the Wﬂﬂl‘ ‘mark
between philosophy and the ‘special
branches of science. Now, the specu-
lative method of philosophy i{s noth-
ing but a stupld questioning and
grouping in hazy generalities. The
phllosopher, having no material to
work upon, tries to evolve his specu-
lative wisdom from his*head like the
spider its web by its hindparts. Nay,
the philosopher even goes further
than that, he refuses all material and
given premises. His philosophic fab-
rics have thus less of a real connec-
tion than the cobwebs of the spider.

We greatly underest{mate the bad
effects of this abuse of method if we
assume that it does no harm to prac-
tical life because it is locked up In
those learned works which only few
people care forr Those learned books
are but the most palpable collection
of a wide-spread poison with which
humanity has been infected from the
beginning, and from which it is still
suffering. An instructive example was
glven lately by the learned Professor
Bledermann in Leipeic In his contro-
versy with the workingmen. He want-
ed the Soclalists “to give him instead
of vague and Indefinite suggest
a clear picture of how the future so-
clety must be organized and accord-
ing to their demands shall be built
up; especially as to its practical con-
sequences.”

Socialists Not
Idealists

Before glving Biedermann a ration-
al answer It would be,. before all,
necessary to teach him how to put
a question rationally. He I8 not ac-
quainted with the theory or sclence
of cognition. Therefore he falls
completely to recognize our ways.
We are not idealists who dream about
the conditions of a future soclety “as
they must be and ought to be.” When
we are trying to think about the fu-
ture soclety ‘“as they must be and
ought to be,” when we are trying
to think about the future soclety, we
first proceed from the materials at
hand. We think as materialists. “God
Almighty had the Universe in his
head before he made fit;
were s_overelzn and had no need to
take notice of realities.” This super-
stition of the sovereignty of the Idea
is still rooted In the heads of the phil-
osophers; from it proceeds that de-
mand that we should first profect an
elaborate picture in all its detalls of
the future soclety, before attacking
and “destroying” the present. The
old Soclalists, Fourler, Cabet, etc.,
committed that mistake and we are
therefore told to take an example
from -them.

“Herr Bledermann fgils %o under-
stand us and our ways and our cause.
We don't deal with the future in the
way the speculative philosophers do;
we deal with it as practical men. We
don't bulld castles In the alr and
don't count the chickens before they
are hatched. It is surely foolish to
go Into business without any fore-
thought and plan, but it is still more
foolish and quite after the manner
of the fantastic enthusiasts not to
reserve to onesself liberty of action
with regard to the special conditions
as soon as they are at hand—it is
like a person who intends to deal in
cotton prints and Is quite in a hurry
to project its stellular and flowery
figures which might please the cus-
tomers while he knows neither the
customers nor thelr tastes.

We have surely & general concep-
tion of the constitution of the future
soclety, but we leave its details to
the times and circumstances when
that conception will have to be re-
alized.

And what
all practical men of the past have
done Instinctively, we Sotial Demo-
crats are doing with a clear consclous-
ness given to us by the sclentific
method of cognition.

“Capitalist Silk
Worms”

We, too, demand the restoration of
our human rights, and demand our
socially due proportion of the: pro-
ducts of labor. This wish and will
of ours is no idle speculation, but the
natural outcome of our present mate-
Irial wants. And so is the communist
economy quite in harmony with the
nature of the present soclal system;
it must come; its materials are being
produced and multiplied daily. The
capitaligts are the real ,pllk worms.
As soon as thelr silk in the shape of
accumulated productive means is
spun by the wage workers, we shall
know how to take it in hand and
weave it. The premature gquestion
about the future, “When, Where and
How," need not trouble us, it is In-
deed an idle “philosophic” specula-
tion. ¥

Not “Idle
Speculators”

Our platform demands from soclety
by means of the general duty to work,
the satisfaction of all human needs.
Qur opponents want us to elaborate
clearly the “practical consequences”
of that idea. They don't like our neg-
ative and critical attitude. We should
wulld up and show “how it could be
done"—of course, not in a serious,
not in a palpable and practical way,
but on paper, by means of harmless
theorfes and Ideal descriptions. They
fail to recognize that our method is
not purely idealogical. In our real
work we use our brains after the man-
ner of science and not of idle specu-
lators, Who wants to build must lay
the ax unto the roots of the existing
trees, and, before all, bring down the
tallest and mightiest. But this-radl-
cal cutting work we must not do. We
should construct the future society
in spirit only, in theory. And yet
they want us to do this theoretical
work in an exaet and sclentific way.
Well, let us first critically assort the
material on hand. However, the “ne-
gation” of the unfit is inseparably
connected with the construction of
the better,  Criticism of the present

is the indispensible condition of “im-
provement.”

