THE 'MIGHTY DEAD

Wilhelm Liebknecht, the Man, His
: Life and Work.

FOUGHTWITHHAND AND QRAIN

An U Ising Ch ion. of the
Proletariat Passos Away on
August Tth,

"T'he lite &f the great German Soclaiiat,
Withelm Lisbknecht, has the ' utmost

_mignificance for any student of scientific

sociallsm, for it was passed in the mldst
of the Buropean conflict during the
years of treméndous importance—the
years of elrly development. <+
Liebknecht was born ia 1826 in (Hles-
sen, & gmall town of Hesse, His family
wius one of educationhi=z grandfather
being rector of the university of that
place, but they were all more or less
consérvative, - and Llebknecht was
Pbrought up among safe opinlong and the
love of books, At some one of the three
universities which he attended--Gles-
sen,  Marburg, and  Bérlin—he came
ncrose the writings of St, Slmon. They
filled him with enthusiasm for an ideal
gtate of soclety and he soon felt the
_restrictions of the soclety in‘'which he
lived, and  set out for  America—the
country ‘where democratic ldeals were
belng realized. This was in 1847, and on
his way to Hamburg he met n Swigs
teacher who rather upbralded him for
Ieaving  home just before o political
erists, which he predicted would come
in & few months. The young man was
fired ‘with the Idea of revolution  and
turned at once to Switzerland am &

» vantage polm for the careful ubnena-

Later he worked with Brentano of the
provisional government of Baden, and
his enthusiasm Incurred another arrest.

After that he had to leave for Geneva,
where, in 1860, his educational work
among socleties of " workingmen was
prevented by a further ban of of exile
pronounced by Austria and Prussia He
went to Engiand angd Hved there thir-
teen. years with his wife and chld, In
the most severe poverty. Lasalle was
.shocked to find Lisbknecht writing, as
carrespondent for the “Augsburger &11-
gemelne Zeitung,” for money. But that

“avas, for & time, his only means of sup-
port, and he refused financial ald from
Marx or Engels, both of whom wished
to help him.

Procession Seven Miles Long Follows
the Remains of Liebknecht
to the Grave.

Who shall gay that soclalism has nnt
become one of the great world-powers
when ot -the burlal of one of itsa mem-
bere there 18 a greater demonstration
than at that of any king or potentate,
The following is from the Assoclated
Press dispatch which may be depended
upon to _have minimized as mpch as
possible gll things conpected with so-
clanliam:

Berlin, Aug. 12 <Berliin has nover seen
a funeral like the oné that took place
today. A whole nrmy of workingmen,
many of them earrying red carnations
in their buttonholes, followed the sim-
ple bler which carried the remains of
the late Socialistic leader and depuly,
Wilhelm Liebknecht, Lo the last resting
place. 1t took the enormous procession
over five hours to pass & glven point,

The line of march was over  Keven
miles  long, inchiding ‘Tanentzein,
Klelst, Bulow, York, Gneisennw, Baer-
wilde, Prinzen, Scalitzer and War-

schaner streeta and Frankfurter Alles.
Solid walls of hur:anity lined the whole
route, all windo'ws,  baleonles,  roofs )
and treea being biack with people, whao
walted quletly for hours until the cor-
tege arrived i

The hearse wos followed by several
coached filled with flowers, among them
several 'wieaths given by Americun So-
cialintic organizations. Behind these
tributes of jove and affection came o
conch with the widow, accompanied by
August Bebel. The jprocession con-
tained five bands of music. No dis-
turbance of any kind took place. A
number of men wearing red badges had
been appointed to keep order and were
willingly obeyed. ‘The pollce confinéd
themselves to régulating the trafMe, and
severnl streets and bridges were tempo-
rarily closed,

On and around the cemetery an enor-
moug mass of people had arsembled.
Bebel made.n short gpeech and blegsed
“Father” Liebknecht's remains, ' Ne
miinisters were present. Deputy Singer
Jnade & speech at the grave, and the
Workingmens' Gles Club sang several
selections, When the coffin was lowered
many people’ called out: “Farewell,
Father Llebknecht.,” By order of the
police all red ribbons wers taken off
the wreaths, A memorial celebration
for Liebhknecht, which was to have been
held at Weimer, was prokibited by the
