attitude of the ruling classes In 
this respect to the extremes ol the 
fascist regime,. so that today 
there ls very little to choose from 
among the European ce.plta!lst 
countries, between the so-called 
democract,s and the so-called 
dlrtatorshlp states. They are so 
rapidly approximating one an• 
other In practice and in ideology 
that the former disth,ctton, which 
were necessanr and correct are 
out-da•,e<i and If persisted in be­
ccrme a source-of complote pol!t­
lcat disorientation.
