Rush More Troops. {
JERUSALEM, Palestine, Aug. 26.
—Putting on all steam and nearly
bursting their boilers in the attempt
at more speed, the British battleship
Barham and cruiser Sussex, the air-
plane carrier Courageous and the
destroyers Veteran and Wanderer |
are speeding to Jaffa, carrying bat-
talions of infantry rushed aboard to
Malta, Alexandria and Gibraltar, to
shoot down revolting Arabs who |
have been led by the policy of the |
British imperial government to an
attack on the Jewish Zionists. ’
More Attacks Coming. |
A new battle looms at Tel-Aviv,
which contains 40,000 Jewish lmmx-
grants. The authorities have pro--
hibited an Arabian funeral proces- |
sion to bury those falling in the |
last two days fighting at Jaffa. {
The cfficials figures are that 45
Jews are killed in Hebron and 59
wounded. One Jew was killed, 20 |
were wounded and 50 Arabs wounded ‘
‘at Tel-Aviv last night. The total‘
number of dead is estimated at 150 |
for the last two days. Among those |
killed in Jerusalem was an English |
officer. Seventy Jews and 40 Arabs ‘
are reported killed at Babhamoud.
