“One early morning Israeli 
soldiers came to their house 
and took her away with one of 
her sisters^ There was no 
charge, because there was no 
evidence of any offence, So, 
two innocent girls were thrown 
into prison and tortured toge­
ther ’with hundreds of other 
Innocent Palestinian citizens, 
whose only ‘crime’ is their hope 
for the return of their homeland 
Palestine.

“That day, the family were 
distracted with grief and many 
people come to condole them. 
The visitors do not have to be 
relatives or friends, Palesti­
nians visit such families since 
these tragedies have become 
cqjnmonplace. Among the many 
faces that passed through her 
house.the mother was struck by 

the stranger shehad thought had 
come to share their gief the day 
before. He had taken advantage 
of the open door of a  trusting 
Arab family, in order to plant 
the cigarettes In their sitting- 
room. Stabbing their hospitality 
in the back, exactly as his peop­
le had done when they first be­
gan immigrating into Palestine.

Fateh Hits Haifa Refinery
Fateh commandos again struck deep inside occupied territory 

on Nev. 14 when they blew up the relined petroleum pipeline 
gathering system between the Haifa refinery and one of the 
storage tanks.

A military spokesman for the Palestinian Armed Struggle 
Command said the blast went off shortly after 3 P.m., Nov.14, 
sending flames and smoke leaping over Haifa Bay.

Oil installations in the port city of Haifa were the target of 
two major Fateh attacks last June 24 and August 15.

Unable to "hide* the Nov.14 Are in the Haifa oil installations 
an Israeli military spokesman attributed it to a 'maintenance 
accident.*

Following is a brief rundown of Fateh operations during the 
week of Nov.8-15:

November 8: Fateh commandos mortar Israeli military camp 
and advanced post in the Mlndassa region, in the central Jordan 
Valley, destroying an ammunition dump and a tracked vehicle. 
Enemy casualties undetermined.

November 9: Fateh commandos blow up crude oil pipeline 
north of Eilat as well as a  big section of the railway and a water 
pumping station in the occupied Gaza Strip.

November 10: Fateh explosive charge wrecks the Israeli 
Immigrant Absorption Center in Affula, central town of Jerzeel 
Valley in north central Palestine. Forty-five Palestinian Arabs 
of the neighboring village of Sulam rounded up by Zionist troops 
after Imposing curfew on the village following Affula explosion. 
Israeli spokesman describes damage at Affula immigrant center 
as “slight.*

During the same day, Nov.10, Fateh commandos launch heavy 
missile and mortar attacks on Israeli observation post in Maghtas 
area as well as on Kefar-Ruppin settlement, both in the northern 
Jordan Valley. Fateh sniper kill three Israeli troops in the 
northern Jordan valley -  two in karkar and one near Belt Yosef 
Fateh and Sa'eqa commandos undertake joint operation against 
enemy post in Umm-Tuta area.

November 11: Fateh commandos foil attempt by Israeli patrol 
to cross Jordan River into the east bank in the Abu Seido area. 
Enemy confesses one casualty. Heavy mortar raid by Fateh on 
Yardena settlement in the northern Jordan Valley. Enemy ambu­
lances and fire trucks seen speeding to settlement. Enemy ob­
servation tower in Zor Abdallah, northern Jordan valley, attack­
ed. Fateh sniper fells Israeli soldier In Kattaf region, also in 
northern Jordan Valley. (An Israeli spokesman confesses bursts 
of 81 millimeter mortars were loosed off by Palestinian com­
mandos against a post east of Ashdot Ya’acov, a settlement five 
kilometers south of the Sea of Galilee. He conceded one death 
and two injuries).

November 12: Fateh and Arab Liberation Front commandos 
blast a 40-meter stretch of defensive enemy fortifications, In­
cluding a minefield, in the Umm Sedra region in the northern 
Jordan Valley, and ambush enemy patrol and tracked vehicle in 
U mm Tuta. Fateh freedom fighters kill two Israeli troops and 
Injure three others in ambush near the Neve-Ur kibbutz. Fateh 
commandos also destroy an enemy troop carrier, killing a ll Its 
occupants, in Turkmanlyeh. Fateh snipers kill three Israeli 
troops -  two in Tellet Mussa and one east of Kefar-Ruppin.

