Palestine “iffegally.” On October $
a six hour strike was enforced by
Jewish workers and mass moetings
‘were held all over Palestine resols -
ing to defend incoming Jewish refu-
15{005 from Furope, and protesting
British immigration limitations.
}50,000 demonstrators marched thru
the streets of Tel Aviv. On October
10, 208 European Jowish refugees
were freed in a Jewish raid on a
detention camp near Haifa, Several
thousands  of Jews resisted the
British police who were ordered to
search the Mantefiore quarter of
Haifa for arms. On Oct. 11 armed
Jews raided the Palestine wilitary
training depot, capturing 218 rifles
and 15 machine guns,

On the 28th anniversary of the
Balfour declaration, November 2nd,
both Jews and Arabs touched off a
number of demonstrations. In Haifa
iat least six people wore killed, These
evenfs were followed by so-called
‘anti»Zionist demonstrations in Cairo
where many were dead and at least
230 werc injured (including 90
Egyptian policemen).

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The Arabian landowner is fearful
that further immigration of Jewish
collective farmers will have a de-
cided effect on the struggles of the
Arabian masses for land. The Jew-
ish capitalist is interested in foment-
ing strife against the Arabs in order
to capture a greater area of econom-
ie interest. And Britain is interest-
ed in continuing the struggle, just
as she provokes conflict in India be-
tween Moslem and Hindu, in order
to maintain dominance over both.

Zionism can not solve the prob-
lems of the Jewish masses. A Jew-
ish Palestine can only mean dom-
ination by one imperialist power or
another. Today it is Britain, tomor-
row it may be the United States.
But there can be no liberation for
the Jewish oppressed of Europe by
building & Jewish homeland, any-
more than the Garvey movement of
“back to Africa” could solve the
Negro problem. The solution of the
Jewish problem is linked up with
the struggle for international prole-
tarian revolution.

That does” not mean, of course,
that we arce opposed to jmmigration
of hundreds of thousands of harried
Jews from central Europe. Revolu-
tionary Marxists demand that the
gates not only of Palestine but all
other countries be apen for both
political and other oppressed refu-
gees. We demand that the United
States open its doors to those refu-
gees, including Jews, who wish to
come here.

Tnside Palestine a movement of
Avabs and Jews against British (and
American) imperialism is Jong over-
due. The masses of Palestine, the
workers in the trade unjons and the
agricultural labovers, should arm
themselves for defense aiainst the
imperialist provoked attacks.
