
DECISION OF KNESSET ON “HISTORICAL 
RIGHT” SABOTAGE OF PEACE PROSPECT

The Knesset (Israeli parliament) adopted on March 16, 1972, 
the conclusion of the debate on the announcement of the Gov 
ment, reacting to the plan of Hussein (the King of Jordan), a d 
sion which received a majority of votes given by the parliamen 
groups of the coalition and the right, headed by (the extreme Rig 
wing) Gahal, in which it was said:

“The Knesset states that the historical right of the Jewish 
pie to Eretz-Israel (Palestine.—Ed.) is indisputable.”

This is the first time in the history of the Knesset that such 
extremist decision has been adopted. This is a decision in the spi 
of the “Entire Eretz-Israel Movement” and of the “Herut” Party. 
This is a further submission of Mapam** and the other circl 
within the Alignment which oppose the policy of the “Entire Eret 
Israel.”

This decision ignores the very existence and the very natio 
rights of the Palestinian Arab people, and the United Nations Ch 
ter, which has given the international legal basis for the establis 
ment of the State of Israel.

This decision affords justification in principle to the continuati 
of the policy of occupation and territorial annexations at the e 
pense of the Arab peoples.

Therefore the decision deepens the abyss of enmity betwe 
Israel and its Arab neighbors and sabotages the peace prospec'

The Zionist, nationalist policy of the majority in the Knes 
is executed in theory and practice, and very brutally, in the Ga 
Strip in these very days. There a campaign of uprooting thousan 
of Bedouins is carried out in Fithat-Rafiah, homes are being dem 
fished, people are forcibly expelled, with the overt aim of prep 
ing additional areas for Zionist colonization and of annexing*̂  
Gaza Strip to the State of Israel. The expulsion and the settlem 
in the Gaza Strip are a racist action, which sabotages peace pro 
pects.
