i.n Tel Aviv. As a result, Dr. Chaim 
Al:'lasoroff a member of the Je-ivish 
Agency died a Jew ho1,1rs later. Im­
mediat,f!ly.. the good . "Zionist:;·• or·e­
ated .a blood libel against the Revi­
siortists. 

On June 18, 1933, David Ben-Gu­
rion wrote in the Heint of War.saw 
the foll9wing: "I am one of those 
who wages a battle of life and death 
with the Communists and I know of 
their • destructive pogrom efforts in 
the .Yish.uy. B1,1t as re-g(\rds the mur­
der CJ! Dr. Arlasoroff, I must declare 
that they cannot • be charged with it, 
for their wo.rk is directed in the di­
rection of _provoking pogroms and not 
terroristic acts. Nor do I accuse the 
Arabs of this murder because who­
ever is familiar with Eretz-Yisroel 
knows how impossible it would be 
to disappear as easily as the mur­
derers of Dr. Arlasoroff. I opine, 
however, that the terror.istic acts .. pcr­
petrated upon Dr. AdasoroIT are po-. 
litic•gJ. Then he starts to discuss the 
Revisionists. Did he have· to say 
·mo1:e to point at a certain direction?

Here is. a statement by the Polish
Zionist Organization: The pain burns
and the heart palpitates in agitation.
g1'ier and wrath at the bloody crime
in Zionism. Rage is within us. With
the greatest misgivings did we fol­
low all the time the development of
the Revisionist plague. We saw the
flood ·of hate and venom disseminated
by that movement. Boldly do we de­
clare that the moral .responsibility
falls upon the Revisionist movement
which has produced such a murderer.
Against such a movement, we must
all defend ourselves. Let our mot-to
be, ''•Ex;pel the Revisionist gangs ·from
Jewish life."

The president or the American Zion­
ist Organization also accused the Re- .
visionists. Many other ghetto slaves
did likewise. All this was done before
the Brnish even suspected anybody
at all. It took the British a month to 
take the various hints of their "Zion­
ist" -friends and arrest Abraham Stav­
sky; 'Zvi Rosenblatt and Abba Achi­
Meyer. 

A&i - Meyer was ·cleared of the
murder immediately. If Achi-Meyer
was innocent, then so were the oth­
ers, for he was accused of being the
insti.g!l.tor. Now if he didn't instigate,
then ' his followers could not have
co!nmit·ted an act they were not told
to carry out. But the "justice" loving
British butchers sent Achi-Meyer to 
prison for two years for a "crime"
for whi'ch he s.erved a term once be­
fore.' 
• Zvi-Rosenblatt, who was supposed

to · have fired the shot, was freed:. Why 
shou_ld any court fre.e .a suspect . of
n'iurtier, but try his accomplice?

Sta:vsky . iwa.s convided .by one
court, out was �cquitted by a higher
court because of lack ,of evidence, . 
• But Stavsky is . innocept, becau�

someone else is guilty. They ., could
not ha:ve committed •the same crime.
We shall ·attempt to prove the guilty
one . . 

Ben-Gurion was correct, when he 
said, · the . communists didn't'- commit
that · murder . .  'llhe· "comrades'', are
great cowards -and would ,not dare
murder • a· Jewish leader, who was
vecy ,popula1·. Eesides, communists 
don't be.lieve in · in�iividual terror.
They practice mass terror and liqui­
dati6ns against their opponents.

The Arabs are not guilty of this
crim� either. Arlasoroff was a friend
of the Ai·ab people. They• are not .as 
stup� as some Zionist leaders.

Is H possil:ile that Revisionists com­
mitted the murder? It would be, if it
occurred at a different time and
agaif.lst any other' person. Let us say,
Chaim --Weitzm.an. Arlasoroff was a
friend to our m.ovement. He ·always
wanted peace with the hated Revi­
sioni�ts.

