UN "P'lans" Reflect Relations. Between Contendint Imperialist Powers, N�t ·+h e Needs of Jewish or Arab People '

Large-scale figpting broke out in 

the Negev (Southern Palestine) • on 
the very day "the UN Assembly's · Po­
litical Committee met to discuss the 
Paiestine problem once agiiin.' • 

On the morning al Friday, October 
15, an Israeli o�,nvoy traveling along. 
the UN-designated route was. fired 
upon by the Egyptian invaders of 
tbe Sou&h. The Jews answered this 
provocation with a large-scaie off�n•. 
sive. The result. has been a decls_ly'e 
and impressive military victory for 
Israel that has secured ;. lifeline to 
the Negev and l.sola.ted the 'Eg;yptians 
i_n a small coastal strip a.rouruJ the 

• city of Gaza.. 
The new fighting was desired by 

both Egypt and Israel. The Egyptians 
for their part hope that fighting in  
the Negev will ignite all of  Falestine 
and thereby nip in the bud any moves 
by Abdullah to accept the deals v,hich 
B.ritain might swing tor its pupp,et, 
Transjordania. 

The Jews waqted the fighUng for 

a v.ariety of reasons. Many· of them 
believe that they could now 1 win the 
war in a short time and are for re­
newei:I wa�fare . 1n aU .' ot, _J?al�stipe, .

U. S. R.ESPONSIBILITY 
The guilt for the blood now being 

shed in Palestine rests primarily on 
tti:e- diplomats · 1r{ the UN and ori the 
United· States, who have not given 
fuil d:� j,�� •rC,9ognition to Israel and 
whose "plans" reflect power relatio�s 
of t� �ig ' Th!ee and not the rela-

'· 

tions or the need of the Jews and 
Arabs. This kind of diplomacy can 
only lead to encouraging Arab feudal. 
ruiers to hope that they may win 
out in their struggle to stifle the self­
determination of the Jews or to so

• limit 'Israel as to make it'° meariing­
Iess. 

['.BULtETIN: The Security Cou�­
cll has ordered a. cease fire in the 
Negev. Return to original posl­
ilons ls not made a condition but 
is sunested for· negotiations, R�­
ports are that both Israel arid 
EgypJ wlll accept cease fire.] 

Three w�eks ago, the su&pporters of 
the second Bernadotte -plan, Bevin 
and Marshall, wanted to place Pal­
estine first on the UN agenda, in or­
der to use the hysteria generated by 
Bernadette's assassination · to PUSh 
through the plan "in tote." The vote 
of the UN delaying the Palestine 

question to October 15 actually killed 
the· p'resent form of the Bernadotte 
plan. As predicted in LABOR AC­
TION, the U. S. has shifted and is 
now for the Bernadotte·· .plan only 
l\S a. "basis for negotiation." 

The maneuvering has thus returned , 
to a fluid state. There are repeated 
reporis of a compromise having tile 

• support of the United St.ates and ls­
r�el, giving Israel Western Galilee 
and pal'titionlng the Negev along the 
31st paraliel. This would give the 
Jews the more easily irrigated por­
tion of the Negev and that portion 

• around which oil speculations re­
vol�e. While it would cut Israel off 
from the port of Aquaba on the Red 
Sea, it· would give it possession of 
ihe Dead Sea and its rich mineral 
store." All of APa.b Palestine would 
go io Transjordania.

There is a possibility that "the • 
above compromise �ay 'be adl:�ptea. 
Britain, of course, will still att�mpt 
to force the second Bernad9tte plan 
in tcito, giving Abdullah all of the 
Negev, but wµl probably accept iHe 
substitute. The fact that Abdullah. 
did not attack whil¢ th_e Israelis were 
occupied in the South shows that ·he 
and his British masters are seriousjy

Abdullah, for his own dynastic rea­
sons, has in reality broken with the 
Arab League. The League has pro• . 
claimed the establishment of a . g�v• 
ernment of Palestine. This govern­
ment is beaded by the Mufti. Ab�ui• 
lah, who controls almost all of Arab 
Palestine, has refused tfi) allow thill 
government to function in hi;; terl'i-, 
tory. While other Arab governmints, 
including Iraq (also ruled by Ab� 
dullah's family, the HashemiteM liave 
recognized the Mufti government, . 
Abdullah is actively combatting, �!JI­
pretender. In this connection it mu�t •
be repor.te_d that one o� the sec,o_r;ida�t 
aims of the current Israeli offensi\'6 
is to reduce the importance of the M• 
· called MUfti government. 

Russian imperialists are express\l)r 
deep concern over the pos11ibillty ' of 
this settlement of :a •Palestine qUefl� 
tion. The Stalinists had supported . t�e 
Mufti and his fascist pollci� until 
April, 1917, and . shifted to the siip• 
port of partition solely for the put­
pose of getting British troops out of 
Palestine. The proposed co_mpron:ilse 
would again place Britain in the Ne­
gev, via. its puppet, Abdullah. 'l'lie 
prevention .of such an eventuality has 
now become the main issue of the 
Kremlin's diplomacy in the Ne�r 
East.

CLEVELAND, Oct. 17-The govern­
ment loyalty·• purge came to Cleve­
land last week and demonstrated the 
vicious m�nner in which the .. soaciill,ed 
anti - sub_versive program is used to 
discriminate against minorities .. The 
very administration in • Washington 
wl'iich proclaims its devotion to c'lvil 
rights iJ?, carrying on a campaigIJ. tQ 
deny these rights' tp i.ts , own �m-· 
ployees. 

The purge program is being con­
ducted in such a sha.meful manner 
that it cannot stand the �ght of pub­
licity. And it was precisely by break­
inf the secrecy, by refusing to be lim­
ited to star chamber proceedings, ·that 
tlie . purge was a.t least temporarily 
stopped here. 

The federal �vestigators hoped to 
work behind closed· doors. The first 
news- reached the papers Wedrlesdayt 

October 13, when some of the "sus­
pected" told their stories t.o report� 
ers. The c1'arges of: dislc;,y4lty were 
made· against a group ot post office 
employees who were suspected of 

• membership in or· sympathy with the 
Communist Partx.- · • 
.H1Ts NEGROES ANo_'-JEws 

Disloyafty ·charges were presented aga_inst 24 men, ()f these, 19 were !:Jegi-oes, four were ,Tews. This in it­self · would- make any honest person suspicious of the probe. Postal work­
ers are composed of the same ele­ments as the population in general, yet 23 out of the 24 are members of minority . groups! No wonder '.the au­thorities feared publicity. 

The 19 Negroes were a.II members of the National Alliance of Postal Workers, an organization of Negroes obviously interested in fighting dis-