“Equitable. and
Democratic Way”

That work on a small scale is not
profitable and that private property on
a large scale exploits the workingmen,
is an empirical fact; it is won exper-
imentally by indaction and did not
fall into our heads from the nebulous
region of hazy generalities. From this
fact we deduce, as a “practical con-
clusion,” the demand for co-operative
work on a rational and communal
scale.

Bince Adam Smith and even earli-
er, it is acknowladged that Ilabor,
when applied to nature which is ob-
viously nobody’s property, is the cre-
ator of all capital and rent and profit.
That labor is not carried out in a pri-

vate way, mmnuaﬂm-mu
the members of soclety, 18 as much a
trulsm as the phrase “division of la-
bor” That the division of labor as

out the duty and the rights,
the produce of labor,
equitable and democratic way
its members, according to
eeds and irrespective of indi-
vidual whims.

Special Questions
Untimely

The special questions as to the
time, means and method of the trans-
formation, whether it should be done
by means of a secret treaty with Bis-
marck, or by a petition to Parliament,
or by a barricade fight in Paris, or by
female suffrage in England—all such
considerations are extravagant, un-
timely and foolish. We bide our time
and the material which must be sub-
mitted to our understanding before
we can rationally think the matter
out. Our cause is getting clearer ev-
ery day, and the people are dally be-
coming more enlightened.

Constant propaganda, the femoval
of the prejudices of the public, untir-
ing criticism, will effect much more
than all speculation about the future
state of soclety. Its general outline
is given in an unmistakable manner
by the present actual nature of things.
The determination of its special forms
and detalls must be left to the enqui-
ries cof future times.

The earth is wide, the sun warm,
the soll fertile and the arms of the
people are now strong enough to sat-
isfy all reasonable needs of the mass-
es, be they three times as numerous
as at present. But men like Bleder-
mann are in doubt if we have enough
brains to be able to divide fairly the
plentiful products of labor. He Is es-
pecially anxious to know “whether all
members will have the same claim
to a share of the produce;” that is,
whether all working men will have
only rye bread for breakfast, or whe-
ther professional work will be reward-
ed with an extra roll of white flour.
1 am not used to think much of per-
sonal dignity, but such questions I
think unworthy of a Social-Democratic
philosopher, because its solution rests
with the social needs of the future
community.

“One Partner,
One Product”

Bledermann speaks of “all partners
of a labor product.” But rightly con-
celved there is only one partner, the
working people; and only one product,
the working people’s product. Only
from this social point of view is it
possible to concelve of a just dis-
tribution, while the conception of dif-
ferent rights and privileges to their
different products, leads only to con-
fusion and serves only those who wish
to fish In troubled waters. It is not
good for man to be alone, says the
Bible. It is likewise not good that he
should work alone. The individual
as well as the small societies should
join the whole. Looked at from the
standpoint of the whole the solution
of the problem of the future soclety
is clear enough, and from this general
principle the “practical consequences”
will follow in the right time and with
the help of Inductive enquiry quite
rationally.

But what about forced labor—‘the
limitation of one's liberty does not
agree with the ideal state”

'"Well, should we evolve the concep-
tions of liberty and ideal in a phan-
tastic-speculative way out of the pure
reason as the German professors do,
then, of course, they would not agree
with one another. We, however, do
not seek in metaphysics for freedom,
nelther do we look for it in the sal-
vation of the soul from the prison of
the body, but in the adequate satis-
faction of our material and Intellect-
ual needs which are all of them per
ceptible and bodily felt. Compulsion
to labor 1s, properly speaking, a law
of Nature and is only experienced as
& limitation of our personal freedom
80 long as there are masters over us,
who deprive us of the produce of our
labor. Does the well-paid official con-
sider his prescribed service as a “lim-
ftation of his personal freedom?”

- First Organize
No doubt the adequate satisfaction
of all rational needs through soclety,

|that is, the soclal-democratic organ-

m—umuumm
lem. Such problems are not solved
by any individual personality, but by
, by social evolution. And it is
bummwm

lution. We go to work in a practical
manner, and the first thing is to or
ganize the workingmen, teack them
how to defend their own interests and
to overcome theilr powerful and nu-
merous opponents; at first bolic-
ally, by logical arguments, and it they
prove themselves lmpervious'to all
logic and persist in thelr actions
against all morality that is born
of and bound by the facts of so-
cial necessity, and the analogous or-
der of things, then with the malled
fist.