November 13: Fateh commandos destroy completely three Is­
raeli gun emplacements at the Arab development plan east of 
Jericho and enemy fortifications In the Shuwayer region. Four 
enemy soldiers killed by Fateh snipers — one in Turkmaniyeh, 
two in Tellet Moussa and one In Zor Shishan.

November 14: Fateh commandos blow up pipeline gathering 
system between Haifa refinery and storage tanks.

Moshe Dayan, whoprevlosly 
had prohibited the disclosure of 
figures for punitive demolitions 
ordered by the military occu­
pation, said Nov. 12 that ' ‘only 
140 houses*' had been blown up 
since April 1 in occupied ter­
ritory (200 houses were dest­
royed in Halhoul alone In late 
October). He added that de- 
milltlons were not the only 
"punishments.* Curfews were 
being imposed, transport per­
mits for journeys across the 
Jordan, bridges suspended and 
entrances to shops bricked up.

Dayan had stated in a radio 
interview Nov. 8 that demolition 
of Palestinian Arab houses In 
occupied territory was the most 
effective deterrent to collabo­
ration between the occupied Pa­
lestinian population and the 
commandos.

Four days later Nov. 12, 
Dayan told the press confe­
rence that there had been a 
growth In both sympathy and 
aid for Fateh among the Pa­
lestinians under occupation. He 
stated that Israeli “counter­
measures* included "neigh­

tlzed Dayan's remarks which 
"could be Interpreted as a de­
parture from a policy oi pu­
nishing only those who carried 
out commando activities and
those who directly aided them."

This change in opinion is ex­
plained by the growing aware­
ness of the Cebanese that the

expansionism. Sixty six per cent 
of the sample expressed this 
fear while 59.19 per cent' ex­
pressed their belief that the re­
cent clashes in Lebanon were 
caused by Western sources or 
Lebanese internal groups. Only 
8,69 per cent accused the com-
mandos causing these
clashes.

A delegation of the Italian 
Socialist Party for Proletarian 
Unity (PSIUP) led by Comrade 
Corallo, memberof the National 
Directorate of the Party, and 
comprising Comrades D’At- 
torre, Schintu, Mlgllardl and 
Lannutti, was guest of the Pa­
lestine National Liberation Mo­

The visit took place upon the 
Invitation of Fateh In order to 
follow up previous fruitful mee­
tings between Fateh and PSIUP.

Sava­
gely beaten in the presence of 
her guard die was badly dis­
figured and bad her hair cut by 
scissors somehow smuggled in­
to the hands of the Israeli pro­
stitutes. She still carries the 
scars of stubbed cigarettes In 
her body and a  broken tooth. 
An Israeli lawyer filed a com­
plaint on behalf of Miss Hawa- 
r i to a senior officer who reg­
retted the incident and explain­
ed that the prostitutes not the

The torture and degradation 
of male-prisoners have by far 
exceeded that inflicted on wo­
men.

90 prisoners are held. Each 
room has one wash basin and 
toilet that are not partitioned 
from the rest of the room.

— Once every 24 hours, pri­
soners are allowed an open- 
air break of five minutes.

— Only after the Interfe­
rence of the Red Cross de­
legation did the prison authori­
ties provide every two prison­
e rs with a tin of water to wash 
with once every two weeks.

— Prisoners are checked 
three times a day starting 3:30 
a.m. after which they have to 
told their blankets and sit up 
for the rest of the day. The 
last check up Is carried at 
8:00 p.m. betore which no pri­
soner Is allowed to rest.