Arlasoroff was murdered one
month before the. Zionist Congress.
The�fore, it would certainly be ·io-i-

In Briel Reply: 
The "revelations" and "proofs" presented in this communication 

are not new. When the .Brith Biryoni.m�Irgun activists, Zvi Rosen­
bhi.tt �nd Abri:1.)'iam Stavsky, were positively ide.ntified as the mur­
de-1·ers ., by. the slain labgr leader's . wife, .. their defense and the Revi­
sionist press engaged i.n a slanderous eampaign to impugn her c1·edi­
bilitr. One can s!le from the above v-ituperative letter how meager is 
the factual evidence on .which these. slanders were based .. Snide com­
ments about a11eged family quarrels and- .c0mmon-law matt�a,-ge can 
ha1•dly be taken seriously. • 

Yes, the Court of Criminal Assizes freed Abba Achimeir, the in­
stigator of the assassination. Althou.g'h he had conducted a lynch 
campaign i'11 the ;n:ess ag-ainst Arlassaroff in t�e days leading up to 
the latter's_ assassination .. and was the i;:le\'il<>gical leader of the terror­
ist Br.itb. Biry,on-im. whose .members were.,implicated, Achimeir hi-mself 
was not :identi-fied.-as Ol)e of the actual pa�ticipants. 
. . . . Zvi Rooenblatt, the o.ther Brith Bi.{yonim-I_r-gun activist impli­
cated, wa'S defini-tcly .identified as one of .the killers but the corrobora­
tive evidence. r-equired by :P'11estinian law. was unavailable. _In the _ case 
of Abraham Stavsky ,the Court of Criminal Assizes felt the corrobo­
i·ative evidence to be sufficient. 

N_o, Stavsky was not acquitted by the Criminal Court of Appeals 
because the court felt him to be innocent, but due to a Palestinian legal 
technicality. 'Here is how the chief j ustice of that court, in announcing 
the reversal of the lower court's decision, put it : 

"To sum up, I can see no reason whate'Oer for .c-ritic�ing the Court
of Assizes in accepting Mrs. Arlassa1·0Jf'.e .e'l!idence, and if th-i.s case were 
being heard in England or in most Biritis1i depe-1;dencies, that .would
be the end of the appeal and the c.onvicti.on would hav{3. to st·and. But 
the Legislature of Palestine has seen fit by Section 5 �f th� Law �f 
Evidence, Amendment Ordinance 1924, to provide that no judgment 
shall be given in a criminal e-ase. on the evidence of a single witness 
unless su.ch e:vidence is admitted by the accu�ed person or . i.s corrobo­
rated by . some . other mate1'.ial witness, w.hi,ch, in the opinion of the 
cou1·t, is suffic.ient to establish tl1e truth of it." (Emphasis mine.) 
; We canno.t retry the case in LAI;!OR ACTION, but this much 
stands out. Both the entire Palestinian Je�ish labor movement and 
the criminal .courts accepted the fact of .A,bl'.aham Stavsky's direct 
participation in the murder of one of the main leade1·s of the Jewish 
�rade union movement .in Pales.tine . .  We· ·can hardly accept the fan­
tastic charge .of coll-usion between the .trade union movement and the 
British police merely on Revisionist say-so. • 
I What interests us is the fact that· poth the instigators and actual 
murderers played and continue to play a leading role in Beigin's Free­
dom. Movement ( Heiruth ) (except for Stavsky, who was · recently 
�ille<l while fighting against Israeli governme't1t troops iii. the trea­
sonous Altai en a putsch ) .  

otic· for Revisionists to commit any 
deed that would discredit our move­
ment in the eyes of Zionist voters. 
On ithe contrary, it would, have been 
in the in.terest of the opposing party 
to commit that crime and then blame 
thek opponents just as Hitler burned 
the Reichstag and blamed the Reds. 
Didn't the Histadrutn have a slogan, 
"DOll1't vote :£or, murderers to the 
Zioaist· Congress"? Could it be they 
created the possibility for such slo­
gans? 