Yet we need not fear that it will
come to that. ( We gain Aally in
numbers, we gain in power and pres-
tige. As soon as the demoralized rul-
ers will see the signs of the times
and come to know our power they
will court us and make friends. These
people are not the barbarians they
would like to appear.”

Work’s Fallacies
Exposed

Now some readers may ask, why
take this long dissertation of Joseph
Dietzgen. Well, simply for this rea-
son; take the name of Bledermann
out and substitute the name, John M.
Work In the quotations and.we have
exposed the fallacy of attempting “a
specific declaration of our attitude.”

Why can not Mr. Work understand
our platform? What he means is, he
does not want to understand it. He
wants a platform which will say: “you
can keep your land, you can keep
your one-horse stores, you can hire
laborers and we will see that you and
not ‘the truslfs, the railroads and
other great industries’ get away with
the spoils.”

He says: “the farmers are justly
suspicious of us.” Yes, any farmer
who is not a Soclalist has good rea-
sons tc be suspiclous of our platform
which specifically declares for co-Op-
erative in place of individual indus-
try.

“We have allowed them to infer
that we are golng to confiscate the
results of thelr excruclating toll.”

When did the excruclating toil of
any man ever create one inch of land
or a drop of water? Land is a natural
resource. A co-operative common-
wealth in which every individual was
an equal! shareholder would be a far
better Investment than a paper title
to 160 acres of land under capitalism.
If the farmer will not accept those
terms then he {s no Soclalist.

The only Socialism that I ever heard
of intends to abolish the individual
right of capitalist private property,
and farm lands would fall under that
category. I should think that an an-
swer of that kind would allay any
suspicion any farmer might have and
would be “specific” enough to suit
the tastes of the most inquisitive.

Working Class
- Farmers

Again Mr. Work says: ‘When I ca-
ter to the farmers I am not catering
to the middle class. The farmers be-
long to the Working Class.” Well, it
that is true, Karl Marx had or Mr.
Work has a screw loose; and along

with Marx, Engels, Lassalle, LaFar
gue, Dietzgen, Bebel and every clas-
sic writer on the Soclalist philosophy
that 1 have ever read. If a farmer i3
in the Working Class, so is John D.
Rockefelles —both work.

Work Repudiates
Pledge

Again Mr. Work says; “It 1s the
parties of the Capitalist Class rather
than of the propertied class we must
oppose.” There {8 a dandy; a distinc-
tion with a difference. If Mr. Work
is preaching that, then he is untrue
to the obligations he took to the par-
ty. In joining the Socialist Party he
subscribed to the following principle:
“I, the underzigned, recognizing the
class struggle between the Capitalist
Class and the Working Class, and
the necessity of the Working Class
constituting themselves into a polit-
ical party, distinct from and opposed
to all parties formed by the proper-
tied classes, hereby declare that I
have severed my relations with all
other parties; that I endorse the plat-
form and constitution of the Soclal-
{st Party, and hereby apply for admis-
slon to membership in said party.”

Populist Reaction

In one short gentence he repudiates
the whole thing.

‘Whatever anyone else might think,
1 for one would as soon be a member
of the Holy-Rollers as of such a party
as Mr. Work proposes. This is not a
question of Mr. Work alone. This is
a question which affects the Soclalist
Movement in the United States to its

very foundation. John M. Work s a
member of the National Executive
Committee of the Soclalist Party and
a National Organizer for the Party.
He is a personification of Opportunist
demoralization on a large scale. Op-
portunism i{s a much misunderstood
word. He I8 not an Opportunist who
seeks votes for his party or recruits
for the movement, not until he seeks
to make the principles of his party
fit the interests of others than the
Wage Working Class.

If the Socialist Party can not check
this tendency toward populist reac-
tion, then the BSoclalist Party as a
party of the Working Class is doomed
to a sudden and spectacular finish.
Socialism is more than a name. It
must be the embodiment of the Wage
Working Class principle and interest.

Work says: “We must allay the
guspicion of the farmers; it is the
parties of the capitalist class rather
than of the propertied class we must
oppose; Soclalism will free religion.”

I would repeat with Marx in the
“Manifesto:"

“Christian Socialism is but the Holy
Water with which the priest conse-
crates the heart burnings of the aris-
tocrat.”

“The Communists disdain to con-
ceal their views and aims. They open-
ly declare that their ends can be at-
tained only by the forcible overthrow
of all existing social conditions. Let
the ruling classes tremble at a Com-
munistic Revolution. The proletari.
ans have nothing to lose but their
chains. They have &8 world to win.
Workingmen of all countries, unite."