— Israeli civilians and army 
personnel,' including children, 
a re  allowed into prison quar­
te rs to look at the Palestinian 
prisoners. Prisoners are o r­
dered to stand up for every 
Israeli visitor. Not only do 
they have to stand up,but they 
also have to bowthelrheadsand 
fold their hands behind their 
backs. Any dlsobedlance to this 
rule is punishable by flogging

— No medical doctor attends 
to the prisoners while In jaU. 
An Israeli male nurse decides 
whether the cases presented 
are serious enough to be tran­
sferred to local hospitals or

— Prisoners are offered 
three meals a day. At break­
fast, they are given two pieces 
of bread, one hard boiled egg, 
half a  teaspoon of jam and 
tour olives. Eggs are  some­
times substituted by someolive 
oil. At lunch, the prisoners are 
supplied with two pieces of bread 
and thin soup with one piece of 
boiled vegetable. A sllceof rad- 
dish is offered with either lunch 
or supper. Supper is madeupof 
two pieces of bread, boiled 
spaghetti o r a  piece of dry fish. 
The latter Is scarcely served. 
Each prisoner Is alloted four 
cigarettes a day.

— Families are never noti­
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The following is the testimony of a high school student in 
Ramleh Prison as reported In "Memorandum on the Treat­
ment of Arab Civilians in the Occupied Territories, ’ (The 
Institute for Palestine Studies, Beirut, 1968):

‘I, Muayyad Othman al-Bahsh, of Nablus, a pupil in the Sa- 
lehlya School In Nablus, and now confined in the central prison 
In Ramleh, hereby make the following statement In the pre­
sence of Jamil Shalhub, lawyer, of Haifa, on May 26, 1968.

1. On September 12, 1967, I went of my own free will to the 
Nablus Police to inquire why they were looking for me, and 
was detained on a charge of attempted murder. I made a 
statement to the investigating sergeant, denying the charge. 
From the Police Station I was taken to Nablus Prison, where 
I was kept in a cell for 45days, during which time I was sub­
mitted to long interrogations by a  number of investigators, 
some from the intelligence, some from the police. In the 
course of the Interrogation I was charged with being a mem­
ber of the Fateh Organization and with possesslngiirms. Wien 
I  denied the charges they threatened to transfer me to a prison 
Inside Israel for torture.

2. On January 24, 1968 my gaolers carried out their threat, 
and removed me to a new prison in Sarafand Camp, where the 
Investigatorsand policemen concerned put me in a cell meas­
uring 50 cms. by 50 cms. by 50 cms. When they did not

fact torture me mercilessly until my left arm was completely 
paralyzed — I can no longer feel with It. When they found that 
my arm was paralyzed from the fingers to the middle of the 
shoulder, they sent me back to Nablus Prison.
“Before tney did this, however, they gave me a choice of 
signing a confession or agreeing that my father’s house in 
Nablus should be blown up; I chose the latter alternative.

‘On March 9, 1968, I was ordered to appear before an 
advisory committee on the release of detainees, bull was not 
allowed to appear before It, In spite of my entreaties to Aluf 
Verdi, the Investigator, that he should Inform the committee 
that my arm had been paralyzed by torture. But, as I have 
said, he did not grant my request, and Informed me that the 
committee had confirmed the order of administrative deten­
tion made against moon the ground that I was accused of being

succeed In me the confession they wanted, the
camp authorities' tortured me. The following i s : 
criptlon of the tortures inflicted on me: -

a) 1 washungupbythehandsfrom the celling of:

room, and
they bore down of my body. In the Intervals between inflicting 
this kind of torture they flogged me with a rubber whip all 
over the body, especially on the genitals so that I lost cons­
ciousness.

b) They blindfolded me and fettered my hands and feet, and 
In the Intervals of beatings me, made me run In a square 
which was full of excavations, so that I kept tripping, falling 
down and hurting myself; they would then make me get up and 
start running again, and so on. This went on until I was bleed­
ing all over.

c) They attached electric wires to my body and head, and 
gave me electric shocks.