But let us examine some of the 
evidence. ArlasorolI and his "wife" 
returned to Eretz-Yisroel from Eu­
rOP!? on a Friday. He had promised 
his mother to spend the Sabbath with 
her. Bl.it .he was murdered in Tel-Aviv 
while his old mother lived in J.erusa­
lem. Who was interested enough to 
change his rrlind and not be with his 
mother on the Sabbath? We must 1,e­
member Arlasoroff was a very faith­
ful ,son. 

At the time he was shot he and his 
"wife" were walking near the Arab 
cemetery at the end of the city. Why 
did , they walk in such .a 'desetted 
place·r There are many li>eautiful 
parks in Tel-Aviv•. Whose sµggestion 
was. it to •walk at thaf section? 

"Madame" Arl:asoroff testified that 
she - asked her husband to · turn back. 
Why could it not be just the . oppo­
site? It was not his idea to go there 
in tlhe first place. He wanted to be 
in J-erusalem with his mothev,

weapon? It couldn't be to protect her 
husband? It :would •be more. 1pgical 
had it .been the opposite. 

How come the "Madame" didn't 
faint when her "husband" was shot? 
She must be some "woman." Another 
woman could not have· been so calm. 

She also testified that Stavsky (how 
she remembered so well) held a 
searchlight against. he•r face. Then 
how coµld she have �en? We know 
that a seim�hlight blinds you. 

T.he buJlet taken froi:n Arlasoroff•s
body matched the "Madame's;'. re.vol­
ver, but .the weapon was not produced 
at the 'tvlal. Why? Surely it wasn't 
for Stavsky's benefit. The British po­
lice had that weapon "disappear." 

According to the "Madame's" tes­
timony, the murderer was .facing them 
directly. But, Arlasoroff was shot in 
the sipe. Who w:is standing beside 
him? 

But, the "Madame" was not beside 
h�r husband when he died. Why? Wos 
she i!fraid to face him? Still, . Atlas 
soroff tried to shield his unfaithful 
"wife" by sitying before his death, a 
Jew didn't ·shoot me. No, it was a 
•'Jewess." 

IJ'bcre _were two witnesses who saw 
and heard the "Madame" w-alking on
her hotel balcony sayit1g, what sha11 
I tell the •volice? Innocent people are 
not worrwcl ' in suoh cases. Those two 
witnesses were not 'gi-ven the cnance 
to te�tify, The reason is obvious. 

No',;y as for the motive. Dr. Arla­
soroff was never I-ega1Jy married to 
the ·VMadame." They lived, as many 
other Marxists, a free lo.ve. T)1ey had 
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many quarrels in the last few years 
of his life. Such things happen every 
day. I n  the United States the "Ma­
dame" would have been convicted to 
the electric chair. This was a civil 
case. 

But, the British with the help of 
the Jewish Agency saw a chance to 
discredit their mutual opponents and 
ci:eated the blood-libel. It's strange 
while Stavsky and Rosenblatt were 
allowed to remain in Eretz-Yisi:Qel, 
the British sent the "Madame" out. 
of the country. Why? Because every­
one in Eretz-Yisroel knows that Arla­
soroff was murdered by his unfaith­
ful "wife." 

We asked, is it possible that Revi­
siqnists or any other patriotic Jewisl'i 
gro.up would assassinate one whom 
�hey . considered a traitor. Our answer 
is "·lt's possible" but not in this case. 
Arlasoroft was not a traitor. Suppose 
a certain Zionist group did execute 
a Jewish renegade. So what? The 
penalty for treason is death among 
<111 nations. Why should the Jew.ish 
,peopl�. be an exception? 

As a matter of fact, the first to 
carry out an act of assassination were 
members of the Poale-Zion. 1n 1933, 
a leader of the Agudath Yisroel was 
shot . for being an i.nformer for the 
British. His name was Jacob De Haan. 
One · of those participants is still liv­
ing in Eretz• Yisroel. Her name is 
Mara Shocket, who was herself an 
informer for the Russian police 
against revolutionists. We do not de- . 
nounce this deed, but merely state a 
fact. So, why condemn others, who 
were only accused of doing the same? 
We !)'lust also remember the crime of 
De-Haan was not great�· than those 
committed by Chaim Weitzman · and 
he is still among the living. Our cha­
verim (comrades) refrained fl'om tak­
ing Jewish lives, unless it could not 
be helped any more. Such cases did 
arise. 