•Here I  should like to say that one of the intelligence men 
in Nablus Mr. Baruch, threatened rrffe, and told me frankly 
that I should never get out of prison until I confessed the truth. 
When I  asked him: what truth? He replied, the fact that I was 
a member of Fateh, that I possessed arms, etc. I replied that 
this was not true, and that If he did not believe me, all I 
could do was to stay in prison until the truth came out.

‘One day during my detention in Nablus Prison I was being 
taken for a medical examination, and from the prison entrance 
I saw my mother sitting in the square opposite the prison, 
so I raised my hand to greet her. But when I got back to the 
prison, they put me in a cell, and one of the warders sub­
mitted a report to the effect that I  had Insulted the Israeli 
Government.

“The Deputy Governor of Nablus Prison, M. Victor, then 
sent for me and asked me why I refused to accept a  packet of 
cigarettes. I replied that they had given me a present more 
valuable than cigarettes — a  paralyzed arm. Thereupon the 
Deputy Governor lit a match, and applied it, lit, to my hand. 
Naturally, I felt no pain, but It left a mark on the palm of my 
hand which Is visible to this day as evidence of the incident.

•One day at the end of March or the beginning of April 1968 
the governor of Nablus Prison sent for me and told me to write 
a letter to my father (with my right hand), emphasizing that

Exactly thirty-four yearsago 
during the month of November, 
1935, Izzidine al-Qassam led 
the first organized revolution 
against forces occupying his 
Palestinian homeland who were 
at that tlmethe British imperia­
lis t forces aiding and abetting 
the Zionist movement in Pales­
tine.

Sentenced to death by French 
occupation forces for leading a 
Ilberationlst revolution In Syria 
al-qassam returned to Pales­
tine in 1921 armed with nothing 
but a  burning desire to orga­
nize a revolution that would 
drive out the enemy once and 
for all. With far-reaching vis­
ion he recognized even then the 
threat posed by the Zionist in­
filtration of Palestine, and sus­
pected Britain of wanting to 
create a Zionist state to guard 
its Interests in the area.

Al-Qassam spent threeyears 
preparing and organizing his 
revolt, using all he had learnt 
fromthe mistakes of the prev­
ious one; in which he fought 
against the French. Much of 
what he used and realized was 
typically revolutionary — the 
establishment of secret cellsof 
five members maximum each, 
the political enlightement of 

the people 
military training of members, 
and the establishment of a  fo­
reign relations section to in­
form the rest of the world about 
Sie justice and rights sought by 
the Palestinians.

Al-Qassam’s movement grew
in and in 1935
moved its headquarters to Jenin 
a rocky, hilly town which made 
British interference difficult. 
A number of clashes In the area 
between the Palestinian free­
dom fighters and Zionist po­
lice, however, alerted British 
troops to the existence and 

of British troops was sent to be­
siege the area.

The freedom fighters and the 
British troops engaged in a long 
and fierce battle in which al- 
Qassam and his menfoughtbra- 
vely. Outnumbered, their ranks 
were broken after a  brave stand, 
and their leader, al-Qassam, 
fell a martyr, dying in the ser­
vice of his country,

Tlie death of the courageous 
and dedicated leader saddened 
and aroused the Palestinian pe­
ople who staged a large de­
monstration against tlie British 
occupation forces and who par­
ticipated in a large and moving 
procession that carried the 
freedom fighter back to his 
native village of al-Bajour.

Al-Qassam’s revolt and spi­
r it had both immediate and far- 
reaching effects.His men re­
organized themselves and in 
1936 started a revolution that 
fought British and Zionist for­
ces for three years during 
which the noblest acts of self- 
sacrifice and courage manifes­
ted themselves.