Why did the Revisionists return to 
the Zionist Organization, when mem­
bers of that body still consider us as 
the murderers of Arlasoroff. ,Peop_le 
with self-respect should act othe1'­
wise. We should demand a Jewish (we 
dop't recognize the British)

Adamic Doesn't 
l·nsist on a Saw
Editor:

Louis Adamic, the former intellec­
tual, has in recent years become a 
leading voice in the choir of Amer­
ican Stalinism. As an American of 
of Yugoslav extraction, Adamic has 
been perhaps the chief propagandis.t 
for Tito's "new democracy." I.n Adam­
ic's own personal periodical, Trends 
and Tides, he divides his praise about 
equally between Uncle Joe, Wallace (a 
combination of "Jefferson, Thoreau, 

· Whitman, Lincoln, Altgeld and Debs")
and Tito. 

For that reason it was possible to 
look forward with soroe relish to Ad· 
amic's analysis of the Tito - Stalin 
brawl. 

Adamic did not, he explained i n  
his first issue after the brawl, have 
time to go into the development 
fully. That would come in the next 
issue. He did, however, offe1· an in­
terim explanation which is hard to 
equal for p1:ofundity, complexity and 
grasp. We quote: 
. ·"Years ago a former Cleveland in­

dustrial laborer named Andrej 
("Andy") 'Krizmancich, an old im­
migrant from Yugoslavia, worked on 
my farm in the Delaware Valley. One 
day lightning ripped part of a branch 
off · a tree, and I asked him to ·saw· off 
the rest of it. Andy said quickly, al­
most matter-of-factly: "I'll get the 
hatchet and chop it off." 

"I still think the saw was the bet­
ter tool for the purpose; but . . .  I 
didn'. t insi.st on it . .  A typical Yugoslav 
wlth ideai; and ways of his own, Anc;ly 
w:as deeply independent. . . . Since I 
s4ggested tl1e saw, it meant much to 
him to use the hatchet . . . .  If in over­
tia.ste or .in · a bad mood, :i: bluntly or­
dered Andy to do something, the 
chances .ire, that he either didn't ·.do 
it at all or did it poorly. Had Andrei 
Zhdanov known Andrej Kri;i;manQich, 
Y.ugoslavia �nd Russia m�ght not have 
come to a. rift at all." 

Although lost in specul�tion as to 
wltether -the American Revolution 
.w.ou-1:d have taken place if King 
George had known a colonial farmer 
we managed to look over the next 
issue ·of Adamic's paper for the pr.om­
ised fuller explanation (acting on the 
assumption that thete ,COULD, be• a 
fuller ex.planation than the gem 
quoted above.) 

The next· issue ,io·ntained only a 
lolilg essay ,on Walt Whitman.

We often hear objections, from. 
non-Marxist quarters, to· 'the phrase 
"capitalist institutions o·f learning." 
Sociali.sts speak of . schoo!� an� '.uni­
versities in that way in order fo in­
dicate that their adm.inis.tra(ions, 
their curricula and even their 1neth­
ods are influenced by, and cha�·acter­
istic· of, the capitalist social order. 

Evidence of this, even aside kom 
the general class nature of educa­
tional opportunities, is widespreap. 
Fii,st, the .. . s�b'ools-from the kinder­
gartens to. the • universities-'teach 
c!lpitalism. They perpetuate its rri,o­
rality and its mythology. Chauvin­
ism and patriotism, belief in the im­
partiality of government, belief in 
the inevitabi-lit.y of class-distinctions 
-these ai;e a small part of the capi­
talist ideology that is wo1·ked into 
every course of study.