Today, with al-Qassam’s

discrimination based on any 
form or shape and that Fateh 
would help Jews anywhere If 
they faced with persecution on 
the hands of racists. Abu Iyad 
said that he would be willing 
to give these Jews arms and 
fight with them. Such statement 
was not just a fantastic pro­
paganda claim, it was put into 
effect few weeks later when 
Fateh students protected Jewish 
Professor Eli Loebel inFrank­
furt, Germany, from molesta­
tion and attempted murder on 
the hands of Zionist German 
thugs last July. Fateh protected 
all Jewish members of MATZ 
PEN in Germany after their 
lives were threatened in the 
same Incident.

Revolutionary New Idea

If this sounds a little diffi­
cult to believe,' it is because of 
the bitterness created by the 
Palestine tragedy since the Bal­
four Declaration and the Zionist 
penetration of Palestine ending 
in the uprooting and evacuation 
of Palestinians from their 
homeland in order to create “an 
exclusively Jewish State”: Is-

their homes and displaced by 
Jews in Palestine, can still - 
while holding the guns, and 
fighting for their land, and their 
very existence —callforanew 
country that combines the ex­
victim and his ex aggressorand 
persecutor.

Credlblllty

The Idea Is revolutionary,and 
its implications serious and 
pervasive. In fact It Is so re­
volutionary that few uncommit­
ted penpie can believe it, let 
alone support and work for i t 
It is the objective of these ar­
ticles to discuss, analyze and 
amplify the Idea, Our hypothe­
sis Is that the creation of a 
democratic, non-sectarlan Pa­
lestine is both desirable and 
feasible, and that once these 
two aspects are proven valid, 
the Idea becomes credlble,Cre- 
dlblllty is very Important If 
people a re  to be motivated to 
support the idea and work and 
sacrifice for it to achieve las­
ting peace and justice in Pales­
tine.

Exiled Palestinians

The exodus of 1948 was a stun- 
nlng blow to the Palestinians. A 
whole nation, more than one full 
million inhabitants of a  country 
were deliberately terrorized and 
uprooted from their homes. They 
were thrown out of their coun-

rounding It, In a  period of few 
months. The fact that many Pa­
lestinians knew the Zionist in­
tentions and suspected the Bri­
tish of preparing for the even­
tual exile of the Arabs of Pa­
lestine to “the Transient Coun­
tries* did not make the blow 
less hard or stunning, One 
can hardly believe that the for­
ced exile of a whole nation is 
possible In the Twentieth Cen-

For thirty years under the 
British Mandate, Palestinians 
knew who the real enemy was. 
British Imperialism and Zio­
nist Imperialism were quite 
linked in the minds of the peo­
ple. Six bloody revolutions took 
place between 1919 and 1939. 
They were basically direc­
ted against the British occup­
iers. Whatever complicity the 
British had In the Palestinians’ 
fate — and it was great — the 
Palestinians were driven outby 
“Jewish* terrorists. Their up­
rooting through massacres such 
as that of Delr Yasseen Lea­
ders of their tormentorsandop­
pressors called for the creat­
ion of an “exclusively Jewish 
Home’ and considered them — 
the exiles — as fifth columnists 
who deserve to be excluded from 

bitterness prevailed and fear do­
minated.

Reading of the "Protocoiesof 
the Elders of Zion” became fa­
shionable, anti-Semitic litera­
ture developed by European 
racists in a completely diffe­
rent context — LA where the 
Jews were the victims — be­
came quite popular. This wave 
of bitterness, hate and utter 
confusion spread to other Arabs. 
It helped Zionist pressure and 
propaganda designed to secure 
the departure of thousands of 
Arab Jews from their homes to 
join the ranks of the occupying 
enemy. Thousands of these 
Jews would have stayed In their 
homes under different circums­
tances, and would have conti­
nued to live as they have had 
for hundreds of years in peace 
and harmony with their nelgh-

The Revolution, a  New Era

Fateh started the Palestinian 
Revolution on January 1, 1965, 
after nine years of political pre­
paration, However, the first two 
years were spent In establish­
ing a military “presence* in 
the Palestinian arena. It was 
the 1967 traumatic experi­
ence and the Second Exodus 
that shook the Palestinians to 
the core and put them solidly 
behind the revolution. In Hie 
nadir of the new humiliating de- 
feat,a new hope was rekindled. 
The Palestinian carried a  gun 
and reentered home with It. He 
shot a t his enemy's troops and 
jailors. A new sense of pride 
and dignity was emerging and 
rising. With the hope and the 
pride, self-confidence reappea-