Conversely, the schools disc0utage 
any activities, teachings .or ideas 
which might lead to questioning the 
status quo. Lately, we have seen a 
great increase in the number of teach­
ers discija1iged because of their . ideas 
and an· increase in the number of re­
�trictions _ against socialist student ac­
tivities. 

CAUSES OF CO�SERVATISM 
Conservatism of school administra­

tions can be traced to several factors. 
University administrators, professors 
and persons of high rarik on the 
school boards have found comfort­
able positions for themselve·s. And 
since such positions do not abound in 
capitalist society they want to main­
tain them, and that, for them, means 
maintaining the status quo. Further­
�nore, the boards of .most large edu­
cational institutions are composed of 
pron1inent business men who use th� 
Jnfluenc.e of their position to good ad­
trantage. 
. Another reason, increasingly mol'e 
!mp.or.tasnt, I� the fact that universi­
ties_ and_ colleges are becqming profit­
�ak.lng institutions_ t� a. greater _e,x­
tent .t.han was ever t.rue • bffQre. The 
faisi�g of tuition fees am) the intro­
pucti'?n of m;iss production l]lethods 
of eaucation are only a small part _of 
ibis trend. Educational institutions 
have actually invaded the field of 
�usine!jS. They ((her here means pr�c­
i1cany -all of them) have become cap• 
Jtalists. 
l . The pi:actic.e .of inv.i;stipg - �n� v�r­
si ty endowment funds in real estate, 
bonds and other commercial veoturcs 

is not new. What is new is the amaz­
ing extent to which such investment 
has gone since the war. In the , fiscal 
year ending J.an1.1ary 31,. 1947., 45(>. 
�niversities extracted , a total · . profit 
of $150,492,583 from their interests. 
Of the. 2½ ,bill.ion dollars in .endow� 
ments held by universities, over o''ne
billion dollars . hqs been invested in 
l:!usiness investments. You can see 
that this adds up to BIG business. 

The range or businesses in which 
• the colleges have invested is vast­

everything from department stores to
orange groves. Columbia Unive,$ity,
for example, owns Shares in Rocke­
feller Ceni�r amounting fo 28 million
doJlars. The total investments of Co•
lumbia come to over 38 million dol­
lars. Oberlin College, in 6.hio. has
among its real estate holdings some
Montgomery Ward stores, some Sears,
Roebuck stores and a number of
Woolworth stores. The University of
Georgia has investments in real es­
tate totalling 20 miUion dollars. The
University .of Pennsylvania recently
bought the premises housing the .Lit
Brothers Department Store in Phila­
delphia for 3 million dollars and now
leases it to that company for an an­
nual s�m of $275,000.

EXEMPT FROM TAXES
The universities have an advantage

over their competitors in business
because they are exempt from the
usual corporate tax of 38 per cent.
So New York University, for exam­
ple, which owns the C. F. Mueller
Spaghetti factory, which realizes a
profit of $800,000 a year, saves ap­
proximately $300,000 of the normal
tax. on such a profi�. NYU also owns
the Ramsey Corporation, manufac­
turer of piston rings, with plants in
Missouri, Michigan and Canada and
a yearly profit of $900,000, the Amer­
ican Limoges • Ch.ina, tnc., with a
yearly profit of $8,000,000 and the 
Howe Leather Co., whose annual prof-
it is 2 to 3 mill ions.

We can see, from facts like these, 
that the community of interests which 
exists between large ed'uca'tiona.l in­
stitutions and ca.pita.list business has 
ceased to be merely ideological. The<e 
is now an identib· of ves�d interests, 
The universities ba.ve become depen­
dent for tQ�ir we.lfare u�on the c�pi­
ialist market: 'P11o(e�Qrs '·have become 
dependent oh. · It �o.t iheir job�, as 
ha.vc c:olJege iuJ.min{st'rative workers 
and the publi�hers of textbooks. 

The pressure of the market is felt 
j:)y everyone " in· the·· capitalist fnsti­
tutions of l�amµis, even. by the stu­
dents, whose education, unfortunate• 
. Jy, depends on it.