Karama and similar victories, 
the sacrifices and the martyrs 
and Hie escalating struggle de­
veloped a new sense of belong­
ing to Palestine. The revolution 
brough maturity to the fighters. 
As paradoxical as it may seem, 
people who fight can afford to 
be more tolerant Mental and 
verbal violence usually accom­
pany helplessness and despair.

A new attitude was being fo­
rmed toward the enemy. Dis­
tinction between Jew and Zio­
nist started to have a meaning. 
Realization that revenge was 
not a  sufficient cause for a  libe­
ration war led to further exa­
mination of the final objectives 
of the revolution. The scores of 
intellectual liberal Jews who 
come from all over the world 
to sta rt a  dialogue with the re­
volution caused further rethin­
king.

New Doctrine

Revolutionary leaders enga­
ged in a  serious study and dis­

had to fight to survive,that Hie 
only alternative to a safe “Is­
rael* was a massacre or at 
best a little sinking boat on the 
Mediterranean Sea, Even Arab 
Jews — called oriental by the 
Zionists — who were discri­
minated against in “Israel’ by 
the European Zionist oligarchy 
had to accept the argument and 
fight for what they considered to 
be their very survival Figh­
ting the Zionist revealed the 
strengths and limitations of the 
“Jewish* character. Jews were 
not monsters, supermen orplg- 
mles. A new, .human Image of 
the Jews was being formed. 
Martin Buber, Isac Deutcher, 
Elmer Berger and Moshe Me­
nuhin, all spiritual humane Je­
wish thinkers were read and 
reread.

NEW IMAGE -

The Palestinian revolutiona­
ry has freed himself from most 
of his old biases. Foreign visi­
tors are amazed to discover 
this in the commando bases, and

In the "Ashbal” camps In par­
ticular. The Palestinian rvo- 
lutlonary is ready to die forthe 
liberation of Palestine and will 
not accept any substitute to it 
whatever the cost. But, he is 
clear about the enemy, and the 
final goal. When several Jewish 
students from Europe came to 
spend part of their summer In 
a Fateh camp in Jordan, they

were embraced as comrades. 
Fateh looks forward to the day 
when several thousand Jews 
will join its fighting ranks'for 
he Ulteration of Palestine. Gl- 
vent the recent trend of events, 
this may happen sooner than 
most people think.

FIRST STEP
Hie first step the

creation of a democratic, non- 
sectarlan Palestine has been 
made by the Palestinian revo­
lutionaries. A chargeof attitude 
through relearning Is taking 
place. The long exiled and per­
secuted Palestinians are re-; 
defining their objectives and 
are funding the goal of creating 
a new Palestine that encompas­
ses them and the present Jew­
ish settlers a very desirable 
one. For this goal to become 
feasible one should taken care­
ful look at the other party, the 
Jews, How do they feel about it 
and what could change their 
mind? This topic will be taken 
up in our second installment In 
the coming issue. The third in­
stallment will evaluate the New 
Palestine and how does It really 
look at this early stage of the 
revolution. We hope that the 
three articles will help start a 
dialogue based on serious study 
Our revolution Is young and dy 
namlc.

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NON-JEWISH COMMUNITIES IN PALESTINE’ IT CAN

Palestine in Retrospect
EDITOR’S NOTE: On March 20, 1919, President Wilson proposed 
to the Supreme Council of the Allied Powers at the Paris Peace 
Conference that an Inter-Allled Commission should visit Syria 
and Palestine to elucidate the state of opinion regarding the mode 
of settlement of their future. The Supreme Council adopted 
President Wilson’s suggestion. However, fearing the result of 
such a consultation, the French refused to appoint their repre­
sentative and the British representative withdrew. The two 
American members of the Commission, Henry G. King and 
Charles R. Crane, proceeded to the Middle East and conducted 
their Investigation. Their report, though dated August 28, 1919, 
is still of Intense topical Interest. Itpermitsan understanding of 
the Palestine Issue. Following is  the part on Palestine of the 
King Crane Commission’s  report stated inter alia:

WE RECOMMEND, IN THE FIFTH PLACE, SERIOUS MODI­
FICATION OF THE EXTREME ZIONISTPROGRAMMEFORPA- 
LESTINE OF UNLIMITED IMMIGRATION OF JEWS, LOOKING 
FINALLY TO MAKING PALESTINE DISTINCTLY A JEWISH 
STATE.

(1) THE COMMISSIONERS BEGAN THEIR STUDY OF ZIONISM 
WITH MINDS PREDISPOSED IN ITSFAVOUR, BUT THE ACTUAL 
FACTS IN PALESTINE COUPLED WITH THE FORCE OF THE 
GENERAL PRINCIPLES PRO PROCLAIMED BY THE ALLIES 
AND ACCEPTED BY THE SYRIANS HAVE DRIVEN THEM TO 
THE RECOMMENDATION HERE MADE.

(2) The Commission was abundantly supplied with literature 
on the Zionist programme by the Zionist Commission to Pales­
tine; heard in conferences much concerning the Zionist colonies 
and their claims; and personally saw something of what had 
been accomplished. They found much to approve in the aspira­
tions and plans of the Zionists, and had warm appreciation for 
the devotion of many of the colonists, and for their success, by 
modern methods, in overcoming great natural obstacles.

(3) The Commission recognized also that definite encourage­
ment had been given to the Zionists by the Allies in Mr. Balfour's 
often-quoted statement, in Its approval by other representatives 
of the Allies. IF, HOWEVER, THE STRICT TERMS OF THE 
BALFOUR STATEMENT ARE ADHERED TO -  FAVOURING 
‘THE ESTABLISHMENT IN PALESTINE OF A NATIONAL HOME 
FOR THE JEWISH PEOPLE’, ‘IT BEING CLEARLY UNDER­
STOOD THAT NOTHING SHALL BE DONE WHICH MAY PRE­
JUDICE THE CIVIL AND RELIGIOUS RIGHTS OF EXISTING

HARDLY BE DOUBTED THAT THE EXTREME ZIONIST PRO­
GRAMME MUST BE GREATLY MODIFIED.

FOR A NATIONAL HOME FOR THE JEWISH PEOPLE IS NOT 
EQUIVALENT TO MAKING PALESTINE INTO A JEWISH STATE: 
NOR CAN THE ERECTION OF SUCH A JEWISH STATE BE 
ACCOMPLISHED WITHOUT THE GRAVEST TRESPASSUPON 
THE CIVIL AND RELIGIOUS RIGHTS OF EXISTING NON-JEW- 
ISH COMMUNITIES IN PALESTINE. THE FACT CAME OUT 
REPEATEDLY IN THE COMMISSION'S CONFERENCES WITH 
JEWISH REPRESENTATIVES; THAT THE ZIONISTS LOOKED 
FORWARD TO A PRACTICALLY COMPLETE DISPOSSESSION 
OF THE PRESENT NON-JEWISH INHABITANTS OF PALES­
TINE, BY VARIOUS FORMS OF PURCHASE.

IN HIS ADDRESS OF JULY 4, 1918, PRESIDENT WILSON 
LAID DOWN THE FOLLOWING PRINCIPLE AS ONE OF THE 
FOUR GREAT ‘ENDS FOR WHICH THE ASSOCIATED PEOPLES 
OF THE WORLD WERE FIGHTING’: ‘THE SETTLEMENT OF 
EVERY QUESTION, WHETHER OF TERRITORY, OF SOVE­
REIGNTY, OF ECONOMIC ARRANGEMENT, OR OF POLITICAL 
RELATIONSHIP UPON THE BASIS OF THE FREE ACCEPTANCE 
OF THAT SETTLEMENT BY THE PEOPLE IMMEDIATEL 
CONCERNED, AND NOT UPON THE BASIS OF THEMATERIAL 
INTEREST OR ADVANTAGE OF ANY OTHER NATION OR 
PEOPLE WHICH MAY DESIRE A DIFFERENT SETTLEMENT 
FOR THE SAKE OF ITS OWN EXTERIOR INFLUENCE OR 
MASTERY.’ IF THAT PRINCIPLE IS TO RULE, AND SO THE 
WISHES OF PALESTINE'S POPULATION ARE TOBEDECISIVE 
AS TO WHAT IS TO BE DONE WITH PALESTINE, THEN IT IS 
TO BE REMEMBERED THAT THE NON-JEWISH POPULATION 
OF PALESTINE -  NEARLY NINE-TENTHS OF THE WHOLE - 
ARE EMPHATICALLY AGAINST THE ENTIRE ZIONIST PRO­
GRAMME. THE TABLES SHOW THAT THERE WAS NO ONE 
THING UPON WHICH THE POPULATION OF PALESTINE WERE 
MORE AGREED THAN UPON THIS. TO SUBJECT A PEOPLE 

EVER GRADUALLY THAT MAY TAKE PLACE. THAT CONSIDE­
RATION GROWS OUT OF THE FACT THAT PALESTINE IS THE 
HOLY LAND FOR JEWS, CHRISTIANS, AND MOSLEMS ALIKE. 
MILLIONS OF CHRISTIANS AND MOSLEMS ALL OVER THE 
WORLD ARE QUITE AS MUCH CONCERNED AS THE JEWS WITH 
CONDITIONS IN PALESTINE, ESPECIALLY WITH THOSE CON­
DITIONS WHICH TOUCH UP ON RELIGIOUS FEELING AND 
RIGHTS. THE RELATIONS IN THESE MATTERS IN PALESTINE 
ARE MOST DELICATE AND DIFFICULT. WITH THE BEST 
POSSIBLE INTENTIONS, IT MAY BE DOUBTED WHETHER THE 
JEWS COULD POSSIBLY SEEM TO EITHER CHRISTIANS OR 
MOSLEMS PROPER GUARDIANS OF THE HOLY PLACES, OR 
CUSTODIANS OF THE HOLY PLACES, ORCUSTODIANSOFTHE 
HOLY LAND AS A WHOLE.

The reason is  this: The places which are most sacred to 
Christians — those having to do with Jesus — and which are 
also sacred to Moslems, are not only not sacred to Jews, 
but abhorrent to them. It is simply impossible, under those 
circumstances, for Moslems and Christians to feel satisfied 
to have these places in Jewish hands, or under the custody 
of Jews. There are still other places about which Moslems must 
have the same feeling. In fact, from this point of view, the 
Moslems, just because the sacred places of all three religions 
are sacred to them, have made very naturally much more sa­
tisfactory custodians of the holy places than the Jews could be. 
It must be believed that the precise meaning in this respect of 
the complete Jewish occupation of Palestine has not been fully 
sensed by those who urge the extreme Zionist programme. For 
It would Intensify, with a certainty like fate, the anti-Jewish 
feeling both in Palestine and In a ll other portions of the world 
which look to Palestine as the Holy Land.

In view of all these considerations, and with a deep sense 
of sympathy for the Jewish cause, theCommissionersfeel bound 
to recommend that only a greatly reduced Zionist programme be 
attempted by the Peace Conference, and even that, only very 
gradually Initiated. THIS WOULD HAVE TO MEAN THAT JEW­
ISH IMMIGRATION SHOULD BE DEFINITELY LIMITED, AND 
THAT THE PROJECT FOR MAKING PALESTINE DISTINCTLY 
A JEWISH COMMONWEALTH SHOULD BE GIVEN UP.
